Tacoma will shin aliout seventy car­
goes or 7,000,000 bushels of wheat this 
year.

Two men, A. W . Rosa and Mr. W ill­
iams, are reported lost on the Colorado 
desert.

Chris Evans is complaining of pain in 
his sightless eve. The ball that entered 
there is still in hig head.

Secretary Herbert lias ordered hard 
sandstone or granite to ire used in the 
construction of t lie Port Orchard dock 
instead of Tenino sandstone.

E. W . French, Probate Judge of Yav­
apai county, A. T., charged with forgery 
and embezzlement, lias been deposed 
and J. F. Wilson appointed to succeed 
him.

A submarine cable of 500 volts was 
laid between San Diego and Coronado tire 
other day. It is to supply the force to 
run a new electric road at the latter 
place.

A 200-foot tunnel has just been com­
pleted at the Sultana mine in Grant 
county, and a contract is soon to be let 
for one 000 feet long. Exposures are 
satisfactory.

The coyotes in the Verde river section 
in Arizona are affected with hydrophobia 
to such an extent that it is dangerous to 
travel through that country and especi­
ally to camp at night.

Steps are about to he taken toward tlie 
construction of a fish ladder at the falls 
of ttie Willamette at Oregon City, for 
which the last Oregon Legislature made 
an appropriation of $10,000.

A London company is said to have 
bought the nickel mines in Oregon, /t 
is believed the company will erect a 
plant to manufacture armor for battle 
ships and for other purposes.

The Farmers’ Insurance Company at 
Spokane lias lieen so managed that the 
stockholders have been deceived, and a 
receiver lias been appointed. The com­
pany has out $218,000 worth of policies, 
with assets of 15,000.

A report conies from Los Angeles coun­
ty, Cal., that a grove of bananas in the 
Cahuenga foothills will produce this sea­
son 250 hum-lies of good, merchantable 
fruit, and will yield, it is said, * hand­
some protit to the owner.

A bank in Arizona, which closed a 
short time ago, issued ttie following no­
tice: “ This bank lias not busted; it
owes the people £50,000; the people owe 
it $55,000; it is the people who are bust­
ed ; when they pay we’ll pay.”

The Roard of Public Works at Tacoma 
has discovered a shortage of 6,600,000 
gallons of water daily in the water com­
pany’s guaranteed supply, which was 
purchased recently by the city, together 
with ttie electric-light plant, for $1,750,-, 
000.

From authentic reports received at 
Poi Hand by persons in a [losition to know 
it is believed that there tias been a re­
cent and sudden uprising among the na­
tives of Alaska. Many persons were 
killed, among them being several mis­
sionaries sent out by the American 
Board.

According to ttie report of Receiver 
Hadley the Oregon Pacilic is running 
behind. He reports: June, earnings, 
$21,833.16; expenses, $26,617.41; loss, 
¡5,764.21. July, earnings, $16,040.31; ex­
penses, $23,581.67; loss. $6.641.36. Au­
gust, earnings, $16.367.61; expenses, 
$10,2:58.61; loss, $3,870.90.

The Linn Conntv Board of Equaliza­
tion lias assessed the Southern Pacific at 
$4.000 per mile on the road and $657 on 
rolling stock on the main line. The Or­
egonian and Lebanon branch was placed 
at $¡5,000 on the roadbed, and the 
Oregon Pacific will lie alsmt $4,300 on 
roadbed and rolling stock.

It is said at Roaeburg that the Coos 
Bay Railroad Company has receded from 
its demands for a subsidy of $75,000 from 
ttie Roseburg people to $50,000. The 
sum siibscrilied up to the present time 
is only $28,000, but it is exported that 
the $22,000 deficit will soon he made up, 
and that tiie line will then run direct to 
Roseburg.

The Southern Pacific Company ran a 
free excursion train ont of Sacramento 
the other afternoon, bound for Reno, 
Nev. Between ¡500 and 400 Indians, who 
went there to pick hops, were provided 
with accommodations and sent to their 
homes in the Sagebrush State. They 
went in freight ears, and pulled out for 
the mountains cheering.

A letter received at Kaslo, B. C., dis­
closes the fact that a young fellow who 
ran a restaurant in that town, and who 
died lately from fever and dysentery, 
was the son of an Irish Earl. The vonng | 
man, who was always very reticent aismt 
his people, was a genera! favorite. Ilis 
name was Charles Reginald Weatherlv, 
and his mother is Lady Louisa of the 
same name.

Frank Shay, a Southern Pacific Com­
pany attorney and for many years Sena­
tor Stanford’s private secretary, is con­
sidered to know better than anyone else 
the value of the great estate left by 
Stanford. He says $56,000.000 would tie 
a conservative estimate of the value of 
the property. The assessed value of real 
estate owned by the late Senator is 
230.000, anil the market value probably 
$ 12,000,000.

Mayor Mason of Portland has «elected 
Miss Eugenia Shelby to touch ttie but­
ton which will launch the battle ship 
Oregon. Miss Shelby is the sixteen- 
year-old daughter of Eugene Shelby, a 
Common Councilman of Portland and 
agent at that point for Wells-Fargo Ex- 
tircss. The I iregon will tie christened I 
nr Miss Daisv Ainsworth, a native of | 
Oregon and the daughter of one of the j 
pioneers of that State. Miss Ainsworth | 
is now a resident of Oakland, Cal. Miss 1 
Shelby is a granddaughter of General 
Lane, who was appointed Governor o f ' 
the Territory of Oregon by President 
Tyler in 184».

