The departments In which the 
fair has field its own are those which 
are merely incidental to an agricultural 
fair.

It Is very easy for those who are willing 
to investigate the matter fairly to find the 
cause for this condition of things. Two 
years ago there was an exhibit of live 
stock at the state fair which was ipiite 
creditable to tho state. At the same time 
there was almost universal discontent 
among the exhibitors because the speed 
department of ttie fair was made so much 
of a feature that everything elso was 
thrown in the shade. There was also a 
very fine exhibit of fruit that year, chiefly 
made by and at the expense of tho Mat ion 
County Horticultural Society, but the 
mom tiers of that society, at whose 
exiienso tho fruit was collected, did not 
feel that their efforts had been properly 
appreciated by tho management of the 
fair.

Hist year tho exhibitors wero fewer in 
number in both lines and tho stock ex­
hibitors more outspoken iu their discon­
tent than before. This year the exhibits 
in the stock line were so reduced in num­
ber that there was practically no competi­
tion, and many of the best known breed­
ers of tho state were eonspienoui by their 
absence. The great falling away in tho 
fruit exhibits last year appears to have 
had Homo effect on tho management of 
the fair, and a small appropriation was 
raado this year for tho fruit palace, as a 
result of which thero was a considerable 
increase in fruit display over that of last 
year, hut no incruaso in the way of com­
petitive exhibitors was observable.

Thero will bo no great improvement in 
the state fair as an agricultural fair, until 
a radical change of policy is adopted by 
the man igement. During the past year 
thousands of dollars have been expended 
at tho fair grounds in making a new 
track, in building a new grand stand from 
which the racos may be witnessed ami in 
building new stables for tho speed horses. 
When finally, a fow woekii ago, otto liun 
dred dollars was appropriated for fixing 
up tho fruit palace, on condition the fruit 
growers would inako a display therein, 
tho act was trumpted abroad as onrt of 
extreme liberality on tho part of the man­
agement of tfyo fair, For inonths*the 
races liavo been advertised, and in « If the 
advertisements which have been si-nij out 
as well as in the official programs distrib­
uted at tho fair, it has been plainly seen 
that the races liavo boon considered, the 
only attractions worthy of mention. It is 
ipiite possible that the state fair is a suc­
cess in educating people to enjoy horse 
racing, but tho most enthusiastic devotee 
of tho tuif can hardly claim that thero i.i 
real need of education in that lino in Ore­
gon. Tho very factrttiat during tho most 
stringent of the hard timos of the present 
season a racing event could bo kept up 
for two weeks with success in Portland, 
indicates thero are already a good many 
people whose tastes for horso racing aro 
educated to a remarkable degree.

Tho decadence of tho Oregon State Fair 
is duo to the fact that the horse racing 
department bus bocomo the dog ami the 
agricultural department the tail, and it 
w ill never bo a success from an agricul­
tural standpoint until tlieso positions aro 
reversed.”

Ol'.KGON AI1AIN ON TO P.

Mention was made in tho Oregonian a 
few days ago that Arkansas had on exhi­
bition at the world's fair a prize apple, 
14'... indies in circumference, ami tho 
comiiiissioners of the state had defied Or­
egon to produce any ns large. Secretary 
Sargent of tho horticultural hoard took 
tho mutter up and called upon fruit grow­
ers for a supply of largo apples. They 
have responded heartily. Mr. Spiegel, 
who has charge of the shipment of fruit to 
tho world's fair, has sent east four apples, 
each of which measures a little over Iti 
inches in circumference. They were 
Isuiiitifnl specimens, perfectly sound, free 
from blemishes and uninjured by worms 
or insects. Kmll Bchamii, an enthusias­
tic fruit grower of Tho Dalles, and «m em ­
ber of the state board of agriculture, se­
cured an apple last week which measured 
lo'a inches in circumference, and im­
mediately expressed it through to the 
world’s fair. Tl is is only a lieginning. 
Mr. Sargent thinks heforo the fair closes 
Oregon will have on exhibition apples «s 
large as cantaloupes. Of tho variety of 
apples which grow to a largo size, those 
now on exhibition at Hood river, an.l 
which are to lie sent to tho world« fair, 
all measure from It to la inches in cir- 
rnmference. The Arkansas commission­
ers will have to get out and liu-tlo if they 
expect to lieat Oregon on tho api le-rais- 
ing proposition.—Oregon /Yoi«cnif.

