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WESTERN OREGON.
Weather—The weather during the past 

week was cool, partly cloudy und a few 
showers occurred. The mean tempera- 
turo ranged from 08 to 00 degress, which 
was from 1 to 4 degrees cooler than the 
week before. The rainfall amounted to 
less than .10 of an inch. There were no 
extremes of temperature and an absence 
sunshine.

Crops—The weather conditions are very 
favorable to tho growing crops. Wheat, 
oats and barley have excellent growth; 
tlioy are now approaching their ripening 
period and need more sunshine, borne 
fruit continues to fall from tho trees yet 
tho general yield will he generally an av­
erage ono. Strawberries are ripening 
rapidly and aro now at their full produc­
tion. Cherries are somewhat backward, 
but aro ripening and being shipped to 
market in large quantities. Haying is in 
general progress in tiie counties south of 
the CaiaiKioiu mountains and is being 
commenced in some of tho coast and Wil- 
lauiotto valley counties. Tiie hay crop is 
very large and is yielding heavily to the 
acre, especially the clover liny.

The tent caterpillar is general over tho 
counties of western Oregon and is doing 
damage. Within the past week they 
have attacked tiie hop fields, they have 
done damngo in orchards and are now 
datnuging tho hops to what extent can­
not now he determined. What are 
termed “tho little green hugs” have ap- 
peareil on tiie heads of wheat during the 
post ten days. They appear to have 
started in tiie southern counties. They 
almost cover tiie head of the wheat and 
as the hugs mature wings are developed 
which enable them to fly. These hugs 
ure known as Aphis Avemc or in plain 
words “ Grain aphis.” They have done 
considerable damage in past years in 
tiie east. There is a minute parasite 
which preys on tho hugs or their ravages 
may bo stopped by rain. Spraying the 
wiieat with a weak keroseno emulsion 
will kill them, according to l’rof. Wash­
burn of the Stuto Expeliment Station of 
Corvallis.

The hops have a most prolific growtli 
anil aro exceedingly promising. Tiie 
weather conditions are very favorable to 
tho growth of tiie imps. Tho hop louse 
is barely observable iu some few yards. 
Continued cool weather will prevent tiie 
development of the hop louse. Tho hop 
louse host thrives during warm sultry 
weather.

EASTERN ORKOON.

UVulArr—The weather continues cool, 
partly cloudy and a few ligtit showers 
have occurred. Tho mean temperature 
ranged from 68 to (14 degrees, which is 
practically Iho same as last week. Thorn 
lias been an absence of warm afternoons 
und tho nights continue to lie quite cool.

Crop»—1The harvesting of rye is now in 
progress in tiro Columbia river valley, 
where also tho bailey will soon bo ready 
to cut. Winter wheat is very promising; 
spring sown and volunteer crop» will 
make a good yield. In Wasco, Gilliam 
and Morrow couutics, tiie wheat prospects 
are usually the poorest this year, rival tho 
prospects of Umatilla, Sherman and 
I nion. The hay crop is heavy. Some 
hav ranches and orchards were ruined for 
this year’s crop at least hy the Hood in 
tho Columbia. The fruit prospects lire  
generally very blight, though tho lute 

, fro«.« did do considotahlj damage. “ I 
I have never seen better prospects for good 
I cro|w" say several known eoriespon- 
\ deals. To the soutli of the Columbia riv- 
i or valley the late frosts, extending lip to 
1 tiie middle of June, did considerable 
! damage especially to vegetables. A 
1 Grant county correspondent reports “The 
1 fiuit crop very short, almost a  failure. 
Tho liny crop is pronounced short. A 
green fly  is damaging fruit frees. Squir­
rels are doing damage.” Generally 
through tiie interior the eattle are fat and 

; tho range feed is good. Snow fell fwo 
ineliea on tho 10th and 11th at Klamath 

, Falls. Sheep shearing is p r a c t ic a l ly  com­
pleted and the Wuoi is unusually cVan, 
heavy ami of long staple.

Flood- The Columbia and tributary 
rivers continue to fall and are slowly re­
ceding to within llieir bank,. Thu waters 
je t continue to be high, but they are be- 
low die destruction point. Tho river* 
will continue to fall, though the decline 
will lie slow, not much over a foot during 
the next seven days. D. S. I'auvb.

