Then Mrs. Ye, 
wife o f the m inister, began w earing  the  
m ost fashionable gowns of A m erican 
m ake, and her home became a  social 
cen ter am ong the  diplom ats.

Mrs. Ye has now become a m em ber of 
the  P resby terian  church . For some 
tim e she and her husband have a ttended 
the Church of the  C ovenant, occupying 
seats d irec tly  back of Presiden t H a rr i­
son. It is only w ith in  recent days, 
however, th a t Mrs. Ye had her nam e 
entered  as a m em ber of the church . 
She took tbe step  w hile v isiting  in  a 
sm all V irginia tow n near here. I t  is 
understood th a t th« Corean m in ister 
aud o ther m em bers o f the  legation w ill 
follow the exam ple of Mrs. Ye.—Chi­
cago Nows-Record.

T h e  B o th e r  O c c a s io n e d  b y  a  C za r .

Many troubles and vexations w ere 
caused by a visit w hich w as paid  the  
o ther day by th e  czar to  the  m ilita ry  
cam p a t Iz«ra. Tbe la tte r  place is a 
v illage on the  Neva, abou t ten  m iles 
from  St. Petersburg , anil accessible by 
w ater or ruil. On the  occasion of the  
visit soldiers were placed on th e  ra il­
way. Not fa r  from  th e  c ity  a re  it n u m ­
ber of m ills, tho w orkm en a t w hich live 
on the  opposite si«le of the  line, going 
home daily for th e ir meals. These w ork­
men got to  th e ir  w ork on S a tu rday  m orn­
ing, b u t were no t allow ed to cross the  
line again  the  w hole day, being obliged 
to go w ithout th e ir  food or buy it  in  a 
public house. No traffic was allowed.

Even people who had th e ir own farm  
lands on the sides of th e  ra ilw ay  w ere 
forbidden to  w alk across. The tra in s  
from  Moscow were stopped and w ere 
sent off all w ith in  a  q u a rte r  of an  hour 
of each o ther in  the evening. T he riv er 
traffic was also en tirely  suspended. I t  
can be read ily  im agined w h a t discom ­
fort such suspension of traffic occasioned, 
and it  is only a R ussian official who can 
see the  good of i t .—Loudon News.
