Along a little later in the season when 
the edict is issued by Sheriff Henderson 
that the tax payers must pungle up for 
the running expenses for the year 189*1, 
residents of Newbcrg, such as pay taxes, 
are going to bo confronted by conditions 
that Will make the cold chills play hide 
and seek along the spinal column. Un­
til within the past year or two efforts 
have been ma le to keep our running ex­
penses within conservative limits, hut 
of late a demand has been made for pub- 
lie improvements th it are expected to 
attract (?) men of capital to Newberg, 
and consequently we are preparing to 
sing a new song. Portland ami other 
slow going cities are kicking themselves 
“ all over town”  for extravagant expen­
ditures made when times were good, and 
are cutting off on every hand possible in 
order to reduce taxes, while our city 
council is forging uhead for 1896 at u 
galloping pace in order to attract (?) cap­
ital to our city and make it grow all the 
same hb in boom times. Let’s make 
some figures. Last year a ten mill tax 
was levied for city purposes but the ex 
cuse given for this was that the previous 
year no levy was made.

Now a new levy was made at the coun­
cil meeting on Tuesday night of ten 
mills for this year, so that we will lie 
confronted by figures like these; for 
state and county 16 mills, town 10 mills, 
and if a school bond which is due is 
paid off this year, 5 mills for school pur 
poses, making a total of 91 mills.

A 31 mill tax ! Now all we will have 
to do during the year 1896 in order to in­
terest men of money who are looking for 
a good place to make investments, is to 
point to the fact that wo go down into 
our well filled (?) pockets and pay a 31 
mill tax, and these fellows will become 
bo interested that they will get out of 
town so fast that landlords Stratton ami 
Hiatt will never get to put up a fifteen 
cent meal for them.

Portland is groaning under the bur­
den of a prospective seven mill tax and 
the demand is going up for retrench­
ment in all lines, while the tax payers 
of Newberg are to be cinelied to the 
tune of 10 mills for city purpose*. There 
are property owners in Newberg today 
who aro about to he closed out because 
they can’t meet their obligations, and 
there are other properly owners who 
are keeping their children from Sunday 
school and church because they arc un­
able to dress them iu a way to make a 
commendable appearance, and yet a ten 
mill tux for city purposes is to he de­
manded of them, ami they must pay it 
or have their homes sold over their 
families heads.

Let attention ho eallcl to a couple of 
items in the estimate made for the run­
ning expenses for tho year, viz: A
round ¡f.’tOO each for the recorder and 
marshal. Now the Graphic has no 
grievance against either of these officials, 
but it does want to ask if the tax payers 
of Newberg feel that in justice to them- 
reives and their families they can afford 
to pay them $25 u month each for their 
services during the coming year.

Tho fact is wo have capable men who 
will lie glad to take these places at half 
the salary. Where is there a man who 
has not been compelled to cut on his 
personal cx|ionsos. Then why not do a 
little cutting when expending the peo­
ples hard earned dollars.

Tho Graphic is aware that il is not 
considered fast enough for some prop­
erty owners and a whole lot of fellows 
who own no property, hut it feels pretty 
sure that tho time is not far off when 
this wide o|H'ii method of doing business 
will be generally condemned.

The city’s business can be conducted 
on a safe business basis to correspond 
with the ability of her citizens to meet 
their obligations, or it can la* by whole­
sale extravagance, saddled w ith an in­
debtedness that the people will groan 
under for years. Which road shall we 
take?

A few facts in regard to Cuba ma 

bo uninteresting reading, just now. 
island was discovered by Columbus on 
his first voyage and it lias been under 
Spanish rule ever since. It is about 760 
miles long and its greatest width is nine­
ty miles, while in area it is about the 
size of the stato of Pennsylvania.

Owing to tho narrow dimensions of 
the country it has no long rivers, about 
seventy miles lieing the length of the 
Oauta which is the largest stream on tho 
island, hut a peculiar characteristic of 
the Cuban rivers is found in the fact 
tiiat they are navigable for a greater dis­
tance proportionate to tlu-ir length than 
those of any other country.

Several attempts have lieen made by 
the United States to purchase Cuba aid 
in 1848 an offer of $1,000,000 was made 
for it hut was refused by the Spanish 
government. In 1851 the American 
ministers to Great Britain, France and 
Spain met at Ostend in Bdguim and is­
sued the famous “ manifesto”  declaring 
the right of the United States to annex 
Cuba to this country regardless of the 
wishes of Spain. Of course this action 
was not sanctioned by the authorities at 
Washington and nothing came of it. 
Again in 1858 n, proposal was made in 
the United States senate to offer Spain 
$30,000,000 for her American possession, 
hut was withdrawn.

The island is rich in mineral products, 
hief among which are iron ore, an ex- 
client quality of coal, beautifully col- 
ired marbles, rock salt, quicksilver aid 
petroleum. Gold is also found in con­
siderable qiiuiitilies along the streams.

Only aliout one-tenth of the area of 
Cuba is under cultivation but the culti­
vated lands are inexhaustibly fertile and 
produce immense crops of corn, cotton, 
rice, sugar, coffee and all kinds of fruits 
that grow beneuth tho tropical sun. 
There are more than 8,000 tobacco plan­
tations on tlie island and the tobacco 
raised upon these is considered to I*.* the 
finest in the world, and its market val­
ue annually amounts to millions.

The population of Cuba is somewhat 
loss than 2,000,000 and of this number 
about three fourths are of Spanish des- 
ent. Havana, the seat of government 

is a city of about 200,000 inhabitants mid 
is located on a magnificent harlmr. Six 
it her cities on the island range iu popu­
lation from 80,000 to 80,000.

The chief executive is officially known 
as the Captain-General and notwith­
