A P io n e e r  G o n e .

Alexander Mathias Townsend, was 
horn in Kentucky, Aug. 1, 1813. Died 
at the home of his son-in-law, John 
Shearer in Newberg, Feb. 2, 1896, aged 
82 years, 6 months.

When an infant his parents moved to 
Indiana, where he grew to manhood and 
was married to Mary A. Craighead May 
6, 1838, the latter dying Nov. 29, 1845. 
March 7, 1847, he was united in mar­
riage with Miss M. E. Reynolds who 
died Jan 17, 1876.

In 1871 he moved to California and in 
1872 to Oregon. About 60 years ago the 
deceased united with the Primitive Bap­
tist church and was a consistent Chris­
tian until his death. The last thirty 
years of his life he was totally blind, yet 
lie enjoyed good health until 1893, when 
lie met witli an accident which render­
ed him helpless.

He raised a family of eight children, 
five of whom are left to mourn his loss. 
He also left thirty-eight grandchildren 
and twenty great grandchildren. Of the 
former there are Sirs. John Trapp of To-
