In anticipation that « critical stage
of the question would be reached today
the galleries were beseiged by the
greatest crowd seen since the session |
opened. All of the public and private
galleries were filled to overflowing,
with long lines of anxious people stand- |
ing in the outer corrido.s, eager to
gain admission. The diplomatic gal-
lery was occupied by Ambassador Pa-
tenotre of Franoce, Ministers Mendonea
of Brazil, Hateh of Hawaii, Baron von
Kettler of Germany, Messrs. Ho and
Chung of the Chinese legation, and
many secretaries, attaches and mem-

| bers of the legation households.

The bright costumes of the ladies of
the diplomatic eirele, and the rich
robes of the Chinese diplomats gave a
tinge of color to the animated scene.

The speech of the day was made by |
Hale, in vigorous opposition to the res-
olution, and to the cffensive interfer-
enoe of the United States in foreign
questions. He declared the spirit of |
militarism was abroad in the land;|
that our course involved the possibili- |

sequences. He brought out the kiudlyi
action of Spain at the time of the civil |

THE DURRANT CASE.

Final Action Has Not HBeon Tuken
Agninst Miss Lamont's Murderer,

San Francisco, March 11.—On April
6 next a year will have passed since
the muorder of Blanche Lamont, and
yot Theodore Durrant, who was ocon-
victed of her murder last November, is
still in the ocounty jail waiting the
final action of the state suprems court
in the case. Immediately sfter Dur-
rant’s convietion an appeal was taken,
but the case has not been presented to
the supreme court, owing to requests
for ndditional time made by both sides.

The last postponement took place a
week ago when the prosecution was
granted twenty days in which to
file a bill of exceptions. At the end
of this time it is believed the case will
be presented to the supreme court, but
# decision is not expected for several
months. Duorrant was sentenced to be
hanged February 21, but the slow man-
ner in which justice is meted out to
murderers in this state make it proba-
ble that he will not meet his death
much before the close of this year.

of the whole people for a public senti-
ment powerful enough to lead from
bondage the white slaves of the sweat-
shops as it shattered the fetters of the
black slave in the Southern ecotton
flelda.

Finally a resolotion was adopted
