A very palatable dish is made of an 
elephant's font by putting it in a hole, 
building a fire around uud over it und 
keeping it going for five or six honra. 
Klephant's tail is said to he very deli­
cious when washed, »'raped and fried 
until it is a rich brown. A novel way 
of making a stew is practiced by one 
tribe, who use the animal’s skin as a re­
ceptacle for water. Put in this water 
vegetables und pieces of meat und then 
add redhot stones. This generates vast 
quantities o f steam and makes the wa­
ter boil without injuring greatly the 
surrounding hide. A t the end of an 
hour the contenta are cooked and the 
wuter has become a vety fair soup, hut 
a little peculiar on account of the 
amount of cindurs, sand and fragments 
of stone it contains. Htill another tribe 
cook locusts, grasshoppers, katydids and 
the like, and say they taste a great deal 
like an overcooked shrimp. None of the 
native tribes, so far us known, ever eat 
the lion, bnt they have no such feeling 
toward other carnivora.

The jackal, wolf and fox are more or 
less popular, and are reported to give a 
very palatable meat. Where our people 
hang mutton, game and the immortal 
goose to season it anil give it a rich 
flavor, many South American tribes se­
cure the same result by burying meat 
in the earth and leaving it there for 
several days. Nooivilized man has ever 
boon able to eat it in this condition, 
bnt the savages pronounce it a delicacy 
of extraordinary merit. Not ulone is 
oannihalism practiced to a large extent, 
but our Darwinian cousins of the mon­
key tribe share the same fata. In the 
districts where they are employed as 
food they are very timid and fly at the 
sight of u human being even ut great 
distance. In other territories, where 
they uro unmolested, they are about us 
tamo uud fearless us in South America 
or India. In nearly all of these tribes 
the woman is the nook and the waiter, 
very often tho butcher and sometimes 
the hunter.— Now York Mail and Ex­
press.

He is certainly the heaviest own­
er o f real estate in t lie world. There 
Is considerable uncertainty as to tho 
title o f property in China. It Is the 
subject’s to-day; It may he the em­
peror’s or it may be parceled out among 
other citizens to-morrow. Mr. Rocke­
feller's is largely in stocks and se­
curities. The duke’s is principally real 
estate. Its value and earnings nre lit­
tle affected by outside causes. For a 
century indeed the only variation has 
been an Increase of value and rentals. 
The duke is Interested In many com­
mercial enterprises and railway and 
other corporations, hut, as was said, 
the hulk o f tils belongings Is in the 
nature o f real estate, business blocks, 
market places, houses nnd farms. His 
Income ranges from $4,(kk),imo to $r>,- 
000,000 annually. It is not so great as 
that o f several Americans, whose ag­
gregate wcnltli is much less than that 
of Westminster, hut if their returns are 
lnrgcr their risk is greater. The duke’s 
belongings, real and personal, amount 
to about $175,000,000.

The duke’s popularity is as great as 
his wealth. I f  Ills position were elec­
tive and he were to resign, lie would he 
returned again nt the next election. 
He is a truly democratic peer making 
the true distinction between democracy 
and the vulgarity nnd viciousness of 
Aylesford. tjueeusherry nnil other no­
torious aristocrats dead and alive. He

His 
popnlarlty was not gained In polities 
or in diplonniey, lint from association. 
His hospitality is boundless and hia 
many ancestral seats are always filled 
with guests.

The duke, who describes himself ns 
being In the prime of life, was born 
October IN, 1825, and is now in ids 
seventy-first year. He hits been mar­
ried twice, the first time iu 1852. His 
w ife was Lady Constance Gertrude 
I.ewesou-Gower, daughter o f George 
Granville, duke o f Sutherland. They 
had eleven children, o f whom six are 
now living. The first duchess died In 
1SS0. and In 1NN3 the duke married 
Katherine Caroline Cavendish, daugh­
ter of Lord Chealintn. They have three 
children.

Iu discussing the democratic ways 
ot the duke Englishmen relate the 
story of a stranger who desired to see 
the art treasures of Eaton Hall. He 
met an elderly man walking about the 
grounds, and from Ids dress, which was 
a Mcmihmitlng costume nnd not too 
new, thought the man to he n retainer 
o f the duke. The stranger asked the 
imin to show him alsmt I lie place, 
which the person did. pointing out. ex­
plaining and listening to tlie visitor's 
comments on the duke and the family 
with Interest und received with thanks 
a half sovereign to requite him for his 
trouble. The following day the visitor 
rode out to tlie hum and iu (lie master 
of tlie bounds, who was also lord lieu­
tenant o f tlie county and Duke of W est­
minster. lie recognized Ids guide o f tlie 
day before. It is explained by the en­
thusiastic fellow countrymen of the 
duke that tlie reason the great man did 
not decline tlie ••tip" given him l>y the 
visitor wits Ids fear of disconcerting 
the stranger. It would have l>een so 
utterly out of character for 1111 English 
servant to decline money that the peer 
would have been obliged to disclose Ids 
Identity to explain his refusal.

Provisions o f  s  Tem perance Measure In ­
troduced In tho I o n s  Lsglsluture.

Among the extraordinary measures
introduced into the general assembly ot 
Iowa daring the first week of its exist­
ence was a bill sent to the senate com­
mittee on the suppression of intemper­
ance, which provides that any person 
wishing to indulge in intoxicating liq ­
uors shall first procure a regular license 
from the municipal government under 
which he lives before being allowed to 
bay ut dramshops and mnlct saloons. 
Tbe idea of the proposed law is to dis­
courage drunkenness by forcing drink­
ers to exhibit their desires in public and 
to disgust them by forcing them to'show 
to the bartender a parchment with a 
green seal and blue ribbons before be­
ing allowed to drink his potion.

Senator Perrin introduced the bill. 
He represents a constituency which is 
earnestly in favor of prohibition. He 
himself is chairman of the senate com 
mittee on the suppression of iutemper 
ance, and he voted for the mnlct mod 
ificatiou of the state wide prohibitoty 
law two years ago. His introduction of 
the bill was a surprise to his friends.

The bill provides that every perso.t 
wishing to take a drink shall secure a 
license from the city conncil of the city 
or town in which he lives. For such 
license city councils are empowered to 
charge $2, the privileges conferred there 
under being extended for a period of 12  
months by the provisions on the face of 
tbe license issued.

The license shall be used to secure 
drink, which is to be consumed at 
bar in the usual manner. The license is 
not transferable. Any relative over 14 
or any friend of the applicant for a li 
cense to drink may apply to the oity 
conncil anil protest against the issuance 
of the license. Saloon keepers shall not 
sell to any person not having a license 
and for each sale to persons not having 
a license to drink, the saloon keeper 
shall he fined $ 10  and the cost of suit 
— Chicago Record.
