The president has issued the follow-
ing Thanksgiving proclamation: l

"By the President of the United
Btates:

‘““The people of the United Btates
should never be unmindfol of the grati-
tude they owe to the God of nations
for his watchfal ecare, which has
shielded them from disaster and poins-
ed out to shem the way of peace and
bappiness. Nor should they ever re-
fuse to acknowledge with contrite
hearta their proneness to turn away
from God's teachings and to follow |
with sinful pride after their own de-
vices.

““T'o the end that these thoughts
may be quickened, it is fitting that, on
a day especially appointed, we should
join together in approaching the throne
of grace with praise and supplication. |

““Therefore, I, Grover Cleveland,
president of the United States, do here-
by designate and set apart Thursday, |
the 26th day of the present month of |
November, to be kept and observed as |
a day of thanksgiving and prayer '
thronghout our land. On that day let
all our people forego their usual work
and cocupations and assemble in their
accnstomed places of worship; let them
with one acoord render thanks to the |
Ruler of the Universe for our preserva- |
tion as & nation, and oor deliverance |
from every threatened danger; for the |
peace that bas dwelt within our boun-
daries; for oor defense against disease
and pestilence during the year that has |
passed; for the plenteons rewards that |
have followed the labors of our hus-
bandmen; and for all the other bless-
ings that have been vouchsafed to va.

"“And let vs, throogh the mediation |
of Him who has tanght us how to pray, |
implore the forgiveness of our sins and
a continuance of heavenly favor.

“"Let vs not forget on this day of
thanksgiving the needy, and by deod!|
of charity let our offerings of praise be
made more acceptable in the sight of |
the Lord.

“"“Witness my hand and the seal of |
the United States which I have caunsed
to be hereto affixed.

“Done at the City of Washington,
this 6th day of November, in the year
of our Lord, 1506, and of the independ-
ence of the United States of Amerieca,
the 121st.

[acific Coast States Will
Reap Greatest Benefit.

THE CELESTIALS ARE WAKING UP

A Good File'd for Amerioan Money
mud Euterprise—lauking He-
forms Expeoted.

Washington, Nov. 10.—It has al-
ways been beld that China was a good
field for Awmerican enterprise and
American money, Americans who
seek to engage in business enterprises in
Chipa or Japan find themselves bandi-

capped by the fact that all their busi- |

uess in the way of wonsy must be done
through English banking houses.
English money finds as good invest-
ment in China as it does elsewhere.
Eunglish ocapitalists have their invest-
wents in the East covered by the ex-
change through English banking
houses., By the snme token Americans
find it moch mora difficult to secure a
foothold in the Eastern countries for
their manufactures and wares, although
sold as cheaply as those manufactured
in England.

While it does not appear that there
has been any change in the matter of
American banking Dbusiness, it is a
faot there is a change in the mateer of
enterprise in China., The son of min-
ister Denby has noted several instances
of late showing that Amoricans are be-
ginning to see that there is a future
for them in the matter of Chinese
trade and Chinese investment. This
has been especially noticeable in the
matter of ship and railroad building.
Upon this line he says:

“*Among these, the American Trad-

ling Company, of New York, London,

Yokohama and Shanghai, has been the
longest in the fieid. In addition to its
usnal business of exporting and im-
porting, this compuny has recently be-
come the agent of the Cramp Ship-
building Cowmpany and of the Union
iron works.
American rallroad syndicate, and has
submitted bids for the building of a
railroad from Boochow to Chinkiang,
and for the building of an electrio
tramway in the foreign concessions at
Shanghai.
