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J. B. M'CULLAGH DEAD. WEEKLY MAHKET LETTER. *  WILD CAT TALE.

The St. Louis Kdltor F e ll From »  «ow n in g , Hopkins A Co.'s Ketrlew ol 
Second Story W indow. Trude.

St. Lonii, Jan. 4.—Jospeh B. Mo- 
Cnllagb, editor of the St. Lonii (41obe- 
Democrat, and one of the beat-known 
newspaper men in the country, ig dead, 
aa the result of a fall of twenty-five 
feet from a second-story window of his 
apartments at the residence of his sis- 
ter-in-law, Mrs. Kate Manion, of <1837 
West Pine bonlevayd.

There seems to be a difference of 
opinion as to whether Mr. MoCttllagh’i  
death was due to an aocident or was 
the result of his own act. The latter 
story is scouted by the dead man's 
friends. The body, which was cold in 
death and clad only in a nightgown, 
was discovered by Mrs. Manion's 
colored man-servant about 7 o'clock 
this morning. Waters, the coloied 
servant, without touching the body, 
ran frightened into the house, where 
he told the cook of the discovery She 
immediately called Mrs. Manion, who 
had not yet arisen, and told her that 
Mr. McCullagh bad "fallen out of the 
window and killed himself." Imme­
diately up on being notified by the ser­
vant, Mrs. Mamon dispatched her 
coachman to summon Dr. C. H. 
Hughes, who resides in the neighbor- 
hood, and who was Mr. McCullagh’s 
physician during his last illness. He 
hastened to the house, and, after ex­
amining the body ordered it removed 
to the house.

PERPETUAL MOTION.

The C lever D evice o a Minnesota 
Inventor.

St. Paul, Jan. 4 —J. O. Kaller, of 
Mankato, Minn., has applied fora  
patent for an invention which he Bays 
w ill take the place of sleam engines 
and electric motors.

The device is called a hydraulic 
motor, and the’ principle upon which it 
works is the natural one which causes 
lighter substauces than water to raise 
to the surface. An endless chain of 
small air-tight tanks is placed over two 
sprocket wheels in such a manner that 
on one side it w ill pass upward 
through a large tank of water.

As each air tank enters the water- 
tank from below through a water-tight 
valve, it w ill be forced to the surface 
by the superior woightof the water and 
in this way the chain w ill be in per­
petual motion, revolving the sprocket 
wheels to which shafts are attached.

Thus, if the claims of the inventor 
are true, the motor will run on indefi­
nitely without feul. He claims that 
the first cost w ill be less than of a steam 
engine, while the operating expenses 
will be so small that all other motive 
powers w ill be driven out of use.

Hydraulio motors to furnish any 
horsepowur required can be con­
structed.

A MINISTER DEPOSED.

Ills  Faith Cure Doctrine* Opposed by
HI* Congr-«gation.

Monmouth, 111., Jan. 4 —At a meet­
ing of the Monmouth presbytery of the 
United Presbyterian church, Kev. J. O. 
Stewart, of this city, was deposed from 
the ministry and also from church 
membership. Owing to the peculiar 
features in connection with this case, 
much interest has been manifested in 
church circles as to its final disposition.

About two yearB ago Mr. Stewart waB 
a prominent divine of the United Pres­
byterian faith, doing service as an 
evangelist. Suddenly he espoused the 
cause of faith cure, healing through 
prayer. The church reprimanded and 
admonished in vain. Several trials en­
sued, resulting in his suspension from 
the ministry. Last fall he made appli­
cation buforo the Illinois synod for re­
instatement. That body referred the 
oase back to the Monmouth presbytery, 
which was unanimous for expulsion.

For the paBt year Stewart has boon 
engaged in the formation of what is 
known as the Pull lliblo church, which 
advocates his peculiar doctrine. He 
has organized a church at St. Louis and 
one in this city. He has also sent out 
several missionaries.

Perished In r Mine.
City of Mexioo, Jan. 4.—A terrible 

disaster has occurred in the Santa Oer- 
trusi mine at Pachnca, one of the most 
famous silver mines in the oountry. 
Per some cause not known fire broke 
out in a level of the old southern work­
ings yesterday, shutting off the exit of 
thirteen Mexican miners. Miners on 
the outside went to work to try to put 
out the fire and save the men. One 
Englishman named ltiuhardsoii, an ex­
perienced miner, went down in charge 
of the rescue operations, but perished 
from suffocation. A ll the Mexicans 
died from the same cause, or from 
burning. The bodies have not yet been 
recovered. The affair caused great 
excitement, as it is one of the worst 
aocideuts in the history of Paohuoa.

