
O REG O N  LEG ISLATURE.

How th e  Betiaon Men Set I 'p  T heir Or* 
gau lia tlon  In the Home.

Tw o o 'clock T hursday o i last week 
th e  Benson men succeeded in organiz­
ing th e  lower house of the  legislature 
w ith  a  m ajo rity  num bering  th irty-one. 
T here  w as a  large crowd of spectators 
p resen t, as i t  had been announced in 
th e  m orning session of th e  house th a t 
organization would be a ttem p ted  in the 
afternoon. A collision of th e  factions 
was expected, bu t no th ing  of the  kind 
occurred.

A t 8 o’clock, w hen Tem porary 
Speaker Davis m ounted  th e  rostrum  
and called  th e  m em bers to  order, an 
aud ib le  rustle  of expectancy passed 
around  th e  house. T he *|>eaker d irec t­
ed C lerk  Moody to call the  roll, and the 
follow ing answered to  th e ir  nam es: 

Benson, Bridges, Brow n, C hapm an, 
Conn, Craw ford, David, Davis of U m a­
til la , G ra tke , G urdane, Hogue, H o i* , 
H udson, H u n tin g to n , Jen n in g s, Lake, 
L angell, M arsh, M errill, M isener, 
M itche ll, N osier, Pa lm , R iddle, Rigby, 
F im th  of M arion, Som ers, Stanley , 
Thom as, Thom pson, V aughan , Ven- 
ness, W agner.

T he first form al move of the  Benson 
m en was m ade by Brow n. He left his 
desk and cam e forward to a position 
ju s t in  fro n t of th e  s|>eaker’s rostrum . 
Brown addressed Speaker Davis, and , 
be ing  recognized, began a  speech. He 
said:

*‘W e have sa t here  fo r ten  days in 
ou r effort to  organize th is  house. B ut 
th e  ru lin g s  of th e  tem porary  speaker 
have  a t  a ll tim es been adverse to th e  
p o ssib ility  o f o rgan ization . If he has 
been conscientious in h is  ru ling , I re­
spect h im .”

Brown th en  w ent on to recite  the h is ­
tory  of th e  fa ilu re  to o rgan ize  and, con­
cluding w ith  th e  s ta tem en t th a t  it was 
now “ ou r earnest purpose and steadfast 
re so lu tio n ”  to proceed w ith  th e  b u si­
ness, offered a form al resolu tion , as fo l­
lows:

‘‘Resolved, T h a t th e  p resen t tem ­
porary B eak e r, K. J . Davis, lie, and he 
is hereby removed, and th a t  Dr. J .  N. 
Sm ith  be, and he is hereby  elected 
Speaker pro tem . in h is stead. T h at 
E. R. L ake and F . S. S tan ley  be and 
they hereby are appoin ted  a com m ittee 
to escort Dr. J .  N . Sm ith  to the  speak­
e r 's  c h a ir .”

T he read ing  of th e  resolu tion  was 
greeted w ith  g reat cheers by th e  lobby. 
Brown raised h is hand in p ro test, and 
appealed to th e  specta to rs to keep 
silen t.

“ We have serious business to d o ,”  
ho said. “ Mr. Speaker,”  in te rru p ted  
R iddle of D ouglas,”  addressing  Davis, 
“ I desire to  en te r an em phatic  protest 
against th is  proceeding. 1 am against 
th is  resolu tion . We have heard some 
op inions read on th is  floor from Sena­
to r H oar of M assachusetts, and from 
Senator T hurston  of N ebraska. 1 take 
i t  as a piece of im pertinence on the  
p a rt of th e  senator from N ebraska to j 
offer unsolicited  advice as to  what we 
should do in Oregon, and our answ er! 
should bo in the  language of th e  great . 
and  o n ly  Pennoyer, ‘You a tten d  to 
your business and we’ll a tten d  to o u rs .’ 

“ I w ill ask th e  speaker to pu t the  
q u estio n ,”  said Brown, "a lth o u g h  I 
realize i t  is a delicate  m a tte r  for h im .”  

“ T h is  w hole proceeding is ou t of o r­
d e r ,”  rep lied  D avis, coolly, “ and 1 de ­
cline  to  pu t th e  q u e s tio n ."

“ I w ill th en  pu t th e  q u e s tio n ,”  con­
tin u ed  Brow n. “ A ll who favor th e  
resolu tion  w ill say, a y e .”  T here  was a 
loud chorus of ayes. "T h o se  opposed, 
n o ."  Several ye lls  of " N o ”  cam e 
from th e  lobby.

