WEEKLY MARKET LETTER.

Downing, Hopkins & Company's Revlew
of Trade.

The past week hias been a very active
one in the wheat market, prices ad-
vancing materially and substantially.
Liquidation by the long interest has
ceased and the speculative short sellers
have been liberal buyers to cover pre-
vious sales. The principal causes for
this reversal have been the renewed ex-
port demand and the unprecedented
large sales of four, mostly for home
consumption.  In addition, erop pros-
pects in American are much less favor-
able, The winter wheat crop now
promises no important increase com-
pared with that of last year, The ex-
cessive moisture has generally retarded
the seeding of epring wheat, particular-
ly in the Northwest, where severe
floodds in the Red river and Jim river
valleys promise to seriously delay
gpring seeding, and is certain to pre-
vent any large increase in acreage sown
as com pared with last vear,

Hot winde in California have cansed
extensive damage and advanced prices
in San Francisco markets equal to 12¢
per bushel

The total crop vield now promises not
to be sufficiently larger than that of
last year to meet the increasing demand
for American breadstuffs by importing
conntries.  In this connection it should
be remembered that since the war with
China, Japan has subsidized her mer-
chant marine with the war indemnity.
The consequent reduction in  ocean
freight rates has led to large sales of
wheat and floor to Jupan and China,
amounting to 28,000,000 bushels daring
the present crop year. The opening
up of this new market for our wheat is
certain to have a stimulating effect on
vilues.  Nothing but the lack of gpecu-
lation prevents an advance in prices,
The export demand, if continued, with
our present small stocks, may lead to
incrensed speculative aotivity and fur-
nith the market with that sapport the
lack of which caused the recent de
cline.

TOPICS FOR FARMERS

The Beat Kind of Corn for Ensilage—
How to Flant Apple Orchards-—
Grease Will Destroy Lice on Cattle
~Farmers Who Are Land Poor.

Corn for Ensilage,

Quality of feed put Iuto the silo counts |
for as much there as it does If fed dry.
This bas an important bearing on the
kind of corn to plant for the silo. It is
not now the practice, as it used to be,
to look exclusively or even maioly to a
great bulk of forage without regard
to its quality. But where the large
Southern corn that will not ear 8o far
north s sown thickly, the Immense
growth of stalks without any graiu and
with very small nutritive value, makes
a feed so poor that it peeds a great deal
of graln or meal to perfect the ration.
Some good farmers of our acquaint-
ance have sown this Southern corn for
the last time. The early Flint or Dent
varieties, drilled thinly enough to make
at least a nubbin on every stalk, can
be made to grow twelve to fiflteen tons
of green fodder per acre on rich land.
If this corn is eut and put in silo when
the grain is In the milk, there will be
more valuable nutriment in it thon In
twenty to twenty-five tons of pale
white stalks that have hardly enough
carbon in them to heat and form the
carbonie acld gas that preserves the
ensllage from spolling, The richer the
stalks, so that they be green and sue-
culent, the sweeter the ensilage will be.
Sour ensilage always indicates that the
quality of the fodder was too poor to
get up rapid fermentation, which
would exclude air and prevent the fer-
ment golpg to the point of making
vinegar, thus destroying much putril-
tion.—Exchange,

Planting Apple Orchardas,

How far apart should apple trees be
planted? The small, thin, whiplike
trees with a few roots attached look
very lonesome when set at the proper
distance apart. It requires strong
Imagination and some faith to see
these in the future, spreading fifteen to
elghteen feet on either side, and with
branches that Interlock ench other, Yet
they will surely do it if not planted for-
ty feet apart, And on good ground,
that, for the spreading varvieties, like
Greenlng and DBaldwin, I8 none too
near, The Northern Spy apple grows
more upright, and that may be planted
thirty feet apart, partly to crowd the
roots and loduce earlier bearing. But
even with the Northern Spy we should
prefer to have the trees planted forty
feet apart, and then plant in between
the rows peach trees or dwarf pear
trees to produce a crop until the apple
trees come into bearing. No kind of
apple so much needs sunlight as does
the Northern Spy. But this can be
best secured by pruning out the inside
branches of the tree and letting sun-
light to the center. The Northern Spy
napples that grow on  these inslide
branches are small, colorless and poor
in flavor, The fruit at best nesds a
long season to ripen, and should have
all the sunlight that ean be given it.—
Amerlean Cultivator,

Grease te Destroy Lice,

It eattle in spring are thia in flesh,
with rough, staring coat, It Is a pretty
sure sign that lice are troubling them.
It is only on thin cattle that ilce can
long continue to live. Grease of any
kind Kills them, as it closes the pores
through which they breathe. It Is much
better to rub lard or fat of any kind
on the necks of eattle and around the
bhead than to apply large amounts of
kerosene, which has usually the eilect
of taking off the hair. If Xerosene oil
Is used, make it into an emuls'on, with
ten times Its bulk of water, aml using
enough soap to make the oll ardd water
thoroughly mix. This closes the pores
and Is Just as effective as stronger
doses.

