r e n t  W e e k .

Four men were drowned a t tlie Cliff 
house in San Francisco.

A dispatch from Honduras says the 
revolution the ie  has ended and the 
country is peaceful.

Two blacksm iths of Brownsville, Or., 
have invented a new m achine for pul­
verizing clods. It has been tried, and 
it is said, works to perfection. They 
have applied for a patent.

Of the 114 Chinese who came on the 
steam er V ictoria to Tacoma, only fifty 
w ill be adm itted. The other sixty-four 
will be returned, orders from the secre­
tary of the treasury to th a t effect hav­
ing been received.

Judge Day, of Ohio, qualified as as­
sistan t secretary <5f state. Rockhill, 
whom he succeeded, will rem ain until 
A ssistant Secretary Day becomes en­
tirely  fam iliar w ith pending negotia­
tions, when it is expected he will be 
appointed to some foreign mission.

H arry F lynn  was drowned in Lake 
Michigan, near Chicago, and 1,500 
people saw him  die and were unable to 
aid him . During the excitement 
w hich prevailed A lbert M attari, a spec­
tator, dropped dead. I t  is supposed 
tha t heart disease was the cause of the 
second accident.

The O. R. & N. will send experts to 
the Seven Devils m ining d is tric t to 
make estim ates of the probable traffic 
of th a t region. The company is figur­
ing on dividing the freight business 
w ith the U nion Pacific. The construc­
tion of a saw m ill near R iparia is a part 
of the com pany’s plan.

The cabinet lias decided to send one 
of the new gunboats now building on 
the Pacific coast to Sitka, Alaska, 
about Ju ly  1. G reat activity  in A las­
ka, growing out of the gold discover­
ies, has made the  president and cabi­
net deem th is step advisable for safe­
guarding American interests.

The recall of the forces from Crete 
has been received w ith resignation by 
the A thens public. The Delyannis or­
gans attack  the government bitterly  
for appealing to Europe, but most of 
the papers accept th is as inevitable and 
violently a ttack  the E thnike H etairia, 
asking it  to render an account of its 
action.

The steam er Rover, flying the A m eri­
can flag and plying between New Or­
leans and ports of Spanish Honduras, 
was fired on by a N icaraguan man-of- 
war, w hile four miles from Puerto 
Cortez, and narrowly escaped being h it 
am idships. I t  is said the man-of-war 
thought the Rover was aiding the Hon­
duras revolutionists.

T H R O U G H  A  T R E S T L E .

A c c id e n t  to  a S a n ta  F c  T r a in  N e a r  A r d ­
m o r e ,  I n d ia n  T e r r ito r y .

Ardmore, I. T ., May 18.—A south- 
hound passenger tra in  on the Santa Fe 
road, known as th e  Chicago and G alves­
ton express, went through a trestle six ­
teen miles south of here at fi o ’clock 
this morning. Fifteen persons, pas­
sengers and trainm en, were injured. 
Several of these are seriously hu rt, and 
it is believed th a t two w ill die.

The accident occurred near the town 
of M arietta. A heavy rainstorm , 
am ounting alm ost to a waterspout, 
caused a sudden rise this morning of 
all the small stream s in tha t vicinity. 
The accident occurred at a point where 
a steep, narrow gulch was spanned by 
a wooden trestle. The foundation 
work supporting th is trestle  was un­
derm ined by the sudden rise of the little 
stream  which flows through the gulch, 
and the trestle w ent down under the 
heavy weight of the train . So great 
was the speed of the tra in , however, 
th a t the engine and tender, the ex­
press, m ail and baggage cars and one 
passenger coach passed over the narrow 
chasm, though the trucks of several ol 
these cars went to the bottom, several 
feet below. The coach next to the 
last, the  one im m ediately in front oi 
the Pullm an, was left standing directly 
over the chasm, one end resting on 
e ither bank of the gulch. The Pullm an 
rem ained on the track. The foui 
coaches which were dragged by the lo­
comotive across the broken trestle  were 
badly wrecked. The baggage car tele­
scoped with the passenger coach, which 
was the smoker, and the latter was all 
but demoralized. Most of the injured 
were riding in these coaches.

