T he sta tem en t of fa ilu res in  May in 
all branches of business gives m uch en ­
couragem ent. In defau lted  liab ilitie s , 
the  m onth was tlie  sm allest since Sep­
tem ber, 1805; in m an u fac tu rin g  liab il­
ities, th e  sm allest sinoe Septem her, 1803, 
except in th e  last m onth  of 1804.

, F a ilu re s  of general stores have not been 
i as sm all in any m onth  in th ree  years as 
I in M ay, 1807; in only two m onths out 
' of J0 have th ere  been sm aller fa ilures 

in hooks and ha ts ; in only five have 
: th ere  been sm alle r fa ilures in groceries 
and b u to n e  trad in g  class in  th a t m onth 
has reported  fa ilu res  larger tiian  in any 
of th e  preceding m onths, fu rn itu re , in 
w hich fa ilu res were ra th e r  num erous. 
Nobody can m istake  th e  m ean ing  of 

j  such re tu rns.
T lie sta tem en t th a t, except for tlie 

tem porary  depression in prices, th e  vo l­
um e of business transac ted  is now 
larger th an  it was in 1802—th e  y ear of 
g reatest p rosperity— lias been ques­
tioned by some. B u t a com parison of 
prices th is  week in th e  leading branches 
of m anufactu re  not only confirm s th a t 
view, b u t shows a rem arkab le  s im ila rity  
to th e  course of prices in  tlie  e a rlie r 
m onths of 1870, w hen  tlie  m ost wou- 
lerful advance in production and prices 

ever known in th is  or any o th er conn- 
try  was close a t  hand .

The key of the  s itu a tio n  is the  ex ­
cessive production  of some goods in 
an tic ip a tio n  of an expected increase in 
th e  dem and. So, in 1870, consum ption  
gradually  gained, m onth  by m onth , 
u n til suddenly  i t  was found th a t  th e  
dem and was greater th an  tlie  possible 
supply . A ll know how prices th en  a d ­
vanced, and th e  m ost m arvelous prog­
ress in th e  h is to ry  of any coun try  re ­
su lted  w ith in  two years.

RejiortB from all p a rts  of the  coun try  
now show th a t th e  re ta il d is tr ib u tio n  
of p roducts is un u su a lly  large and in ­
creasing. T here is no im provem ent in 
tlie m ark e t for farm  products. The 
iron in d u stry  is ap p aren tly  exp an d in g  
in production , and it  is c e rta in ly  ge t­
tin g  larg e r con tracts, because of very 
low prices, one cen t being  uuoted  for 
beams. Bessem er pig is stronger, und 
gray forge a shade w eaker u n d e r p res­
sure of Southern  an x ie ty  to  se ll. The 
rail m ills  are  a ll w orking fu ll tim e.

F a ilu re s  for th e  w eek have been 241 
in th e  U nited  S ta tes, against 284 last 
year and 82 in C anada, ag a in st 22 la s t 
year.
