Reason* for Objecting to Dehorning  
Cattle-Care of the Henhouse In bum* 
m er—baiting the H s y -t 'iC  of Me* 
ch inerj In Farm  Work.

-among leveii very good reason« for ob­
jection to deborulng, the . following 
points: “That dehorned cattle are
more troublesome to keep, and wilder, 
and will gain from 100 to 1 SO pound, 
loot under otherwise similar condition« 
thun those with horns left on; all of 
which of the above points he can sub­
stantiate by actual experiment.” The 
bliss] starts from the center (the heart), 
branches out, similar to a tree, into

cornea In grains as big as wheat. Draw  
off all the buttermilk that will drain 
off. Then wash with cold water, gen­
tly shaking the churn; draw off this 
water. Then wash again with cold 
brine. Then finish with cold water 
and let It drain for a few  minute«. 
While still In the granular state, re­
move It to the work table; spread it 
out and sprinkle salt over It, stirring 
us you sprinkle. As the salt dissolves, 
some water will accumulate aud run 
off. Then pre«s the butter Into shai«* 
With wooden hands or paddles. Never 
touch butter with your naked hand«. 
If you use a press for molding. It will 
work out all of the remaining water 
und leave a perfect grain.

The whole secret lie« In stopping the 
churn at the right time. Granular but­
ter doesn’t need to have the buttermilk 
worked out of It.—Jersey Bulletin.

The llrn  H n n t  In Summer,
In hot weather lice breed very fast 

nml unless they are killed off the liens 
and young chickens will lie covered 
with lice and llce-eggs, which will pre­
vent growth. A good method is to take 
mi old Iron (iot, put a few live coals In 
tlie bottom and set tlie pot In the mid­
dle of the hen-house, close the doors 
and windows, and every large open­
ing; then pour one pound of sulphur 
over the coals; smoke the house for j 
two hours; then ventilate It before al­
lowing the bens to go In. It Is best to 
smoke It In the morning. Strong to­
bacco smoke will also kill the lice. A f­
ter smoking, the house should be wlille- 
waslieil; add one gill of enrtiollr add  
to every two gallon« of wash. If the 
wash is strained, it can be put on with 
the spray-pump. The chicken coops 
r.re often filled with lice. Turn them 
uiwlde down; give them a good spruy- 
lug with crude petroleum, Htid then 
whitewash the coops Inside and out.— 
The Amerlcun.

When we were Irani at 
work In tlie hay or harvest field we 
leu mod to prefer water with oatmeul in 
it to tlie compounds of lemon Juice with 
water, which, while they were pleas­
ing to the palate, did not give tlie sat­
isfying feeling In tlie stomach that a 
little oatmeal with water always gave. 
This was long ago recommended as a 
mid-day drink for horses Irani at work, 
ami we have found It Just as good for 
people. For a strengthening drink for 
Invalids oatmeal with water 1« much 
b«"tter than Iraraf tea, whose nutritive 
value lias been greatly exaggerated 
In popular belief.—American Cultiva­
tor.

There was much activity in the Chi­

sago market during the past week. 
There was a temporary advance in July 
wheat of 6 cents per bushel, but the 
end of the week shows a tendency to 
sell out on the confident assertions tliat 
the present week will see a good begin­
ning of tbe movement of new wheat 
to market.

There is no indication that the de­
mands from the milling interests w ill 
lie sufficient to head off any great quan­
tity of it as the flour trade is appar­
ently calling for leHsened rather than 
increased production. It theretore re­
mains with the farmer to say whether 
or not he will sell now or at some time 
in the future. The developments of 
the last few days lead the trade to be­
lieve tliat there w ill be the usual lib­
eral marketing of wheat almost direct 
from the harvester. Looked at in the 
broad Benue, however, the wheat mar­
ket is in a strong position the world 
over, and the coming twelve months 
should see a higher price level than the 
last twelve. America should take a 
more than usually prominent part in 
the trade of the year, as the present crop 
promises to be not only the finest qual-

from dew; when buy nil ties, it 1m tit to 
put into tlie barn. Clover and timothy 
hay mImmiUI lie cured hi the cock; If 
left In the Mwath or windrow too long 
most all the Juices are dried up, aud 
the luiy 1« little lietter than straw. 
When the bay U cured so that It feels 
light u|><m Hie fork and rattles Ln the 
handling, get It under cover as quick­
ly ns possible. By adding one peck of 
salt to tlie ton, sprinkling It evenly over 
every layer of hay as It is put Into tlie 
mow, the hay will cure out very nicely, 
mid when It 1« fed out, It will come 
out lirlglit, green and fragrant. The 
salt not only Im'1|m to cure the luiy, but 
it adds weight to It, ho that whether 
the liny Is »old or fisl out on the farm, 
there Ih economy In Malting It.

G ood  Corn C rop « .
I think tlie eorn crop one of tlie most 

profitable IuhsI crops on the farm, but 
It needs g'ssl cultivation. Our method 
of ruining is (Ills: We plow our ground
In the fail, green sward, and In the 
spring we cart on a good isiat of tiara 
yard iimiiiirc. Then we spread, ami 
give it a thorough harrowing with a 
spring lisith harrow. Then we work It 
with a marker tliia«' nud one Imlf feet 
one way and three f««'t the oilier, ami 
use about three Imiidrtal pound« «ti[rar- 
phosphate to the acre lu the hill«. In 
this way we Imve never fnlhsl to make 
it good crop of coni, from 125 to 150 
baskets to tlie acre. W e follow tlie 
coin the next year with oats, and ln 
till* way we have not failed to get a 
gissl crop of grass, t!range Visitor.
