L e t t e r  F r o m  C o r o i n U s I o n e r  D o  « e h .

To t h e  e d it o r :— Yesterday I re­
ceived a letter from the Earl Fruit Com­
pany stating, that they had advices from 
the East, of many Italian prunes 
having rotted in transit, and desired to 
know tlie cause; the same mail brought 
me advices from Newberg, complain­
ing of tiie same trouble, and I sincerely 
regret to leurn that so energetic and 
progressive horticulturists ns friend 
Uowermau and others have lost a good 
share of their crops in the orchard 
from the same cause. In reply permit 
me to say, Unit the causo of prunes 
rotting, even after they are ripe, is a 
fungus disease—Monilia fructigeria— 
and Unit there is no good reason for 
its existence; it is simply tlio result of 
carelessness and neglect, and the prune 
grower has no one to blame but him­
self.

Tins disease made its appearance 
some six years ago, confining its rava­
ges to tlie tender Hungarian prune. 
Seeing danger ahead I sounded tlie 
alarm both at horticultural meetings 
ami throughout tlie press; however no 
notice was taken of it. A few years later 
it began to attack our tino Itulian and 
French prunes. I again waived the 
red Hag of danger, and the disease was 
very much in evidence in Mr. Craven’s 
oreliurd, hut for some unaccountable 
reason only n few progressive orcliard- 
ists sprayed their orchards ns directed, 
witli most beneficial results. When I 
compiled our re|s»r(s for 1895 and 1897, 
anil bulletin number nine, I took pur- | 
tioular pains to impress upon orchard- j 
ists the necessity of spraying all fruit I 
trees hereafter in tlie fail of the year for 
tlio various fungus diseases and had 
these advices been heeded, no losses 
could have resultoj.

Our humid climate is especia'ly in­
viting for fungus growtii and this year, 
owing to our peculiar climatic condi­
tions, this disease lias spread with ap­
palling rapidity. Tlie enemy was here , 
in full force, and unless our prunegrow-1 
ers desire tills lurge and expanding in - ' 
dustry totally destroyed they must ] 
marshall their forces at once und fight 
him all along tlie line; no unconditional | 
surrender is to lie accepted, nothing but I 
totul and complete annihilation will do j 
In tills ease. Brother horticulturist,; 
call u halt, iu your ensy go-luck-way; . 
girdle on your armor, mount your spray i 
pumps, filled with Bordeaux mixture 
and attack him witli ull tlie force and 
energy tlio ease demands, and your | 
efforts will surely bo rewarded. The 
danger is great and I earnestly beseech 
you do not let your hands he idle. Na­
ture lias done very much for us in Ore­
gon, but wo must not expect too 
much. “God helps him, who helps 
himself.”

When this disease, as well ns shot- 
lioie fungus and curl-leaf made i s ap­
pearance iu my prune orchard, wo at­
tacked till three at once witli lime and 
blue vitriol und are masters of the sit­
uation; neither of these three being 
visible now.

Tlio time for tlio first spraying is 
near at baud, that is, as soon ns moat 
of tlio leaves have fallen, with a solu­
tion of ten pounds lime, six pounds 
blue vitriol and forty gallons water, 
properly dissolve d and mixed. Again 
with regular Bordeaux mixture when 
tlio prunes have attained tliesizeof ha­
zel nuts. If however, tlie disease should 
make its appearance—which 1 very 
much doubt, if the previous sprayings 
have been done propel!y—when tlie 
fruit is about to mature, they should be 
»prayed witli one pound of copper sul- 
phuto (bine vitriol) two hundred gal­
lons water. Please remember that 
treatment with fungicides is preventive 
not remedial, and it should uiso bo re­
membered that we cannot always wait 
for clear weather to spray; cloudy 
weather or the appearance of rain 
should not hinder the work; properly 
prepared mixtures, kill by contact and 
will stick to the limb, foliage and fruit, 
even through hard rainstorms, provid­
ed they have half an hour In which to 
dry. In fact, nothing short of an 
actual rain storm should stop tlie 
work, when tlio time comes when it 
should be done.

In conclusion permit me to add, that 
the Italian prune is all right, if prop­
erly handled and eared for, ami I 
know, that nowhere on earth, doe# tho 
delicious fruit grow to such perfection 
as it does in Oregon.
