of Virginia. Such diversified tests 
ought certainly to include all the prob­
lems of rural mail delivery, and natu­
rally, therefore, they ought to throw 
light on the question whether any gen­
eral system of rural free delivery is 
practicable.

According to Mr. Heath, they indi­
cate that the time lias come when a 

| free delivery for the country may safe­
ly' be tried. Commenting on the re­
sults of Die experiments, lie says: 

According to the varying conditions 
of the country traversed, the rural car­
riers perform tlieir services on horse­
back or riding in buekboards, buggies, 
two-wheeled e.irts or on bicycles. In 
some States they have to cross farms 
and pull down bars and ride over fields 
to deliver and collect tlieir mails. In 
no instance bus any serious complaint 
been mado of this Invasion o f private 

I rights On the contrary, the co-opera­
tion nf the communities served has in 
every Instance been cheerfully und 
effectively given. The farmers, at 
tlieir own cost, have put up boxes nt 
tho crossroads and nt ull other con­
venient places for the reception of 
the mails. The general results ob­
tained have been so satisfactory as to 
suggest the feasibility of making rural 
delivery a permanent feature of postal 
administration iti the United States, 
not Immediately or in all districts nt 
once, but in some gradual and gradu­
ated form.

As Congress authorized those ex­
periments simply in order to test the 
possibilities of n general free delivery 
liefore establishing it, the practical sue* 
cess of the experiments will probably 
result in tho introduction of a rural 
free-deilvery bill at the coming session 
of Congress. Whether such a bill, 
however, will become a law is some­
what uncertain. There is no doubt, of j 
course, that free delivery would bo cor- !
