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CAPTAIN SIGSBEE'S STORY.__
H la  D e t a i l e d  T e s t im o n y  B e f o r e  t h e  

B o a r d  R e g a r d i n g  t h e  Dlnuii lsr.
W ASHINGTON. March 30.—Captain 

Sigsbee, In testifying before the court o f ' 
Inquiry, said that he assumed command I 
o f the Maine April 10, 1897, and that his 
ship anchored in the harbor of Havana 
the last time January 24. 1898. The au- 1 
thorltles at Havana knew of the Maine’«  
coming, Consul-General Lee having in­
formed the authorit'es according to offi- | 
clal custom. A fter he took on an official | 
pilot, sent by the captain o f the port of 
Havana, the ship was berthed In the man- 
of-war anchorage, off the Machina, or the 
Shears, and according to his understand­
ing, it wa* one o f the regular buoys of 
the place. He then stated that he had 
been in Havana in 1872, and again in 1898.

He could not state whether the Maine 
was placed in the usual berth for men-of- 
war, but said that he had heard remarks 
since the exploalon, using Captains Ste­
vens. temporarily in command of the 
Ward Line steamer City of Washington, 
as authority for the statement, that he 
had never known, in ail his experience, 
which covered visits to Havana for five 
or six years, a man-of-war to be anchored 
at that buoy, that he had rarely known 
merchant vessels to be anchored there, 
and that it was the least used buoy in 
the harbor.

T h e  M a i n e ’ «  S u r r o u n d i n g ” «
In describing the surroundings when 

first moored to the buoy, Captain Bigsbce 
stated that the Spanish man-of-war A l­
fonso X I I I  was anchored in the position

>w occupied by the Fern, about 250 
yard*» to the northward and westward 
from the Maine. The German ship iirie- 
senau was anchored at the berth now oc­
cupied by the Spanish man-of-war ’ Le 
‘ >spo which is about 400 yards due north 
from the Muine. He then located the 
G« rutan man-of-war Charlóte, which came 
into the harbor a day or two later, which 
was anchored to the southward of the 
Maine’s berth about 400 or 500 yards. In 
describing the surroundings at the time 
of th© explosion, Captain Stgshce stated 
that the night was calm and still. The 
Alfonso X I I I  was at the same berth. 
The small Spanish dispatch boat, Le 
Caspo, had come out the day before and 
taken the berth occupied by the German 
man-of-war, the Griesenau, which had 
left. The steamer City of Washington 
was anchored about 200 yards to the south 
and east of the Maine’s stern, slightly on 
the port quarter.

T h e  Coal W n « Male.
The Maine coaled at Key West, taking 

on about 150 tons, the coal being regularly 
inspected, and taken from the government 
coal pile. This coal was placed generally 
in the forward bunkers. No report was 
received from the chief engineer thut any 
coal had been too long in the bunkers, 
and that the fire alarms in the bunkers 
were sensitive.

The regulations regarding imflammables 
and paints on board, Captain Hlgsbeo 
testified, were strictly carried out in re­
gard to storage, and that waste also was 
subject to the same careful disposition. 
The inflammable« were stored in chests 
according to the regulations, and inflam­
mables In excess of chest capacity, were 
allowed to be kept in the bathroom of the 
admiral’s cabin.

Regarding the electric plant o f. the 
Maine, Cuptain Higsbee stated that there 
was no serious grounding, nor sudden 
fiurlng up of the lights before the explo­
sion. but a sudden and total eclipse

As for regulations affecting the taking 
of the temperature of the magazines, etc., 
Captain Higsbee stated there were no spe­
cial regulations other than the usual r< gu­
la tions required by the department. lie  
examined the temperature himself, and 
conversed with the ordnance officer as 
to tlie various temperatures, and the con­
tents of the magazines and, according to 
the opinion of this officer, as well as Sírm- 
bee, the temperatures were never at the 
danger point.

’ ’ I do not think there was any laxity In 
this direction,” said the captain, replying 
to a question of Judge-Advocate Marix.

He had1 no recollection of any work go­
ing on in the magazine or shell rooms be­
fore the explosion. The keys were called 
for in the usual way on the day In ques­
tion, and were properly returned. 
R e la t io n «  W ith  H|»nnl«!i A n tlior ltlen .

Hpeaking generally of the relations with 
the Hpunlsh authorities, Cnptaln Higsbee 
stated that with the officials they were 
outwardly cordial. The numbers of the 
autonomlalic council of the government, 
however, seem to have brought to the at­
tention o f the navy department the fact 
that he did not visit them, and that fact 
brought embarrassment to the govern­
ment at Washington, lie  took the ground 
to the department that It was unknown 
etiquette to call on the civil members of 
the colonial government other than the 
governors. Without waiting for such an 
order. Captain Higsbee made a visit after­
wards, and, as he states, was pleasantly 
received and his visit promptly returned 
by certain members of the council. A party 
of ladles and gentlemen called, and the 
president of the council made a speech 
which Captain Higsbee could not under­
stand, but which was Interpreted to him, 
to which he replied.

