Hong Kong, May le.—Uving to the
fact that the cable between thie pors

and the Philippines was not in working |

order, having been out, it is said, some
distance from the capital of the island,
there has been delay in obtaining a de-
tailed account of e battle, and the
facts in the case were only available
when the United States gunboat Hugh
McCulloch wrived here yesterday,
and even then the tremendous pressure
of business suldenly thrown upon the
cable necessarily made the entire ac-
count of the engagement somewhat
broken.

Commodore Dewey’s orders were to

capture or destroy the Spanish fleet, |

and never were instructions executed
in 8o complete a fashion. At the end
of seven hours there was absolutely
nothing left of the Spanish fleet but a
few relics, The American commander
had most skilifully arranged every de-
tail of the action, even the ap-
parently most insignificant features
were oarried out with perfeot punctu.
ality, and on railroad time-table order.

At the end of the action Commodore
Dewey anchored his fleet in the bay
before Manila and sent a messenger to
Governor-General Angusti announeing
the inanguration of the blockade, and
adding that if a shot was fired against
his ships he would destroy every bat-
tery about Manila.

The position occupied by the Span-
iards, the support which their ships re-
ceived from the land batteries, and the
big guns they had ashore, gave them
an enormons advantage. Therefore,
when it is considered that the Span-
iards lost over 600 men in killed and
wounded, and that their naval aisenal
at Cavite was algo destroyed with its
defenses, it will become apparent that
the victory of the American commaodore
iz one of the most complete and wonder-
ful achievements in the history of na-
val warfare.

Not a man on board the American
fleet was killed; not a ship was dam-
aged to any extent, and only six men
were injured slightly on
Baltimore. This grand achievement

and

is quite as moch duoe to the generalship |

of Commodore Dewey as to the fact
that the American gunners, ships and
guns are superior to any fleet anywhere,

Great oredit must also be given to
the fullest extent to the officers under
Commodore Dewey, for to a man they
seconded their gallant commander in
every way possible, and thus helped
him win the lanrels which are justly his

Commodore Dewey arrived at Subig
bay, about 30 miles north of Manila
bay, Saturday, April 80, and sgent the
Baltimore and Concord to reconnoiter
the enemy. They found no Spanish
ships at the entrance of the bay, and
so Commodore Dewey decided to risk
the mines and proceed that same night
after dark into the bay of Manila,
which he did.

The order of battle taken by the
Spaniards was with all the small craft
ingide the stone and timber breakwaters
of Cavite harbor. The larger ships of
Spain cruised off Cavite and Manila.

The American fleet entered Manila
bay Saturday night with the greatest
eage, The Spaniards had not estab-
lished a patrol, and there were no
searchlighte at the entrance of the bay.

The early hours of the morning re-
vealed the ships to each other, and the
Spanieh flagship opened fire. Its ac-
tion wag followed by some of the larger

Spanish warships, and then the Cavite |

forts opened up, and the smaller Span-
ish ships brought their guns into play.
The American suardon, which entered
the buy through the shells of the Span-
jards, which began to strike the water
around them, moved majestically on-
ward,

When nearing Bakor bay, a sudden |

upheaval of water a short distance
ahead of the Olympia showed that the
Spaniards had exploded a mine or a
torpedo. This was followed by a sec-
ond and similar explosion. They were
both utterly unsuccessful,

The American fleet was then draw- |

ing nearer and nearer to the Spaniarls,
whose gunnery was very poor, the
ghots from the Cavite batteries and
Spanish ships being equally badly
aimed, either falling short or wide of
their mark.

When the American fleet entered the
bay, coming through the southern
channel between Caballe and Frile in-
lets, the following was the order:
Flagship Olympia, Baltimore, Raleigh,
Concord, Boston, Petrel and McCal-
loch.

The forts at the entrance of the bay
were dismantled Wednesday aftor they
had eapitulated.

Washington, May 9.—At a cabinet
meeting today, Lesides the war slina-
tion in its general aspect, there was
some discusgion of the relative merits
of persons seeking brigadier-general-
ehips and other commissions in the
army.

that the senate committee on finance,
which is still struggling with the war-
revenue bill, will report the measure
with the bond featore eliminated.
This cansges the administration great
uneasiness and embarragsment, and the
statement is made that the possibility
of udverse action of the full hody of the
senate is a source of much anxiety.

The president laid before the cubinet
the information he had as to what is
to be looked for from the senate, and,
while not expressing absolute confi-
dence in favorable aotion by the senate
with the bond feature incorpointeld, ex-
pressed the hope that there woull be a
satisfactory majority for the hond pro-
vision.  Should it not become a part of
the law, many urgent appropriations
for the war will have to be held back.
The money to be secured from bond
sales, it 18 sald, is needed imperatively
for the exeention of the plans mapped
out, and adverse action by the senate
was likely to interfere unless the money
is otherwise provided, and by as speady
a mothod as by the issuance of bonds,

The administration is anxious to im-
press this fuct upon congress, so that
ample revenues may be ut hand for a
vigorous prosecution of the war.
There was considerable gratification
evineed at the geneml war outluok,
There was a etrong beliel that the
Spanish fleet, instead of suiling aoross
the seas to intercept the Oregon or to
come into the waters near home to ba-
gin operations, would be found eventa-
ally to be now progressing Lo some point
closer to its own posscssions on the
other gide of the ocean.

