Athletic Meet at Salem.
The college athletic field meet a t  Sa­

lem on last Saturday which was partici­
pated in by the University of Oregon, 
Willamette Cuiversity, the Oregon 
Agricultural College, the State Normal 
School of Monmouth, and Pacific College 
of Newberg, was well attended.

From the Statesman the following 
notes were gleaned.

The day had its distinct victories, and 
their achievement was the universal sig­
nal for an outburst of genuine college 
enthusiasm by the groups with the 
deepest interest. Some records were 
broken, the new ones being welcomed 
by perfect spasms of delight by the en­
tire assembly, withou t reference to the 
school that broke the old.

Redmond, P C, who took two seconds 
from the 440-yard time, breaking both 
records;

Kuykendall, U 0, who lowered both 
fixed scores in the mile run, besides ad­
ding one half-inch to the intercollegiate 
broad jump distance.

Heater, P C, who tacked, a couple of 
inches on the pole vault score made last 
year for the state.

Smith, U O, who piled up seven feet 
and ten inches on the hammer throw 
distance uinde for Oregon last year.
