Whatever
the outcome may be I shall never settle
in this country as I think the udvsntugea|
are more than counterbalanced by the
disadvantages. Fortunes may be made
here and health forever lost. Fevers
are prevalent but dysentery is the most |
formidable foe to health, Intemperance
in eating and drinking should be avoid-
ed. The Spanish eat but two meals a
day and drink much wine but as a rule
don't get intoxicated. Our soldiers con-
sider the people here as rather slow but
I notice they are getting that way them-
selves, the climate being enervating.
Our health is good, yet no one knows
how soon he will be sick. There has
been several cases of small-pox in our
regiment but it has not become epi-
demic."
