18567 Auccumbs to Heart

Disease,

Thomas H, Parrott, a pioneer of 1857,
died at his home on the corner of Enst
Filteenth and and East Couch streets at
3 o'clock Mouday afternoon, after an ill.
ness of about three months,  Since Sat-
urday afternoon he had lain in a stopor,
and his death had been expected at any
time by his physician and family, His
family are all bere, except his sons,
Thomas and A. G, The latter started
for Alaska several weeks ago, and the
former is in California.  Arrangements
for the fnneral will be made later,

Mr, Parrott has been sick for the past
three months with heart disease, com-
plicated with otber troubles. Over a
week ago he was driven out to Mount
Tabos to visit Henry W. Prettyman, an
old friend. Hecame back chilled, and
grew worse, his suffering at times being
vory severe,

Thomas H, Parrott eame to Oregon in
April, 1857, and first settled in Yamhill
county. Hie parents, Bamuel and Maria
(Everest) Parrott, both natives of Eng-
land, had already arrived in  Oregon in
the year 1864, with several children, but
the subject of this rketech remained in
England to learn his trade of shoemaker.
After arriving here he worked nat his
trade. In 1862 ho eame to East Port-
land, when there were but three houses
in the place. On the corner of Union
avenue and East Ash street he purchased
the lot for $40, where he urected a dwell-
ing and musie store, and lived for 30
years, when he built his present home
on the corner of Fast Fifteenth and
Counch strects

Mr. Parrott was naturally a musician,
having inherited a talent for music on
his mother's side, in whos=e family were
many eminent musicians, His services
along this line were ecarly recognirzed,
and he finally gave his entire time to it,
playing in all of the early theaters, in-
cluding the Oro Fino and New Market,
There are few instruments that he could
not handle with a master hand, but he
made a speecialty of the violin and piano,

In 1861 he was united in marriage to
Miss Eliza A, Rbodes, a danghter of the
