A Story o f  Lincolns
The death of Joseph Medill recalls 

the story of a picture of Lincoln the 
one by which he became known to the 
country. I t was soon after the first 
nomination of Lincoln for the presi­
dency. The story of the picture is giv 
en in Mr. Medill’s words as nearly os 
they can be recalled:

“ I knew him so well that I called 
him Abe and he called me Joe. He 
came to see me In the Tribune office 
soon after his nomination. I  think I 
sent for him. I said to him after we 
had talked of more important matters:

“Abe, there are not many people in 
the country who know how you look. 
You must have your picture taken. 
Get ready and I will go with you.

“Huapahots were unknown then and 
so were newspaper artists, as they are 
called. Llnooln went to his hotel to 
fix up and I called for him at the ap­
pointed time. I think he saw that I 
was surprised.

“How do I look?" he asked. His 
coat was buttoned from top to bottom 
but it was his hair which caused me to 
look at him. I t was brushed to the 
skin and across ills temples as smooth­
ly os if it had been Ironed. I t  was so 
unlike him that he looked unnatural.

“It will never do," I said as soon as 
I could recover my breath. Abe you 
could nover be elected president if the 
country thought you wore your hair 
that way.

“ He looked at me as if he were dazed. 
He had the heart of a child. He had 
plastered his hair down that way hon­
estly and Innocently. I t hurt him to 
think lie had donesomething lie should 
net have done. That was his nature. 
He looked in the mirror and then that 
expression of humor which I never saw 
In any other faoe came out. He took 
both hands and shoved them through 
his hair until It looked like a brush 
heap after a hurricane. Thun he look­
ed at mo, and I told him that was 
more like him. We walked to the 
photographers, several blocks, and my 
recollection is that he scarcely spoke 
during the tlmo. When he sat before 
the camera he ran his long fingers 
through Ills hair again and then looked 
like a child that had been whipped. 
From that picture nil copies for cam­
paign purposes were mode, and what­
ever caricatures and cartoons were 
made of him during tho campaign were 
suggested by that picture.

At every stage of events in the Phil

Three months ngo 
they Insisted that It would take an 
army of 50,000 men to drive Agulnuldo’s 
army out of Ita works. But 10,000 
proved enough. The expenditures in 
the Philippines were estimated by op­
ponents of the treaty Rt hundreds of 
millions a year. The real figures are 
quite moderate, with some revenue as 
an offset. Even tho nnnexatiou of Ha­
waii drew forth a warning that it would 
be necessary to maiutain there a strong 
army and fleet. A few soldiers sufficed 
and the presenoo even of one cruiser is 
not required. There has been talk of a 
spirit of revolt lu Cuba and Porto Rico, 
but all that has happened is distinctly 
encouraging.

But tho change for 
the better within two weeks has been 
remarkable. The natives will be given 
all the homo rule they can maintain 
successfully, and many are finding out 
tlint they have no reason for further 
fighting.

T he U. 8. Signal Corps.
Editor Graphic:

Perhaps no branch of the military ser­
vice is as little understood or is so much 
under estimated as the Signal Corps, 
which now embraces tho telegraph de­
partment. It being a staff department, 
like the engineers, it would be sappssed 
that the corps were always in a safe place 
in an army when in battle.

On the contrary, at times they are 
called to occupy the most dangerous posi­
tions to be found at the front, and at 
the tops of hills and mountains, where 
they can be seen for miles as they carry 
on their work, frequently with but a 
small guard to protect them, even in 
close proximity to the enemy.

The advance posts must always be in 
sight of the enemy, and must report by 
motion of flags in ttiedaytime and torch- 
esat night, which must call immediate 
attention from the antagonist. They 
thus become the targets of sharp shoot­
ers of every sort from a rifle to a field 
piece. Tlieir business can scarcely be 
hidden for any length of time.

It must be fun to climb a telegraph 
pole or a tree and adjust a wire or spy 
out an enemy when accompanying an 
advancing army, with the neighboring 
woods full of sharpshooters and bush­
whackers. Or take a position with an 
advancing army in the line of skermish- 
ers and perhaps before you know it be­
come the target of every long range gun 
in the enemies ranks.

The organized signal Bervice is of mod­
ern date. It was never thoroughly or­
ganized in our armies until the last year 
of the civil war. Gen. Sheridan detailed 
a regular officer, Capt. Owen Howard, 
to put it in operation in the Shenandoah 
Valley in 1861. Capt. Howard soon had 
the few already detailed collected, and, 
detaching a number of the brightes t 
young officers to lie found in that famous 
army soon bail tho whole under the 
best of dicipline and rendered invaluable 
service.

In a very short time the whole valley 
was under tlieir observation, communi­
cating with each other often from ten to 
twenty miles, keeping Sheridan posted 
as to every move of tho foe during the 
day and reporting every information of 
scouts at night.

Thoro were many prominent points of 
observation that havo gone into history 
with that campaign. Maryland Heights, 
Loudown Heights, Bolivar Heights, 
■Sugar Ixiaf, Round Top, Massanutten 
and Three Top Mountains.

It was by information from the signal 
corps that the day was Anally won at 
Cedar Creek, by discovering and study­
ing out the Confederate sigual code, as 
follows:

“ Uectorton, Va-,Oct. 15,1864.—Lieut. 
Gen. Early: Be ready to advance on 
Shoridun as soon as my forces get up, 
nnd we can crush him before he finds 
out I have joined you.”

J . Lonostrert.
Gen. Wright took immediate action to 

strengthen the right of bis line, where 
qo expected an attack; but bis left was 
turned by Gorden and driven back upon 
the right, which was nble to withstand 
the shock until tho order of the three 
corps were almost completely reversed 
and re-formed far to the rear of the orig­
inal line by Gen. Wright, and ready, 
under tlie inspiration of Sheridan when 
lie appeared, to advance and sweep the 
field.
