and a horrible tallow y taste. Ho went 
to the cream ery am i examined the milk 
from the  patron  in question. The can 
was clean bu t very rusty  inside and 
barely half full. He induced th e  m an ­
ager to buy a new can and send it to 
tlio patron Instead of the old one. The 
putroii sent buck tin» new can em pty , 
Imt bought one himself, and sen t half 
in th is and  h a lf in t lie old one. The 
m ilk was perfect in the new can, and ns 
had as before In the old rusty one.

Tho councilor purchased tlie old 
rusty ran , and carried on a num ber of 
expel ¡m eets w itli m ilk from o ther 
farms and got the sam e resu lt—a  beast­
ly sm ell amt a tallow y taste. A nalysis 
showed th a t tlie m ilk contained con­
siderable Iron, nml tlio trouble was 
worse wlieu th e  cun was half full than  
when full. 1 tut ter m ails from th is milk 
was tallow y. The can was alw ays 
cleaned in the usual limn nor and  steam ­
ed before using, but tlie result was tlio 
same. A city  m ilk m an in C openha­
gen had sim ilar trouble, and there  can 
lie no doubt that a great deal of m ilk is 
spoiled in n sim ilar way. There are ! 
m any hundreds of rusty  m ilk cans in j 
use in th is  country , and  w hich mny he 
to blame for th e  bad flavors found in a 
great deal of tlio m ilk.

T h a t first day of the  battle stands out 

very strongly in m y memory and a l­
ways will. For a tim e I  could hard ly  
sleep s ta rtin g  up from dream s of 
wounded and  dy ing  meu witli blood 
stained faces and ghastly  wounds. AH 
day Sunday  they were b ringing ill the 
deud and  wounded, I th ink  in all u 
hundred  and tw en ty . I  warded to sit 
down and  cry but d id n ’t  have time, as 
it was ru n  hero w ith a  cup of w ater or 
there w ith a blanket, doing tho little  
one could to save life or make tho dying 
easier. T hrough it all there were very 
few groans. The boys were soldiers 
upon the operating table as well us in 
the field. The surgeons woiked until 
they alm ost dropped, especially Major 
Fitzgerald of the Minn, uud Captain 
S traub of the Regulars. Tlio surgeons 
generally  were very m uch pleased w ith 
the w ork of the tra ined  nurses du ring  
those first days of the rush. They are 
quite covinced th a t we know  how to 
work. F or the first tim e on th a t S u n ­
day, now six weeks ago, I  was glad 
I was in M anila but before th a t I  felt 
m yself to be ra th er n supernum erary, 
imt now tliero is lots o f work. Resides 
tlio wounded men there are u great 
m any brought in exhausted  w ith the 
work, heat or fever, or th a t, those I 
never see because m y word is en tire ly  
surgical. Lately some of my ex-patients 
have been com ing back and saying 
nice tilings to me and  officers often 
come In and  tliuuk m e for the care I 
have taken  of th e ir m en . I t  m akes 
me feel like working though  it alw ays 
seems so little  one does.

K ver since the trouble began I  have 
w anted to go to the  front just to sec 
how it would feel to be under fire. 
However I did have th e  pleasure (?) of 
hearing bullets ring  over m y head and 
patter on the roofs of th e  houses. They 
came from some sharp-shooters across 
th e  river shooting from a tower. O ur 
men soon put a  stop to them . There 
lias been very little  trouble in the City 
proper. In some of the outskirts fires 
have been started  by th e  natives, no 
doubt w ith  the in ten tion  of burning 
the tow n. W hen n fire starts in nny 
of those native shucks they  go like 
kindling wood as they  are built of bani- 
lioo and  tha tched  w itli rye straw  or 
som ething of the k ind . I rem em ber 
tiie first big tiro a t Paco about two 
miles from here we could here the 
cracking and  popping of the bamboo 
sounding ju s t liko firing guns. We 
though t there must be a  furious battle 
going on and  later we drove ou t to tho 
fire aud found it only th e  butnboo. I t  
takes quite a practiced ear to d is ­
tinguish it from volley firing. You 
would have laughed had you been 
w ith me a t tha t fire. The tiro depart­
m ent Is a  farce. In  tho first place 
w hen the fire alarm  is turned in all th e  
firemen get down and  pray before they 
start out. All I saw of them  at tiie tiro 
was one poor little u ian dragging a  piece 
of hose about, liis last effort being to 
save a house some distance from th e  
lire by throw ing  a  weak little stream  or 
w ater on about three feet square of tiie 
metal roof for ubout ten m inutes, then 
stopping and  calm ly surveying Ills 
work in n avlf satisfied m anner. Tiie 
American soldiers jeered a t him  im ­
m oderately. I f  a stream  of w ater tiie 
si/.e and  force used in most of our largo 
cities was th row n onto ono of tiie 
na tive’s huts it would sweep it  off' tiie 
earth .

1 go to tiie hospital nt seven-th irty  a. 
m . stay  un til 1 p. m. then  o tl'un til 2:30, 
w orking until six. Wo have no n ight 
work except as we do it of our own free 
will ns m any of us did when tiie trouble 
fi.-st began, w orking sometime« until 
twelve or one o ’clock.

My ward is alm ost entirely  filled up 
w ith men w ith broken legs, poor boys 
bow th ey  suffer! I have one boy w ith 
a broken leg, n broken arm  and shot 
through th e  chest. H o is  doing well 
though his continual cry is "iuy  leg 
hurts terrib ly .” lie  says It so often too, 
poor boy, that I alm ost go crazy, and 
there  are about tea o f them  ju s t the 
same way. There are m any, m any sad 
cases, so m any th a t I th in k  we are 
hard  hearted  about them , yet some­
times when I th ink  of all who have 
lost the ir lives and th e  wounded w ho ; 
are m aim ed for life it m akes me alm ost 
cry . i p  to  th e  present tlu  re are about 
four hundred  w ounded and  one h u n ­
dred ami th irty  live killed.

On th e  w hole I liko th is place and 
th ink there  is money to  lie made here 
after Hie w ar eloMs If th e  U ts. keeps 
the Islands. It is no t so dreadfully 
ho t. There is lots of sm allpox and 
skin diseases of various k inds, but 
really 1 like It quite well.
