New York. Ju n e  10.— A dispatch to 
the H erald  from Havana  says; Man 
uel Yribas, m anager of Cardenas-Jurocs 
ra ilroad, who arrived in Havana today 
says brigandage continues u n in te r ru p t  
ed in Porto  P r inc ipe  province an* 
Western Hantiago. H e  says the  coun 
try around  Puer to  Padre ,  Nuevitas 
G ibara  and Holqiun is completely at 
the mercy of bandits. Catt le  have 
been stolen from the farm s and o ther  
outrages have been committed.

Most of the  farmers iiave suspended 
cu lt ivat ion  in Han Manuel, ami a sugar 
estate  near Puer to  Padre ,  owned by 
Mr. P la ,  lias been obliged to shu t  
down. C uban soldiers, mostly  ne 
groes, hang around tiie villages, but 
w on’t work, and the  robberies are as 
cribed to them , but no a t tem pt  is being 
mado to prosecute them. A strong 
feeling exists there  t h a t  the  U n i ted  
States should send soldiers to protec 
property.  Ju a n  Potous, Spanish vice 
consul here, says the  Spaniards a re  re 
ceiving no protection from tho U ni ted  
States.  Tiiere is no recognized oonsu 
in H avana  a t  present, and he cannot 
put the  c la ims before General Brooke. 
He lias m ade  a s ta tem en t  to the  Spau 
isii m in is te r  a t  W ashington.

I t  is learned from towns in the  coun 
try th a t  Spaniards are suffering m any  
cruelties, hu t  make no com pla in t  
through fear of being killed.  In Cai- 
m ato  th ree  were k i lled  a m onth  ago, 
but no notice w as given by tiie a u th o r i ­
ties. On Sunday n ig h t  four black C u­
ba.) soldiers siiowed where they kill ' 
the  Spaniards in a cafe, boasting of tiie 
deed. These men are sacking the  coun­
try in the  vicinity.

American cattle-dealers Iiave stopped 
shipp ing  stock to points  any d istance 
outside of the  large cit ies and r a n c h ­
men who can get into H avana  come 
every n ight.  Americans who Iiave in 
vested money are  urging the m il i ta ry  
au thor i t ie s  to p u t  small  garrisons in 
all  tiie towns. T he  feeling outside H a ­
vana is growing etongei every day 
th a t  a perm anen t  m il i ta ry  force or an 
nexation is the only th ing  tliut  will te- 
build  the  country.

Washington, J u n e  10.— Presiden t  J .  
G. Schurrnan, of  the  P h i l ip p in e  com­
mission, wil l  resign on h is  re tu rn  to 
tiie U ni ted  States, because of friction 
between himself  and  Genera l  Otis.

Adm iral  Dewey hastened his depar- 
tu ie  ftom Manila , i t  is said, because of 
friction in the commission. He had 
steadfastly  declined to leave his post 
before, and h is  d e te rm ina tion  to re tu rn  
was sudden.

While 
Professor Worcester and Colonel Denbv 
are in accord w ith  th e  commanding 
general,  P res iden t  Soliurman lias pei- 
sistt-d in ndopting a course which they 
did not approve.

T he  president will uphold General 
Otis. The friction was caused by 
President  Schur inan’s desire to t rea t  
with  rebels who had no au thor i ty .  
General Otis declined to partic ipa te .