Cows Must H ave  P lenty o f Good  

W a te r  in Order to Produce 

Good Butter, Etc.

There is more profit in five good th in 
in fifteen inferior cows.

Don’t get a general-purpose cow for a 
special-purpose use, or vice versa.

Do not lie in too hig a hurry to store 
the corn. Let it be well cured before 
cribbing.

When trimming shrubs and bushes 
cut out tiie old wood ; leave the new for 
next season's bloom and fruitage.

First-class butter sells for a good price 
almost universally. It is only ttie infe­
rior grades which bring low prices.

Pharaoh’s lean kine ate up the good 
ones. The same thing, so far as profits 
go, is repeated often on many a farm.

Feed liberally, for it is only from what 
is received above the amount required 
for maintenance that animals give re­
turns.

Now that the strawstaek has settled, 
a dav mav be well used in fixing it up 
for the fall rains. Does yours need at­
tention?

A light mulch of new-mown grass will 
help the bed of animals by keeping tho 
ground moist and cool during the hot, 
dry spell.

If you have cultivated your crop ttie 
past season simply to keep tiie weeds 
down, you have not done tiie best by 
your farm.

If ttie cocks have not already been re­
moved from the ttixiks, do so at once, 
Tiie number of eggs produced is not af­
fected by them.

Keep a dust bath within reach of tho 
fowls constantly.

GOOD WATER FOR TIIE COWS.
Mt is almost a sterehtyped ptirase to 

recommend good water for cows, says 
the New York Tribune, and if “ line 
upon line and precept upon precept ” 
enforces great truths, there ought to tie 
very little need of sermons upon this 
subject, but the other dav in a forty- 
mile drive across the country, ttie heart 
of the great dairy section of Ohio, it waa 
surprising how many dairies thisdrouth- 
■tricken section was compelling to drink 
out of stagnant pools and dugouts, tiie 
water of which was, with its pollutions 
of mud and the offal of tho rattle them­
selves, thick and horribly filthy. This 
need not be so, and the fault is all with 
the man who owns the farm, and not 
either in the withholdings of Providence 
or natural defects in tiie living water of 
the farm itself. Ill these days of cheap 
aerometers and cheaper pumps every 
man has a spring on iiis tarin and an 
abundance of water at command, and 
no excuse exists for rows drinking filthy 
water. In the dairy districts bad water 
means more than its injury to the cattle, 
for it lias its deleterious effect upon tiie 
butter and cheese, for milk being 87 
parts water, ami this serum must haves  
water origin, it is Been tliat it is very 
probable tliat bad water will give as bad 
influence to the m ilk; for while with 
gtssl food and water it is quite a difficult 
thing to intluence the natural flavors of 
dairy produce, yet with improper food 
and drink it is one of the easiest tilings 
to feed a “ stink ” or objectionable flavor 
into what would otherwise tie a table 
luxury— butter and cheese. Good, pure 
water is as certainly demanded as much 
as good food, and tiie present drouth 
ought to be full of heeded lessons in 
these very particulars.

PAYS TIIE FARMER.
The Homestead thinks farmers will 

not allow the poultry to tie slighted, as 
they realize more fully what can fie made 
out of it, and recalls the instance of a 
small farmer who became converted to 
poultry farming by an experiment. 
Wishing to adopt only those branches of 
farming that pay him tin* Isist, lie kept 
a ledger account of all his crops— vege­
tables, grain, hogs, cows, poultry. He 
kept this up three years, and then set­
tled down to |sinltry as the Is^st crop. 
Ilis farm pavs Isritcr to-dav on ten acres 
than any 100 in the neighborhood, lie 
states the situation in this wav: “  II I
put much time and expense in the grow­
ing of vegetables and a drv or unfavorable 
year should present itself, so that the 
crop becomes a failure, I ain at a tiig 
loss; hilt with poultry I am safe— that 
is, I always have some income, both 
summer and winter. No matter how 
hard the times are, people do need eggs, 
and chicken meat is cheaper in many 
localities tiian pork and tieef. I can al- 
wavs Ond a market for mv produce, and, 
unlike most crops, it is alwars in a con­
dition to be marketed. While the work 
at times becomes tedious, it is not neces­
sarily laborious.”

A SIMPLE DEVICE.
A  correspondent of the Country Gen­

tleman gives a device he uses to keep hi* 
cows from getting soiled while in the 
stable. The plan is simple, and places 
no restrictions on the animal. He savs: 
“ A device I am using answers the pur­
pose. It is simply a board, whirh may 
he padded to keep from rnhl ing the hair 
off, placed across the stall, just high 
enough not to touch the animal when 
standing at ease. When she wishes to 
void excrement she must arch her hack. 
The position of the hoard prevents her; 
so she steps hark to get into the position 
nature reqnires, and the excrement falls 
In the gutter or offset, far enongh away 
to permit her lying down in the clean 
stall. The hoard most he placed at dif­
ferent heights and lengths to suit the 
sire of the animal. A little notice of the 
actions of each will giys ons th* exact 
place to pat U .”