A FO IXTKU  TO FltCITOUOtVEttS.

During the past three years the division 
of vegetable pathology in the United 
.States department of agriculture has been 
engaged in the study of twig or tiro blight 
of the peach nnd pear, writes II. T. (iai- 
loway in Science. Jn the course of those 
investigations, which were for the most 
part carried on by M. !i. Waite, an assist­
ant in the division, an attornpt was made 
to obtain some definite information in re­
gard to the relation of insects to Ilia di­
sease in question. As a result of this 
work it was shown that the organism 
causing blight was disseminated by in­
sects during their visits to tho blossoms. 
Tho blossoms, it was found, wero readily 
infected by the pear blight germs brought 
to them by insects, tho result being death 
of tho flower, and frequently the twig or 
branch supporting tho latter. This dis- 
covory raised the question oi the necessi­
ty of insect vi.-ils to the flowers of pears 
and other fruits n ffv tt 'l by blight. It 
was thought that if by somo practical 
means insects could he excluded from the 
flowers without interfering with tho fruit­
fulness of the trees, one form of blight at 
least might be prevented.

In order to obtain some information in 
regard to llio effect on fruitfulness of ex­
cluding insects, a series of experiments 
were made at Brockport, N. Y ., in tho 
spring of 1801. The results of these trials 
wero somewhat startling, as it seemed to 
indicato a fact hitherto ovor looked by 
scientific and practical men, viz , that 
many of enr well-known varieties of pears 
will not set fruit unless their flowers re­
ceive pollen f.oin other varieties. In 
o 'lio r , words, tho vi.-itN of insects, hv•f i I
moans of which cross-fertilization is ef­
fected, is necessary to insure proper set­
ting of the fruit.

To obtain further information on this 
subject more extondod experiments were 
made on tills subject in 189:1 and 1s t. 
This work was carried on in Virginia, 
New York and New Jersey, the results in 
every ease confirming ttioso obtained in 
1891. The facts obtained by iheso inves­
tigations seemed sufficient to warrant the 
important conclusion that most of our 
common varieties of pears and apples are 
unable to fertilize themselves. The law 
can hardly lie railed new, for Knight, 
Darwin and others liavo touched the 
same point in a broader and more genera! 
way. Strange to say, however, no one, 
up to the present time, seems to have ap­
plied tho conceptions of Darwin and
others on this subject to some of our com­
mon fruits, although it has long been rec­
ognized that orchards of pears, apples, 
plums, etc., fall to bear fruit regularly, 
even under the most favorable conditions.

In tho light of the present knowledge it 
is known that unfruitfulness, in many 
cases, is duo to the fact that largo blocks 
of single varieties have boon planted. In 
such cases there is not sufficient foreign 
jiolleii to effect fertilization, consequently 
tile trees bloom profusely hut no fruit 
sets. Tho new factor, therefore, which 
confronts the grower of pears and apples 
is to select his varieties and plant thorn 
in such a way as to insure eross-forliliza- 
tion. Oi course, in doing this it w ill he 
necessary to observe a number of im­
portant p'ints, the details of which need 
not Ik' given here. Sudice it to say, that 
the time of (lowering of the various va- [ 
rietina must Iki kept in mind in selecting 
tho«o designed for pollinating. Then, - 
again, tho question of tho potency of the j 
pollen with respect to tho variety it is in- 
ten led to grow must of necessity lie con- ! 
siderei!, and, finally, it will he important 
to know what proportion of |*)iiinating 
trees to trees it is do-ired to fruit should - 
be planted.—Oregoni-i.-i.