Little green bugs have appeared in 
myriad numbers iu tiie wheat fields of 
tiro Willamette valley and are to be found 
thickly enscoused in the open space be­
tween tire layers of w heat berries along 
tiie heads. They have caused great 
alarm for the safety ot the present crop 
and for tiie future of wheat growing in 
this region; but scientific investigation 
proves that tiie danger is not so alarming 
as might be supposed. It is true, this 
>-ear’s crop may be injured some by their 
depredations before they are destroyed by 
their inevitable accompaniment, the par­
asite, but tho chances are happily against 
such a resuit. Some heads of w-tieat 
plucked from a field across the river in 
Folk county and also from one iu the 
Waldo hills were shown to a Statesman 
representative last evening, and while the 
green aphis, for such it is, was very num­
erous, yet the berries seemed to be sound 
and healthy. But the reader will be 
more interested in something authorita­
tive on this subject, so tire Statesman ¡3 
pleased to present from tiie Corvallis 
Times the following account of the little 
“ varmint” and the manner of circum­
venting his nefarious schemes against the 
prosperity of Oregon, as given by 1'rof. F. 
L. Washburn, of the Oregon agricultural 
college.

“It is a small green insect that attacks 
tire stalks and later the heads of wheat, 
rye and oats. It lias a long beak with 
which it extracts the sap. It is not de­
structive to tho berry except that its ab­
sorption of the sap robs it of nourishment 
and causes it to shrivel.

“As wheat ripens tiie aphis migrates 
to tiie more succulent oats and when 
these in turn ripen it goes to the various 
grasses. It spreads over a wide extent of 
territory quicker than any insect known. 
Although its existence was observed sev­
enteen years before, tire grain aphis first 
appeared in great numbers in 1301, 
spreading over New England, ail of New 
York except tire western portion, north­
eastern Pennsylvania and portions of 
Canada. Every grain field was invaded 
and many of them thronged. In many 
cases the wheat crop was reduced one- 
iiaif, and tho oat crop hardly paid for 
harvesting. The following year it spread 
over tho remaining portion of Canada and 
into Michigan, and then disappeared. In 
1883 it appeared in ten counties in Cali­
fornia doing considerable damage to 
wheat, one man reporting that the yield 
of his spring wheat was diminished one- 
half by the ravages of tho pest. It was 
prevented from multiplying by late rains 
to tire extent that damage was scarcely 
perceptible in other counties. April 2i)ih 
and 30th and May 2nd and 3rd largo 
(lights of the wing,-d variety were noticed 
in Sacramento, but disappeared after the 
rains of May 4th. In nearly every in­
stance where tiie pest has appeared it has 
been met by a host of parasites, flies and 
lady beetles, and if it Iras not been at 
once checked, have prevented its appear­
ance tho second year. In many cases 
these natural enemies have prevented it 
entirely from damaging grain.

“From specimens sent me I observe 
that pharasites are working on tho aphis. 
If these parasites are numerous enough, 
no very serious damage may result. If 
not numerous enough, many wheat grow­
ers may lose a large portion of their crop. 
There is no practicable remedy that can 
be applied at present. The only thing 
that the farmer can do is to burn the 
stubble immediately after harvest, to­
gether with all straw, weeds, littel or 
waste of any kind on or about tiie field. 
This will destroy places favorable for the 
insects hiiiernation. The experience in 
the east lias shown that this aphis may 
ruin a wheat crop one season, ami not be 
seen again in that locality for many years 
Whenever tiie aphis turns a dark color— 
cither brown or black it means that it is 
doomed. Tills is caused bv work of tho 
parasite, which deposits the egg in«ide 
the aphis the egg hatches nnd the larva- 
feel on the tissues of the body of the 
aphis producing the death of the latter. 
The parasite finally emerges as a wasp­
like insect to repeat its good work.”

The following from the Albany Demo­
crat bears out tho cheerful view taken iu 
the beginning of this article :

“The wheat aphis that is causing con­
siderable talk is not a new thing in Ore­
gon ; in fact it Iras been here for years.

Tiie throat may be brushed w ith it or j 
used a3 a gargle. Freely applied, it will j 
usually relieve all unpleasant aymtoms at j 
orico, and persisted in it rarely falls to j 
cure the most obstinate cases. The oh-| 
jection to it is that it is too simple for the 
medical profession to approve.