T h e  o n t r l . t  V o te . '

Chicago, Jan. 4.—The official can­
vass of the vote of Maryland for presi­
dent was completed today. Maryland 
was the last state to report. The total 
vote of the United states was 13,888,- 
763. The vote was cast aa follows:

McKinley, 7,101,401; Bryan, 6,470, 
656; Palmer, 135,066; Levering (Pro­
hibition), 130,560; ltentlev (National), 
14,803; Machette (Socialist), 33,530. 
McKinley’s plurality was 680,743, and 
bis majority 316,800.

The wheat market has every indica­
tion of an upward tendency. It hard­
ened steadily last week in the face of 
loal bank failures, and was only affect­
ed by them temporarily. A good per­
centage of the local traders were afraid 
to go into the matket, owing to the un­
settled condition of finances at Chicago 
last week. Local influences, however, 
are only of a transient character, the 
market being governed more by foreign 
advices, and also by the great strength 
of the domestic situation, which over­
shadows almost everything in the way 
of local bearish factors. Had the mar­
ket been a local one prices would have 
gone lower, but the timely buying of 
foreigners offset the bearish influences, 
and made sentiment bullish, over-rid­
ing everything bearish. Knglish 
traders who were sharp enough to fore­
see their wants early in the fall, and 
took adavntage of it by buying them 
from three to four months in advance, 
almost before the American speculators 
were aware of it, have come in the mar­
ket within a week and taken millions 
of bushels of both cash and futures for 
shipment during the next four months, 
while local traders were as a rule afraid 
to take the buying side. It is claimed 
by operators in a position to know that 
there is a larger short interest than at 
any time within sixty days. The 
Northwest is short against its cash 
holdings there. Foreigners have ab­
sorbed the suprlus wheat that is afloat 
in the pit. It is difficult to buy any 
large lines without sending prices up 
rapidly, if any of the reoognized lead­
ers are credited with being at the 
back of the orders. This leaves the 
market in a stronger position than ever, 
and those who watch the pit operations 
closely are confident that prices will 
advance to 90c within the near future. 
The visible stocks are 14,000,000 bush­
els leBs than last year. Foreigners are 
expected to lead tho buying again next 
week.

What Is by long odds the best hunt­
ing »lory of the season comes from 8t. 
Regis, and the section foreman, Nels 
Thompson, who looks nftcr the Hnake 
track at that place, Is the hero. It is 
probably the Urst case of Its kind on 
record, and establishes an interesting 
precedent In the killing of wild cats. 
These varmints have heretofore been 
considered fit victims for any means 
of extermination, however unsports­
manlike It might be. They have been 
shot, trapped, poisoned and drowned, 
but Nels Thompson has introduced a 
new met hod of doings way with the cats 
whose only drawhack is the fact that 
it can never be generally introduce!!, 
as the conditions under which It is 
operative do not exist In every' locality 
where wildcats are found. To success­
fully carry out the Thompson method 
It is necessary to have a cold day. a 
deep stream and a railroad track run­
ning close by it.

One morning recently as Thompson 
and his gang of sturdy Scandinavians 
were pumping their handcar along the 
track on the way to their work, which 
that day was along the clay bluffs east 
of St. Regis, they were somewhat star­
tled by the angry snarling of a wildcat 
ahead of them. They slowed up the 
car as they rounded the bluff and a 
strange sight greeted their eyes. The 
morning was bitter cold and a fringe 
of Ice bordered the banks of the St. 
Regis River, which rushed along Just 
below the track. Broken Ice and a wet 
trail up the bank showed that the cat 
had just swam through the Icy stream 
and explained his present predicament. 
For he certainly was In the gravest pre­
dicament In which ever wildcat found 
himself. lie  was fastened firmly to 
one of the steel rails by one fore foot.

The supposition Is that the cat had 
couie through the river and leaped up 
the track embankment. Ills last Jump 
brought one of his wet forefeet upon 
the rail and, according to the familiar 
principle of physics. It froze to the 
steel. There he was, held as fast as if 
In the Jaws of a trap. The ground 
showed that he had struggled to free 
himself, but his efforts had been In 
vain.

As the handcar approached, the eat 
swung around to face the Intruders, 
and In doing so another foot struck the 
rail and was held firmly. A few more 
struggles, a strong brace to free the 
captive feet and the two free pedal ex­
tremities touched the rail. Snarling and 
with flashing eyes, the captive creature 
watched the section men alight from 
the handcar, but he was incapable of 
resistance. A blow from a crowbar 
cracked his skull and the victim of cold 
water was dead. It required a strong 
pull to detach the frozen feet from the 
rail, and when they did come patches 
of skin still adhered to the steel.—Ana­
conda Standard.