“ C a rrie d ,”  cried Brow n.
Speaker D avis calm ly  w atched th e  

progress of even ts and said no th ing . 
Sm ith  was m arched up beside D avis b e ­
tween L ake and S tanley . W hen he 
was opposite  th e  speaker, S m ith , who 
is a  very sm all m an, ex tended  h is hand  
to  Davis, who is q u ite  ta ll, and there  
was an  aw kw ard handshake. T he 
crowd breathed  a  sigh  of relief and 
sm iled . T h ere  was to be no tragedy. 
I t  was ju s t  p lain  com edy. Sm ith  
asked th e  pleasure of th e  house, and 
Somers p ro m p tly  got on h is feet and 
road a  p rin ted  resolu tion  rem oving 
Tem porary  C hief C lerk  Measly and 
appoin ting  R. It. H ays, th e  Benson 
caucus nom inee. S m ith  p u t th e  m o­
tion  and i t  was declared  carried , and 
H ays took a  place beside C lerk  Moody.

C hief Ju s tic e  Miaire was w aited U|s>n 
by a com m ittee, and he swore in the  
m em bers. Conn th en  offered a resolu­
tion  to  proceed to perm anen t o rgan iza­
tion , and it  carried. H. L. Benson, of 
Joseph ine , was placed in nom ination  
for speaker. T he roll of the  m em bers 
sworn in t^as called hv H ays. Benson 
got tw en ty -e igh t votes, Benson, G ra tk e  
and M isener vo ting  b lank.

A com m ittee  was appointed  to escort 
Benson to  the  chair. C hief Ju s tice  
Moore swore h im  in, nnd he m ade a 
sh o rt speech of thanks.

T he following officers were then  
elected:

A ssistan t chief clerk , H. S. Jo rd an ; 
rending c lerk , F rank  H o tte r; calendar 
clerk, E. W. B a rtle tt; sergeant-at-arm s. 
H  W. M urphy; doorkee|>er, S. W. 
W hite  (colored.)

T hese  were th e  Benson caucus nomi 
nees. T hey  were sworn in by Ju s tice  
Moore. B ridges presenter! a resolu tion  
em pow ering th e  S|>eaker to appoint 
th ree  pages, n m ailing  clerk  and one 
u p sta irs  doorkeeper, and it w a sa lo p ted .

Thom as offered a reso lu tion  e x te n d ­
ing th e  usual courtesies to  ncwspu|>er 
m en, and th a t, too, was adopted.

M a n i f e s t «  I . i u . f l  by  r o p u l l s f » .
T he Populists have held a caucus and 

issued the  follow ing m anifesto, w hich  
gives th e ir  side of th e  tan g le  iu the  

j house:
“ To th e  People’s P a rty  of Oregon: 

T he undersigned, your m em bers-eleet 
i  to th e  leg isla tive  assem bly, ask your 
loyal Hupjiort and th a t  of a ll good c it i ­
zens in our con test for such an  organ­
ization of th e  house as we believe w ill 
re su lt in econom ical and rem ed ia l legis­
lation  th a t w ill m ake an  ho n est vote 
and a  fa ir count |sissib le  in Oregon. 
We are  c o n te s tin g  fo r a  fa ir  organiza- 

1 tion  of th e  house, in o rder to  m ake pos- j 
s ib le th e  passage of th e  B in g h am  reg is­
tra tio n  b ill, th e  l lo l t  judges-of-eleo- 
tion  b ill, and an am endm en t to th e  con­
stitu tio n  p rov id ing  for d irec t law -m ak­
ing by th e  people by m eans of th e  in i­
t ia tiv e  and referendum  iu its  op tional 
form.

“ W e are  assured  by em in en t law yers 
th a t  th e  B ingham  re g is tra tio n  b ill is 
c o n stitu tio n a l, and likely  to be effec­
tive. T he llo l t  b ill alloWBCounty cen ­
tra l com m ittees of each of th e  th ree  
p rincipal |s>litieal parties  to designate  
one judge  of e lection in each precinct, 
and com m ittees of th e  tw o  p rincipal 
parties  to each nam e one c le rk  of elec­
tion  in each precinct. T h e  in itia tiv e  
and referendum  need no ex p lan atio n  to 
Oregon Populists. T hese m easures we 
believe to be a ll im p o rtan t in o b ta in in g  
honest e lections and contro l by th e  peo­
ple of law m ak in g  in Oregon, and th e re ­
by preserv ing  our liberties. T h e  situa- 