Farmers Whao Are Land Poor,

Farmers who have as much land as
they can properly attend to frequently
rent other farms and extend thelr on
erations, They cannot do this protit
ably unless they depend upon fer']
Izers. But few farms recelve a sufll-
ciency of manure, and when the far.e-
er undertakes to cultlvate more land
he must either impoverish the land or
add something to it. It Is better to
use les sland and increase the yleld, If
the land ¢an be made to produce more
withont enlarging the area the cost of
the erop will be reduced. Hundreds
of farmers are land poor and pay taxes
on land that eannot be made to pay be
cause the efforts are not concentrated
on less space,

The Common Field Pea,

The common field pea Is very largely
grown in Canada, partly because that
country Is in some parws oo far north
to grow corn profitably. Another rea-
son Is that the pea in Canada is exempt
from the attacks of the pea weevil. It
Is found that by securing Canada peas
for seed crops of peas may be grown
on our side of the line free from bugs,
if In a place where no peas have lately
been grown., The pea |s really a berter
food for growing hogs than any other
graln, and as while growing the pea
roots Increase nitrogenous fertility in
the soil, the crop may be profitably
grown, It is the best fallow crop te
precede either winter wheat or ry=.

Heavy Soil Hest for Fruit,

Owing to Its earliness and the ease
with which It Is cutivated, it was nat-
ural that for a long time sandy =il
should be preferred by the fruit grow-
er. But it Is becoming understood that
well underdrained, heavy solls can be
worked mearly or quite as early as
sandy solls, and these are much cicher
in the mineral elements of plant food
that are essential In perfecting frult
of any kind. In many of the winwer
frults the easiness of ripening on light
soll becomes a disadvantage, as it
malkes late fall and early wintes frults
of varieties that, when grown on heav-
fer soil, should be kept in Zvod coudi
tion untll spring.

Cottonserd Meal,

W. F. Massey tells the Practical
Farmer that while cotton seed meal
may be excellent feed for beef cattle,
he does not want any fed to his milch
cows, If he is to eat the butter. He
would prefer pea meal, I cotton seed
meal be fed at all, it should be in small
quantities and with ensilage or cut
hay,

Farm Notes,

The editor of one of the leading dairy
Journals states that If one-half of the
cows now giving wmilk, intelligently se-
lected for that purpose, could be
slaughtered within a week, the remalu-
Ing half would yleld a greater profit
than is now realized from the whole,

The feeding of cut hay and pulped
roots to stock demonstrates that steers
will make a larger gain in weight than
when the same foods are fed unpre-
pared, as much as 33 per cent. increase
having been noticed. This Indicates
that it will pay to give careful prepara-
tion of the food.

Oleomargarine does not injure the
sale of butter as much as does the large
amount of inferior butter put on the
market by farmers, due to elther a lack
of knowledge of butter making or care-
lessness in the work. There Is a sep-
arate and distinet market for cholee
butter, and it sells readily at good
prices during every season of the year,

Sheep seem to escape disease only
when the flock is guarded. As long as
farmers buy sheep to bring on the farm
for fattening, Instead of raising their
sheep and using pure breeds, they will
have scab, footrot and other difficulties
to meet, 1If the flock is healthy do not
Incur any risk by buying other sheep
to put with them.

Sandy soll Is usually deficient in lime
nud potash, hence any expenditure for
those substunces to be applied where
the land s sandy should prove a profit-
able investment, Clover can be grown
after such substances are used, and the
land will then make a gain in nitrogen.
It Is not necessary to give heavy dress
ing= of lime, but apply it lightly in the
spring and rall,

Oue of the best kinds of grafting
wax for general use i made of four

| parts rosin, two parts beeswax and

one part tallow, Melt together, pour
into a pall of water, and pull like mo-
lisses candy, Almost any wax will
melt in the sun in the hottest summer
days, and should be covered with eloth
or paper. If you want a harder wax
than this add one part more rosin, You
can try this wax by a hot stove and
find out its melting point.

Fobacco growers are combating the
worms by using a spray of one pound
of Paris green to 160 gallons of water
Use a knap=ack sprayer, with agitator
attachment, 1If It Is not desirable to
use Paris green on the plants, the moth
that lays the egg may be destroyed