J . M. G rider, the W ells-Fargo ex­
press messenger, w as so badly crushed 
by 'a heavy car chest, th a t he cannot 
live. E. T. Sparks, of Oakman, I. T., 
was crushed in the wreck of the smok­
er, and is also m ortally injured.

N O  M O R E  S U G A R -B E E T  S E E D

G o v e r n m e n t  l i a s  D is t r ib u t e d  T e n  T h o u s ­
a n d  P o u n d s  A n i o n s  F a r m e r s .

W ashington, May 18.—The sugar- 
beet seed which the agricultural depart­
m ent has been d is tribu ting  is p ractic­
ally exhausted, about 10,000 poundt 
having been sent out to farm ers in 
about four-fifths of the states. Tiie 
seed has been d istributed  in packages oi 
an ounce to half a pound, purely for 
experim ental purposes. The beets 
grown from the seed w ill be analyzed 
and the saccharine m atter determ ined 
to ascertain where beets can be profit­
ably grown for the production of sugar 
These experim ents, it is said, w ill be 
of immense value, as the best undoubt­
edly can be produced with profit in 
many of the states. Wherever it can 
be so produced, it  w ill give the farmers 
a new crop.

A ll the surplus vegetable seed in the 
possession of the agricultural depart­
m ent is being d istribu ted  through con­
gressmen or governm ent agency to the 
people in the flooded d istricts along the 
Mississippi for planting  as soon as the 
w aters subside.

T h e  S t a t u e  U n v e i l e d .

The Brussels exposition has been 
formally opened. K ing Leopold and 
the diplom atic corps were present.

Prince Bism arck was honored at 
Friedrichsruhe, Germany by a torch­
ligh t procession given by his townsmen.

The agricultural departm ent crop re­
port puts the condition of wheat at 80.2 
against 81.4 last month and 72 on May 
1 last year.

The in terests of U nited States c iti­
zens a t Puerto Cortez, the seat of the 
revolution in  Honduras, w ill be looked 
after by the cruiser M arblehead. The 
vessel is now on her way there.

A petition is now being circulated in 
New York and signed by hankers and 
business men, urging President McKin­
ley to do all in bis power to effect a 
speedy settlem ent of the Cuban insur­
rection.

Lewis L. M cA rthur, member of the 
legal firm of Bronaugh, M cArthur, Fen­
ton & Bronaugh, of Portland, O r., and 
one of the prom inent lawyers of nie 
state, died in  W alla W alla, W ash., of 
heart disease.

The supreme court of the U nited 
States has decided the B erliner patent 
oase in favor of the Bell Telephone 
Company. The decision is against the 
government and has been pending since 
1891. According to the decision the 
Bell Company will control the patent 
for ten years.

F rank  Barz, his two sons and a 
brother, C hris Barz, prosperous Ger­
man farm ers of Redfield, S. D., were 
asphyxiated in a well on th e ir farm. 
F rank  Barz was overcome by gas w hile 
a t work in the well. The others de­
scended one at a tim e in an attem pt to 
rescue him , and all met the same fate.

The B ritish  ship County of H ad­
dington, w hich has ju s t arrived out at 
Cardiff, Wales, reports a terrible acci­
den t which happened last Deccmlier, 
ju s t as the vessel was getting away from 
the Columbia river, after letting  go 
the tu g ’s hawser. Four seamen were 
sent aloft to unfurl the main topgallant 
sail, and one of them named Edward 
B u tt slipped and fell to the deck, break­
ing his neck and both of his legs, death 
being instantaneous. The body was 
buried at sea the same day, and the 
■hip proceeded on her way, making a 
good run home.