"M y reply,”  said Captain Higsbee, “ was 
afterwards printed in at bast two papers 
in Havana, but the terms made m e'favor 
autonomist government in the Island. I 
am Informed that the autonomist It* gov­
ernment In Havana Is unpopular among 
a large class of Spanish and Cuban resi­
dents. 1 have no means of knowing 
whether my apparent Interference In the 
political concerns of the Island had any 
relation to the destruction of the Maine."

D e a c r lp t lo n  o f  th e  K x p lo a lo n .
He then went into a description of the 

explosion when he felt the crash. He 
characterize«! It as a bursting, rending 
and crashing sound or roar of Immense 
volume, largely metallic in Its character. 
It was succeeded by a metalll«; sound, 
probably of falling debria, a trembling 
and lurching motion of the vessel, then 
an impression of subsidence,. attended by 
an eclipse of electric lights and Intense 
darkness within his cabin. He thought 
immediately that the Maine had blown 
up and »he was sinking. He hurried to 
the starboard cabin, but changed his 
course to the passage leading to the super­
structure. He detailed the manner of 
meeting Private Anthony, which is much 
the same a « has been published.

Lieutenant - Commander Wainwright 
was on deck when Captain Higsbee 
emerged from the passageway, and turn­
ing to the orderly he asked for time, 
which was given as 9:40 I*. M. Sentries 
were ordered placed about the ship, and 
the forwaid magazine flooded. He called 
for perfect silence. The surviving officers 
were about him at the time on the poop. 
He was Informed that Lot It forward and 
aft magazines were under water. Then 
came faint cries and white floating bodies 
in the water. Boats were at once ordered 
lowered, but only two were available, the 
gig and whaleboat. They were lowered 
and manned by officers and men, and by 
the captain’s directions they left the ship 
and helped to save the wounded jointly 
with other boats that had arrived on the 
scene.

Fire amidships by this time was burn­
ing fiercely, and the spare ammunition in 
the pilot-house was exploding. At lids 
time Lieutenant-Commander Wainwright 
said be thought the 10-Inch magazine for­
ward hud been thrown up Into the burn­
ing mass, and might explode any time. 
Everybody was then directed to get into 
the boats over the stern, which was dt»ne. 
the captain getting into the gig. and then 
proceeding to the City of Washington, 
where he found the wounded in the dining 
saloon being carefully attended by the 
officers and crew of the vessel. He then 
went on deck and observed the wreck for 
a few minutes, and gave directions to 
have, a muster taken on board the t'ity 
o f Washington and other vessels, and sat 
down In the captain’s cabin and dictated 
a telegram to the navy department.

Spanlurd« Kxpren« Sympathy.
Various Spanish officials came on board’ 

and expressed sympathy and sorrow for 
the accident. The representatives of 
General Blaneo and of the admiral of the 
station were among the Spanish officials 
who tendered their sympathies. About 
four or five men were found that night 
who survived. By the time Captain Hlgs- 
he«f reached the quarterdeck it was his 
impression that an overwhelming explo­
sion ha«l occurred. When he came from 
the cabin he was practically blinded for 
a few seconds. His only thought was for 
the venue I, and he took no note o f the 
phenomena of the explosion. In reply to 
the question of whether any of the mag­
azines or uhellrooms were blown up, the 
captain said It was extremely difficult to 
come to any conclusion. The center of 
the explosion was beneath and a little 
forward of the conning tower on the port 
side. In the region of the renter or axis 
of the explosion was the six-inch reserve 
magazine, which contained very little 
powder, about .100 pounds. The 10-inch 
magazine was In tljo same general re- 
pion. but on the starboard side. Over 
the 10-Inch magazine In tin* loading room 
of the turret, and In the adjoining pas­
sage. a. number of 10-Inch shi lls were per­
manently located. According to Captain 
Higsbee it would be difficult to conceive 
the explosion Involved the 10-lneh maga­
zine. because of the location of the ex­
plosion, and none of the reports show that 
any 10-inch shells were hurled Into the air j 
because of the explosion.