While there is great reticicnee on
the part of members of the administra-
tion on the subject, there is exoollent
authority for the statement that the
instructions of Admiral Sampron give
him great latitode.

GREAT NAVAL VICTORY.
Commodore Dewey Has ot Last Beon
Heard From.

New York, May 9.—The World, in
an extra edition just issued, publishes
n dispatch from Hong Kong to the
effect that news received there from
Manila on the dispatch-boat McCulloch
is to the effect that the entire Spanish
fleet of 11 vessels was destroyed. Three
hundred Spaniards were killed and 400
wounded, No lives were lost on the
United States boats, but six persons
were injured, Not one of the Ameri-

can ghips was injured.

Washington, May 9.—The navy de-
partment has received a eable from
Hong Kong, anncouncing the arrival
there of the revenue-cutter MceCulloch.

THE LAFAYETTE RELEASED.

French Embassy Had Requested That
She Be Allowed to Proceed.

Washington, May 9. —An interna-
tional difficalty, connected with the
seizure of the French steamer Lafay-
ette, has been removed by the prompt
release of the vessel immediately upon
notice of her eapture reaching the state
department. The explanation of the
action of the administration is given in
the statement which follows, and which
was issued from the White House to-
night:

The Lafayette was released in pursu-
ance of orders which were issued by the
navy department previous to her seiz-
ure, but which had not been received
by the commanding officers of the ves-
sels that made the capture.  The facts
are that, on April 29, the French em-
bussy made an informal inguiry as to
whether the Lafayette, which left Saint
Nazarre, France, for Vera Cruz, by
way of Havana, before war was de-
clared, or information of the blockade
was received, would be allowed to land
in Havana, her passengers, mail bags
and the dispatch bag of the consulate-
general of France, and take somne
French passengers on board. An assuar-
ance was given that, if this privilege
should be granted, the steamer wounld
be forbidden by the French consul o
land gooda,

The matter was daly considered, and
it was decided that, without regurd to
the strict law of bloekade, and as an
act of courtesy, the request of the
French government should be aceeded
to. Orders were accordingly sent on
the second day of May.

When informntion was received of
the capture of the steamer and of her
having been brought to Key West,
these orders were communicated to her
captors, with instructions to release
the steamer and see that the orders
were duly dalivered, so that
they might be earried into effest. No
demand was made eigher by or on be-
half of the French gowrnment, directly
or indirectly, for the steamer’s release.
The Wilmington will escort the Lafay-
ette to Havana tonight.

Caused Excliement In Parls.

London, May 9,—A special dispatch
from Paris says the seizore of the La-
fuyette has intensified the bitter feeling
against the United States.  Angry ex-
pressions are heard, The United States
embasey is under special police protec-
tion, in view of a possible hostile dem-
onstration.

TO SOLVE ARCTIC PROBLEM.

Another Expedition Starts to the North
Headed by Walter Wellman.

New York, May 0.—Walter Well-
man will start Tuesday on another ex-
pedition in an endeavor to reach the
north pole. He hopes also to deter-
mine the fute of Andre, who has not
been heard from since two days after
he stepped into his balloon, Mr. Well-
man, who wae at the Gilsey house,
said:

“I am extremely hopeful that this
expedition will be more sucoessful than
our last, when wo reached 81 degrees
10 minntes north of Spitzbergen, and
then met with distaster. We were ab-
sent about eight months before; this
time we expect to remain about 18
months,

“After leaving Archangel, Russia,
we are to get 76 dogs and will proceed
direct to Franz Josef land., While
taking observations there we shall try
to hunt Andre. If he is alive 1 be-
lieve he is near there. We hope to
reach Uape Flora abodt July 15 or Au-
gust 1, and to establish a supply sta-
tion.

““We expoct to pass the winter be-
tweun parallels 82 and 83 in huts, now
and then, however, running about on
snowshoes, training our dogs and test-
ing our equipments. About February
10 we propose to start north over the
joe. Contrary to the popular idea,
even at the north pole, the summer is
too warm for good traveling, because
the power of the sun constantly shin-
ing makes the snow soft and slushy,
and renders it diffionlt to drag the
sledges, The favorable season, theres
fore, lasts from early in Febroary to
sarly in June, a period ol about 18
weeks. It is for this 18 weeks our
plans have been laid, carrying just
snough provisions to take us through
June.

“The distance from our winter sta-
tion to the pole will be about 500
statute miles, or a round trip of about
1,000 miles. If we are able to cover
from nine to 10 miles a day, and keep
everlastingly at it, we may do the
whole thing. In my judgment we are
going finely outfitted on a sound plan,
and we shall have a big chance of solv-
ing what is known as the Arctie prob-
lem. Atany rate, we expect to be
back home a year from next fall."’