It has been nearly two months since 
we parted with friends at Newberg, and 
some of tho hours wo have spent, hive 
boon somewhat lonely, hut for all that it 
is a consolation to feci that we aro in onr 
right places in the Lord's work, and dur­
ing the lonesome hours there is a coinfort 
that no ono knows save those who aro 
called in a like work in tho dark corners 
of tho earth. A week ago wo received 
our first aewwand letters from tho states. 
Threo G raph!! .s came but one failed to 
roach us. llio dato of which was August 
4lh. They of course were the first for 
our perusal, which created a small degree 
of homesickness. Getting so absorbed 
into tho thoughts produced by reading 
tho items mafia us fool like we were al­
most iu the midst of kind Christian friends. 
Then after reading for a time and looking 
out of onr windows observing tho placid 
waters of tho sea, or ns it is sometimes 
the turbid waves striking the rocky 
shore with untold tore?, wo are reminded 
that we aro sep.ir.itod a few hundred miles 
apart. Some of our loneliert moments 
are on the Sabbath afternoon. Wo arc 
inisiiy engaged in tho morning, as Brother 
Duncan 1ms given us full charge of Sab­
bath school services, which aro one of 
our principal delights. It is u delight to 
my soul to explain through an interpret­
er, tho Bible to those people who seem 
so anxious to learn more and more of its 
teachings and especially to answer the 
questions they often ask, ami soma of 
them aro so searching that it requires 
study on our part to bo prepared with 
correct answers. We find by thus min­
ding with those people that, Brother Dun­
can has not labored in vain for tlieso 35 
years. Wo would love to hear him 
preach once in our language, as no doubt 
ho is un eloquent speaker in tho Simpsean 
language. Where one lui3 preached to 
tho same people for so long a time and 
can si ill hold their strict attention, as he 
now docs, is surely a mark of power and 
influence. It is rather monotonous for us 
to listen to an unknown language for an 
holy, two or three times a wi-iik but some 
of As were raised to attend silent meet­
ings of worship years ago, so wo can 
adapt ourselves to a thoughtful worship 
a* of old, during tho time wa $jre under 
Ills voice.
■ There is a largo company of young men 

and women hero who can read and write 
and some of thorn have advanced as high 
as to enter algebra. They are good sing­
ers and can talk F.ngli !i pretty well, and 
very anxious to learn more of it, as Mr. 
Duncan talks their own language nearly 
altogether, consequently they will depend 
upon ns for that teaching, while ive are 
here, Since I have been working avitli 
some of (lie boys amt become more ac­
quainted with th -in at ont-door work, 1 
find them very sharp, shrewd and intelli­
gent beings. Were it not for tli-'ir color 
and language, I coni ! not distinguish 
them from intelligent white peoplo.

Canning fish hui ended for this season, 
having put up about 15.1 V) cases. This 
large enterprise gives tho natives much 
employment anil furnishes means for 
much of their support, leaving near $12,- 
IXK) on the Island. Many of them as they 
aro paid off’, donate a litioral sum for 
church purposes which has rarely been 
done heretofore among the North Ameri­
can Indians, except somo half breed 
tribes in other localities.

Our day school is moving along nicely, 
though the number of students is small 
while so many are away fishing and dry­
ing them for winter. Bert and Mattie 
are teaching, while I anil Mrs. Weesner 
are rustling from ono thing to another 
She visits tho sick and tells them and 
others there is a chance for improvment 
in cleanliness in their neatly built houses, 
the outside of which deserves more credit 
than the inside. Hr. Duncan savs they 
have no noses or they could not live as 
some of them do. for whenever he enters 
their houses it is very annoying to his j 
nose. The principal reason of this is be- i 
cause Mr. Duncan never was married and | 
consequently there has been but few 
whito women among his people to teach ! 
them the,art of cleanly housekeeping, i 
Mv duties have to  far been to ovorsee the j 
hoys while at work of various kinds and • 
l have learned that when they are ordered !

Many theories have b en  advanced as 
to Hi ? origin of tiie name Yankeo. Ac­
cording to Thtorny, it was a corruption of 
Jakin, a dirfiimitive of John, which was 
a nickname given by tho Dutch colonists 
of Now York to their neighbors in the 
Connetieut settlements.

In the history of tho American war 
written by Dr. William Gordon and pub­
lished in 1783 was another theory. Dr. 
Gordon said that it was a cant word in 
Cambridge, Mass., as early as 1713, used 
to denote especial excellence— as u 
Yankee good horse, Yankee good cider, 
etc. He supposed that it was originally a 
byword in the college, and being taken 
by tiie students into parts of the country 
gradually obtained general cunenev in 
N-w England, and at length canto to he 
taken up in other parts of ttie country 
and applied to New Englanders as a term 
of slight reproach.

Anbury, an English writer, «ays that 
it is derived from a Cherokee wio-d— 
eankeo—which signifies coward and slave. 
I’nia epithet was bestowed upon the in­
habitants >f New England by the Vir­
ginians for no* assisting them in a war 
with till' Cherokee* Tiie most probable 
theory, however, D Mint advanced by Mr.