j tion  is th is:
“ L ust Ju n e  th e  R epublican  party  

elected  th ir ty -e ig h t  m em bers of th e  
house of represenatives. O nly tw en ty - 
e ig h t of th is  num ber have agreed to  act 
together in o rg an iz in g  th e  house. P a rt 
of th e  rem ain in g  ten R epublican m em ­
bers support M r. Bourne and  p a r t do 
not support any candidate . T h e  P opu­
lis t and  D em ocratic  m em bers ure s ta y ­
ing  ou t u n til such  tim e as a Republican 
m ajo rity  m ay agree upon a cand idate  
of its  ow n for speaker, or u n til  a  suffi­
c ien t num ber of th em  u n ite  w ith  uh to 
assure B ourne’s e lection , w h ich  w e be­
lieve w ill enab le  us to o b ta in  the  
m easures he re in  nam ed. A s long as 
R epublicans are  th u s  d iv ided , and it  is 
possible th a t  w e m ay, by p re v en tin g  or­
g an ization , finally  e lect Mr. B ourne, 
and  probably ob ta in  th e  leg isla tion  be­
fore m entioned , w e feel i t  to  bo our 
d u ty  to th e  people of O regon to  stay  
o u t— wages or no w ages. W ith  th is  
know ledge of th e  facts, w e  feel th a t  we 
are  e n title d  to  your support for o u r­
selves and ou r a ll ie s .”

T he m an ifesto  is signed  by tw o  sen ­
a to rs  and tw e lv e  represen tatives. I t  is 
said  th a t  th e  re m a in in g  P o p u lis t sen a­
to r and  rep resen ta tiv es , w ho w ere ou t 
of th e  o ity  w hen th e  caucus was he ld , 
fu lly  indorsed th e  m anifesto.

A  sh o rt session of th e  houBe w as 
held  Sunday, th e  tem p o rary  speaker 
hav ing  ru led  th a t  it wus necessary ac­
cording to tho co n stitu tio n .

T he house has again  fa iled  to organ- 
izo before T uesday  and th is  d e fers th e  
sena to ria l election  u n til  T uesduy, F e b ­
ru a ry  2, and , o f course, no b a llo t can 
be tak en  on th a t  da te  un less th e  speak­
e rsh ip  problem  is solved before T u es­
d a y  of nex t week.

T h e  sen a te  m ee ts daily , b u t no b u si­
ness o th er th an  th e  in tro d u c tio n  of b ills 
is tak en  up.

Senato r H arm on has in troduced  a 
d ill designed to  restore to  sheriffs of j 
tho  various coun ties th e  d u ty  of convoy­
ing  a ll com m itted  persons to th e  sta te  
insane asylum , reform  school and  p en i­
ten tia ry . It is m erely  niado th e  du ty  
of tho c o m m ittin g  court to  place such 
in charg e  of th e  sheriff. N o th in g  is | 
sa id  as to com pensation , b u t th e  pre- | 
sum ption  is th a t  th e  stu te is to pay, us 
a t  present.

Senato r B row nell has in troduced a 
b ill  in tho in te re s t of bicyclists. I t  
d irec ts  th a t a lt trans|M>rtation com panies 
sha ll bo requ ired  to check and  tr:wis- 
p o rt bicycles like  o ther baggage. The 
b ill is general in its  provisions and d e ­
scribes a t leng th  how railroad  and o ther 
tian sp o rta tio n  com panies sha ll convey 
free of all charges to each passenger, 
w ith  a tic k e t, not more th a n  100 
|>ounds of baggage, llow  it  shall be 
checked and how reclaim ed are  describ- j 
ed, the  provisions sim ply  en ac tin g  in to  
law tho  p resen t p ra tices of ra ilroad 
com panies.

Senato r S m ith  has in troduced  a b ill 
chang ing  th e  beg inn ing  of the  close sea­
son on the C olum bia from  A ugust 10 
to  A ugust 1. T h is  is in  accordance 
w ith  th e  recom m endation  of U nited  
S ta tes F ish  C om m issioner McDonald. 
T here  are  provisions for th e  regu la tion  
of fishtraps, by w hich none sh a ll have 
a lead m ore than  700 feet in  leng th , and 
no fish wheel sha ll have a lead of more 
th an  forty  foot in length . O th e r reg u ­
la tiv e  provisions a re  added.

Senato r M ulkey has in troduced  a b ill 
in tended  to p ro h ib it, as far as possible, 
co rru p t p ractices a t elections. I t  l im ­
its the  sum s of m oney th a t  m ay bo 
leg itim a te ly  expended in  secu rin g  a 
nom ination  or e lection  to  any office 
Cleat is 1 bv the  co n stitu tio n  of s ta te  or 
for rep resen ta tives in  congress. It p ro­
vides for a public  inspection of th e  ex 
penso account of any c an d id a te  or 
p o litica l com m ittee. O ther s ta tes  have 
s im ila r  m easures on th e ir  s ta tu te  books, 
and public  se n tim e n t in the  s ta te  of 
Oregon, Senator M ulkey th in k s , is ripe 
for a s im ila r s ta tu te  in th is  state .

T here  was some discussion as to th e  
proper way to notify  th e  senate of th e  
house o rgan ization , bu t it was finally 
se ttled  by adoption of a reso lu tion  by 
Brown, ap p o in tin g  a com m ittee  of two 
from  th e  senate  and th ree  from th e  
house to  no tify  th e  governor th a t th e  
senate  and  th e  house were organized 
and ready for business.