E li Mackay was run over and killed 
in the Southern Pacific yards a t Salem, 
Or.

The steam er Nicaragua, w hich has 
ju s t arrived in New York, brings the 
news of a disastrous earthquake in the 
islands of Guadalonpe and M ontserrat, 
of the Leeward group, in the West In ­
dies. One hundred people lost their 
lives, and the property damage is enor­
mous. Twelve brick bouses in G uade­
loupe, and six in M ontserrat were de­
molished, and scores of o tberi cracked 
and eeamed by the shock.

Philadelhpia, May 18.— In the city 
which placed on his brow the laurel 
crown of achievement, the memory of 
George W ashington was honored today 
in m onum ental bronze. The cord 
w hich released the saddling flags from 
the figure of the first president was 
drawn by the country’s latest executive. 
Surrounding him were men in whose 
veins runs the blood of those patriots 
who battled shoulder to shoulder w ith 
W ashington, and w ith him  made pos­
sible the scene enacted today. It was a 
notable gathering, including the presi­
dent, vice-president and cabinet officers, 
officers and privates of the arm y and 
navy, and the d irect descendants of the 
molders and makers of the nation.

B u l l f i g h t «  F o r b id d e n .

C ity of Mexico, May 18.— The city 
government forbade any bullfights to 
he given today. The authorities claim  
the bulls provided for the fights are so 
poor they do not ju stify  the price of 
admission asked by the management. 
Enrique Mercio, a Spanish bullfighter, 
has visited the famous bull-breeding 
farm s of Ateneo ami o ther places, and 
his judgm ent is th a t none of the bulls 
shown him were worthy of the ring. 
The |«oorness of the anim als is becom­
ing a serious m atter, and it begins to 
look as if bullfighting would stop for 
lack of anim als to fight. The govern­
m ent is firm, and no j>erformances w ill 
Tie allowed w ith inferior cattle . A 
shipload of bulls has been ordered from 
Spain to meet the emergency.

D o e s n ' t  C o n c e r n  W a r  D e p a r t m e n t .
W ashington, May 18.—The war de­

partm ent, having been informed that 
the*e has been an outbreak of lawless­
ness in the western portion of New 
Mexico, and tha t the respectable c it i­
zens there have been terrorized by 
threats from a lawless elem ent, the 
m atter was brought to the attention  of 
Acting Secretary M eikeljohn, by Dele­
gate Ferguson, who had heard from the 
legal officers of Socorro of the state of 
affairs. The acting secretary, how­
ever, decided tha t in its present shajs 
the case was not one requiring the ac­
tion of the war departm ent, and sug­
gested th a t the judicial au thorities be 
consulted.

Mexico, May 18.— Spaniards here

TIIE FORTE’S ANSW ER
Terms on Which He Will 

Agree to an Armistice.

POWERS GREATLY SURPRISE!»

S u l t a n  D e m a n d «  A n n e x a t io n  o f  T h e««

Constantinople, May 18.—The porte 
has replied officially to the note of the 
powers, and declines to agree to  an 
arm istice un til the  following conditions 
are accepted:

The annexation of Thessaly: an in ­
dem nity of £10,000,000 Turkish, and 
the abolition of the capitulations.

The porte p re s s e s  tha t plenipoten­
tiaries of the powers should meet at 
Pharsala to discuss tiie terms of peace, 
and declares th a t if these conditions are 
declined, the T urkish army will con­
tinue to advanoe.

The demand for annexation of Thes­
saly is based upon the fact th a t the 
province was originally ceded to Greece 
on the  advice of the powers, with the 
object of ending brigandage and (»reek 
incursions into Ottom an territory , the 
porte believing at th a t tim e tiie cession 
would a tta in  these objects; but the re­
cent incursions of Greek bunds ami the 
events im m ediately preceding the war 
have proved to the contrary. This is 
the substance of the reply.