Detail« of the Merond Kxploalon.
The captain went Into details as to the 

location of the small explosion. He said 
that he did not believe that the forward 
or JO-Inch magazine blew up. The loon- ; 
lion of the gun cotton was aft, under the 
cabin. Ho stated that he had examined j 
the wreck himself, conversed with other 
officers and men, but. as the Hpunlsh 
authorities were very much adverse to an 
investigation, except officially, on the 
grounds, as stated by the Hpunlsh admir­
alty, that the honor of Spain was in- | 
volved, he forebore to examine the sub- | 
mrrlne portion of the wreck for the cause 
of the explosion until the day the court 
convened.

He said the- di»<(*rdine of the ship was 
excellent. The mdrlne guard was In ex­
cellent condition. The report of the medl- ■ 
cal department shows that about one \ 
man and a quarter per «lay were on the 
sick list during the past year. In the 
engineers’ department the vessel was a l­
ways ready and always responsive. He 
paid a tribute to the crew, and said that 
a quieter, better-natured lot of men he j 
had nev«*r known on hoard of any ves- ; 
se! in which he had served. He had no ■ 
fault to find with the behavior of any 
man at the time of the disaster, and 
considered their conduct admirable.- On i 
ids examination by the court. Captain ! 
Higsbee said that the highest temperature , 
In* could discover was 112, but that was 
In the after magazine, the temperature In 
th«* forward magazines being considerably 
lower. There was no loos«» powder kept 
in the magazines. All the coal bunkers 
were ventilated through air tubes, exam­
ined weekly by the chief engineer, and 
were connect««! electrically to the annun­
ciator near his cabin door. The forward 
«•onl hunkers on the port side were full. , 
The forward coal hunkers on the star- 
boat »!<!«» was half full, and it was h«»lng 
use«! at the time of the explosion.

K x lilb lt lo n  «if An lm on ity .
When asked whether there was any 

demonstration «if animosity by peopl«> 
afloat, Captain Higsbee said there was 
m ver on shore, as he was informed, but 
there was afloat, lie  relat«‘«l that on the 
first Sunday after tL«* Maine’s arrival th«* 
ferry-boat, crowded densely with people, 
civil ami military, returning from a bull­
fight at Regia, passed the Maine, and 
about 40 people on hoard Indulged In yell­
ing. whistling and «lerlelve calls.

K ve ry  l*r«M,aiitl«»n  T ak en .
During the stay In Havana. Captain 

Higsbee took more than ordinary precau­
tions for the protection of the Maine by 
placing sentries on the forecastle and 
poop, quarter line and single decks, on 
the bridge and the poop.

A corporal of th«' guard whs especially 
Instructed to look out for the port gang­
way. and the officer of th«* «leek and quar­
termaster were especially instructed to 
look out for the starboard gang wi n . a 
quarter-watch was kept on deck all night, 
sentries* cartridge boxes fill«'«!, their arms 
kept loaded, a number of rounds of rapid- 
fir«» ammunition kept in the pilot-room 
and in the spare captain’s pantry, and 
under the aft superstructure were kept 
additional supplies o f shells, close at hand 
for the second battery; steam was kept up 
in two hollers instead of one, and positive 
Instructions were given to watch carefully 
all the hydraulic gear and jreport defln- 
Itely.

He sa!«1 he ha<! given order* to the mas 
ter-at-arms to keep a •ire fu l «•>♦■ «>n 
everybody that came «»n board, and to 
carefully observe any packages (hat 
might tie held, on the supposition that 
dynamite or other high explosives might 
1«  employed, and afterwards to Inspect 
the routes these people had taken, and 
not to lose sight of the order. He *tnt«s 
that very few people visited tin' ship, 
Lleutenant-Commamler Wainwright be­
ing rather severe on visitors.

tt|»anl«h O fficer» on lloartl.
There were only two or three «>f the 

Spanish military officer* came «>n board, 
but. according to the captain, they were 
constrained. an«1 not «lesirous of accepting 
much courtesy. The visit was during the 
absence o f the captain. II«* said he rmule 
every effort to have Spanish officers to 
visit the ship to show his good will a«‘- 
cording to the spirit o f the Maine’s visit 
to Havana, but with exception* state«! 
no military officers of Spain vlsl;ed the 
ship officially.