Senator H arm o n 's  b ill to regulate 
salm on fish ing  in Rogue river fixes the  
olose season from  A pril 15 to Ju n e  1, 
and from A ugust 15 to  Septem ber 15.

I t  make* it un law fu l for anyone to 
take sa lm on w ith a tra p  or w heel of 
any k ind. It also restra in s  tho  use of 
se ines a t any |srin t above th e  m outh  of 
th e  Illino is river. A p en alty  of not 
less than  9 -5  and not m ore th an  $200 
line, or no t less than  ten  days or more 
th an  six m o n th s’ im prisonm ent is pro­
vided for v io lation  of its provisions.

Fenator W ade has in troduced a  b ill 
for th e  re tu rn in g  to U nion county  of 
m ore th an  93,900 th a t was paid in to  
th e  s ta te  treasu ry  as taxes. Of th is 
am o u n t, 1,708 was paid to th e  s ta te  ss 
an  assessm ent on ra ilroad  propetty .

A tialitrup b ill has been in troduced 
in tho  senate by S m ith  of t ’latsop. It 
is provided by th e  b ill th a t it sha ll be 
un law fu l to construct, ow n, m ain ta in  
or o]H'rate any poundnet, tish trap , fish- 
wheel or o th e r fixed app liance  for 
ca tch in g  salm on in  any w aters o f th e  
s ta te  a fte r Ja n u a ry  1, 1809. Fen iilties 
a re  provided. T h e  m easure is th e  
sam e as th a t in troducisi in 1895, except 
th a t tim e, u n til 1899, is g iven  to  re ­
move th e  traps. Tw oyear*  ago th e  b ill 
passed the house, but it waa defeated  
in the  senate by a  close vote.

S ta te  P r in te r  Leeds ha* fu rn ished  
th e  senate th e  first batch  of p rin ted  
bill*. T he » tate p rin te r  ha* a largì' 
fo rre  at work, and i* not like ly  to  bo 
fa r beh ind  a t any tim e  in h is  work.

D ow ning, H opkins *  C om pany's Ksvlew 
of Trad«.

T h ere  has no t been any g re a t am o u n t 
o f a c tiv ity  in w h e a t, nor has th e  in te r ­
est iu th e  m ark e t from  th e  o u tsid e  been 
conspicuous th is  week. T rad in g  from 
a specu la tive  s tan d p o in t lias been lag ­
g ing , an d  com m ission  m en d id  no t have 
so m any  orders. F lu c tu a tio n s  in  the  
m ark e t have been fa ir ly  freq u en t, bu t 
th e  d a ily  range has narrow ed som e­
w hat. Sellers have been loading up 
buyers a ll  week on every l i t t le  ra lly , 
and th e  la tte r  class apis-ar to  have  g o t­
ten  th e  w orst of th e  barg a in , because 
se llers have had m any  chances to  buy 
in th e ir  w heat lower down th e  scale. 
T h is  depression  is traced  to  m any 
causes and the  p rin c ip a l one is as m en ­
tioned  above, d u lln ess  and lassitu d e  on 
the  p a rt of th e  tra d in g  public . T he 
new s of th e  w eek has no t been sensa­
tiona l in any degree , and one of th e  
jo in ts  em phasized  by se llers, and  used 
w ith  a g rea t deal of effect, is th e  slack­
en ing in th e  in q u iry  for Hour. T he 
new s th a t several m ills  th a t have  been 
g r in d in g  away for d ear life for th e  past 
six m on ths sh u t dow n and a re  ac tu a lly  
looking around for storage room  for 
th e ir  su rp lu s, is one of th e  factors th a t  
helped to  press down. W h ether th is  is 
a sufficient excuse for th e  d eclin e  re­
m ains to be seen, as m any of th e  m ills  
in th e  N orthw est a re  yet no t experienc­
ing d ifficulty  in ilipsosing of tiie ir  pro­
duct. E levator system s in th e  N o rth ­
w est, in  th e ir  reports, are, of course, 
governed largely by farm ers’ deliveries 
a t t iie ir  sta tions. One system  o p e ra t­
in g  a line  of houses in M innesota, 
N orth  and South Dakota, says th a t de ­
liveries are  increasing , w h ich  is taken  
to m ean th a t  receip ts a t D u lu th  and 
M inneapolis a re  hound to increase  
w ith in  th e  coining week. T h is  was 
a n o th e r a rg u m en t w hy w h eat should  
fall off in price.

I t  Is tru e  th a t  cables are steady  h u t 
acceptances of offerings m ade from  
th is  side w ith in  th e  past w eek are  not 
so liberal, and general co u n te rb id s 
have been from  th e  U n ited  K ingdom .