The ambassadors m et today to con­
sider the porte’s answer, which is re­
garded as raising an extremely grave 
issue. It is believed tha t representa­
tions w ill be made to the sultan per­
sonally to induce a modification of 
these term s, but it is foreseen th a t this 
w ill be very difficult, uwing to the a t­
titude  of the powerful old Turk war 
party.

If the porte should prove obdurate, 
a European conference is not improba­
ble, although a t present Russia is op­
posed to this.

I t  is regarded as quite certain that 
the powers will not consent to a retro­
cession of Thessaly. Even Germany is 
believed to be resolute on this point, 
because it would involve a violation of 
the Berlin treaty ami im peril the pesos 
of th e  Balkans.

A ltogether, the reply of the porte hai 
caused the greatest surprise. It ap­
pears th a t during the discussion of the 
note from the powers by the council ol 
the su ltan ’s m inisters, news reached 
the council th a t 8,000 Greeks had beet 
landed at Palona and were m arching t< 
Jan ina  w ith the intention of co-operat 
ing w ith other forces from A rta. Tliii 
created a bad impression among thi 
ministers.

D r a w n  U p  b y  t h e  M in is te r s .
London, May 18.—A dispatch to the 

Standard from Constantinople says:
The porte’s reply to the powers is 

based upon a m szahata presented by 
the m inisters to the sultan represent­
ing th a t Greece was res[«onsible for 
coni|ielling Turkey to declare war; tha t 
for the last fifteen years Greece had ig­
nored her engagements under the Ber­
lin treaty  by om itting  to pay indem­
nity , by seizing and confiscating Va- 
koups, or religious domains, and finally 
by invading Turkish soil; and that, 
therefore, the council were of the opin­
ion th a t Greece had no just claim upon 
him for leniency.

Then follow the proposals upon 
which the council would base a treaty 
of pence. The grand vizier, in sub­
m itting  the mazahata, assured the su l­
tan th a t the nation was prepared to 
shed it last drop of blood in support of 
such conditions of settlem ent.

The w ar party threatens to dethrone 
th e  sultan  if he allows any weakness, 
bu t shrewd observers believe tha t th is 
is only a faree to enable him  to |>ose 
before Euro|>e as the unw illing victim 
of his fanatical subjects.

In spite of the success of Edhein P a­
sha, the palace spies have raised the 
doubt of his fidelity, and the sultan has 
sent a sjiecial aide-de-camp to watch 
him.

T h e  U s u a l  O r ie n ta l  M e th o d .
London, May 18.—The prejiosterou» 

term s pro|iosed by the porte must be 
regarded as the natural and usual 
method of Oriental bargaining. They 
would not l»e serious did not they force 
a continuance of the fighting.

As to the terms on which peace will 
finally he declare«], the general belief 
in official circles is th a t they w ill be 
settle«! by Euro|«'an conference.

A«Kiiranc«*H F r o m  t h e  P o w e r « .
London, May 18.— The Times corre- 

S[s>n«lent at Athens says: Tcslay SI.
Halli, the prem ier, vieite«l the various 
legations an«i obtain«'«! assurances tha t 
the powers would undertake to prevent 
any offensive action on the part of the 
Turks, provhling the Greek forces 
m aintained a strictly  defensive a tti- 
tu«le.

three Greek divisions a t Domokos, 
Bourpi an«) A rta, instructing them to 
abstain from all hostile action, unleae 
a ttacko l by the enemy.

W ashington, May 17.—Commissioner 
Hermann, of the general land office, 
has subm itted to the secretary of in­
terior, a letter urging the suspension of 
legal proceedings growing out of the 
Cascade range reserve act. The lotter 
says:

“ It has been represented to th is de­
partm ent tha t great hardships and loss 
has resulted to the sheepowner» of Ore­
gon because of their exclusion from the 
grazing lands w ithin the boundaries of 
the Cascade range forest reserve, cre­
ate«! by the president's proclamation of 
September 28, 1893; th a t the large 
areas of grazing lands w ith in  said res­
ervation have been use«i for years past 
as a general grazing ground, and the 
Bheepowners are dependent thereon for 
the support of their tttitks during cer­
tain  seasons of the year; th a t the suits 
institued by the government against 
certain parties to restrain  them from 
pasturing their sheep w ithin the reserve 
are repressive and unjust, and relief is 
asked.