('aptaln Higsbee then went Into details 
regarding the precaution» In fort#, and 
especially In relation t<* quarter-watches, 
which, he said, had never been resi inded 
One of the cutters was in the wa er at 
the time o f the accident, and one of the 
steam launches, the first, was riding at 
the starboard boom The captain said 
that the night was quiet and w*arm. and 
be remembered hearing distinctly the 
echoes of the bugle at tattoo, which was 
very pleasant. Htars were out. the sky. 
however, being overcast. The Maine, at 
the time o f the explosion, was riding ap­
proximately northwest pointing toward

Coal H un ker« Sot Hot.
Captain Higsbee, being recalled, stated 

that he ha«l detailed Lleutenant-C’om- 
munder Wainwright. Lieutenant Holman j  
and Chief Engineer Holman, all o f tho 
Maine, to obtain Information in regard 
to any outsiders who might have seen the j 
explosion, ('aptaln Higsbee also gave as j 
his opinion that if «o i l  bunkers Alt? had j 
been *«> hot as to he daugeroius to the t>- ! 
inch r«».serve magazine, that this condition 
would have been shown on three sides ; 
where the hunker was expose«!, and that 
men constantly passing to and fro by it 
would lmv«» necessarily notice«! any un- I 
du«» heat, ('aptaln Slgslieo was re«'alled , 
and examined as to the ammunition on I 
hoard the Maine. He stated that there 
w’ere no high explosives, guncotton. «!«»!«»- 
nators or other material In magazines or j 
shell rooms w hich the r«'gulations prohlb- I 
ited. lie  testttle«! that no warhead* hail 
been pla«*e«l on torpedoes since he hn«1 
hatl command of tho ship.

They know that the clique is amply 
able to pay for all the wheat it takes, 
but probably they do not wish to add 
to the incentive which the clique al­
ready has to run prices up. A rather 
severe break has occurred in the other 
options, hut aside from ttie better crop 
reports from t tie south west the news has 
not been heaiish. Foreign markets 
have been remarkably firm and the con­
stant purchase of wheat by foreigners 
at the Hcaboard bespeaks a genuine de­
mand. The addition to the contract

We demand that the volume of circulating 
medium be speedily increased to an amount 

! sufficient to meet the demands of the busi­
ness and population of this country, and to 
restore the Just level of prices of labor and 

| production.
We favor such legislation as will prevent 

for the future the demonetization of any 
kind of legal-tender money by private con­
tract.

We demand that the government, in pay­
ment of Its obligations, shall use Its option 
as to the kind of lawful money In which 
they are to be paid, and we denounce tha 
present and preceding administrations for 
surrendering this option to the holders of 

! government obligations.
Wre demand that there shall be no further 

| »s«ue of United States interest - bearing 
j  bonds.

We demand that postal savings banks be 
| established by the government for the safe 
j  deposit of the savings of the people and to 
I facilitate exchange.

We demand the election of United States 
] senators by direct vote of the people.

We demand the initiative and referendum 
system of law-making In Its optional form, 
local, state and national, and the submis­
sion by congress of nil Important national 
questions for an advisory vote of the peo­
ple, until such time as the national consti­
tution shall have been amended so as to 
provide for direct legislation.

We condemn as dangerous and unjust tha 
i  surrender, In all departments of the govern­

ment, to the influence of trusts, corporations 
and aggregations of wealth generally; and 
the packing of the highest courts of the land 
with corporation lawyers, too ready to do 
the will of their late employers, and to set 
aside valid and wholesome laws passed by 
the legislative departments of the states Rnd 
government, upon flimsy pretexts, at the be­
hests of such Institutions.

We are opposed to government by injunc­
tion.

state.

We denounce and condemn the corrupt and 
extravagant republican legislative assem­

Feeding on a Desert.
The American consul at Aden. 

Arabia, gives an «coolint in the last 
volume of Consular Reports of a curi­
ous hertf of sheep in Somaliland, which 
is a desert country. These sheep sub­
sist on prickly mimosa, a kind of desert 
scrub bush, seemingly the most unpal­
atable of food. Their striking peculiar­
ity, as described by the consul, is a 
large lump of pure fat growing right at 
the root of the tail. A medium-sized 

\ lump of this fat weighs about four 
pounds, and it varies from one and one- 
half to six pounds. People who have 
studied the nature and habits of these 
sheep say that, like the camel, which 
is able to subsist for days without food 
front the strength derived from the tis­
sues of his hump, this blackhead 
sheep can subsist on the strength with­
out any other sustenance. The prin­
cipal market for the skins is New York. 
It has been proven by trial that the 
sheep are able to stand a considerable 
change of climate. A few years ago 
four sheep were acclimated at the Zoo­
logical (iarden at Frankfort, Germany, 
where their progeny now numl>erabout 
30. There are vast stretches of desert j 
land in Arizona and elsewhere in the 
West where cactus plants grow in pro­
fusion, but as yet no domesticated ani­
mals have been successfully raised in 
that region. It has been proposed more 
than once to import camels, but these 
animsls are no* likely to prove service­
able. Ths Somaliland sheep, however, 
if accilmatej in that desert region, to­
gether with the plant he subsists npon, 
might prove a valuable addition to our 
list of domestic animals. It is no 
doubt the thought of the consnl t«at 
such an experiment should be trierf.