“ A special agent of th is  office reports 
tha t Judge Bellinger, on the 16th u lt . , 
in the U nited States c ircuit court for 
the d istric t of Oregon, overruled the 
dem urrer to the amended complaint in 
the case of the U nited States vs. Tygh 
Valley Lan«l & Livestock Company, 
sustaining his former decision therein 
(76 Fed. Rep., 698), against an implied 
license to use such lands for pasturage 
purposes, uud recognizing the right of 
the government to sue to protect its 
property from threatened in jury . The 
special agent states th a t the several 
cases brought against various persons, 
to which this ruling applies, will prob­
ably lie a t issue and ready for tria l some 
tim e next month.

“ In view of the legislation now (lend­
ing (Senator Pettigrew ’s am endm ent to 
the sundry civil bill) respecting forest 
reserves in general and the ir manage­
m ent, and the authority  therein to be 
given the secretary of the interior “ to 
regulate their occupancy ami use,”  and 
the probable early action of the depart­
ment on the subject. I th ink  it would 
be wise to suspend, for the present, 
legal proceedings growing out of sheep 
pasturing w ith in  the Cascade forest 
reserve.

“ I therefore respectfully recommend 
that the attorney-general be requested 

1 to instruct the United States attorney 
for Oregon to stay all proceedings in 
the above-mentioned eases until fu r­
ther orders,”  .

A G h a s t ly  I te lie a r w a l.
Paxton, 111., May 17.—Frederick 

William Holman, who is to ho hanged 
tomorrow for the murder of Mrs. Weib- 
koen Geddes, on December 2, 1896, 
held a dress rehearsal th is morning, 
and was photographeil on the gallows 
upon which he is to he hanged.

G o v e r n o r  B u d d .

Sacramento, May 17.—An appeal for 
the life of Theodore D urrant, the con­
demned m urderer of Blanche Lamont, 
was today heard in the court of last 
resort. Governor Budd sat in final 
judgm ent in the case, and Eugene 
Deuprey, attorney for Durrant, argued 
eloquently for the life of his client. 
The governor listened to the argum ent 
in silence, anil only once did he show 
any sign of being impressed. T hat war 
when Attorney Deuprey aske«l him  to 
compare certain w riting of Rev. Dr. 
Gibson with the w riting on the pack­
age sent by the murderer to the mother 
of his victim . The governor scru tin ­
ized the w riting closely, ami asked to 
be given the originals for comparison.

D urran t’s attorney had come pre­
pared to spring a sensation in the oase 
by producing a document, purporting 
to be a confession of a San Q uentin 
convict named John Rosenborg, tha t 
be was the m urderer of Blanche La­
ment, and D urrant hail nothing to do 
w ith the case. The alhyeil confession 
was introduced, but was devoid of in ­
fluence, owing to the fact tliat the gov­
ernor ha«) learned of the m atter, and 
ha«l ascertained positively th a t John  
Rosenborg did not arrive in California 
until seven months after the crime was 
comm itted.

The governor said nothing that would 
give an intim ation of w hat he would 
do in the case, nor did he show tha t he 
was particularly  impressed by any ar­
gum ent th a t was advanced.

for the licensing of all experimenters 
by the d istric t commissioners, except 
those w ho are «Inly authorize«! officers 
of the government; th ird , for the pro­
hibition of vivisection in the public 
schools, ami in exhibition for the gen­
eral public; fourth, for the inspection 
of all places of experim ent by ins|iect- 
ors to be appointed by the prescient of 
the U nited States.
