Railroad building in the  West is be­
ing pushed with vigor. Idaho, W ash­
ington at d Oregon are l i te ra l ly  sw arm ­
ing witn surveyors. On a num ber  ol 
roads grade lias a lready been broken. 
The B url ing ton  proposes to s ta r t  soon 
to build west from Bill ings,  Mont. 
Tbe act iv ity  of the  Northern Pacific 
and O. K. & N. in to  th e  Clearwater 
valley, wheie considerable g iad ing  lias 
already been done, is well known. Tbe  
Northwestern  load lias broken grade 
from H un t ing ton ,  with the Seven Dev­
ils d is tr ic t  us the objective point.  A n ­
other road to tap  the same d is tr ic t  is 
in about tbe same direction. It is pro 
posed to run  tiiis line from Weiner, 
Idaho, along the  Snake river th rough  
tbe  Seven Devils country and on to 
Spokane.

And there  are others.
The  California, Nevada *  Oregon 

road, which has its te rm inus  at Ami 
lec, Cal. ,  is advert is ing  for graders. 
Its purpose is to push noth ward into 
Southern  Oregon near (loose lake. Its 
progress thereaf te r  Is problematical 
Ii is said however, t h a t  it will push 
notlieusterly past Burns  and towards 
Huuting ton  or Baker City.

There  is certain ly  plenty of terr i to ry  
in Southern and Centra l  Oregon for 
several railroads. In fact, those sec­
tions of tiie stute are en ti re ly  barren of 
any th ing  except rough stage lines. 
Such is tint condition of Malheur 
county, Harney county, Lake county ,  
Klamath ,  O ran t ,  Crook and Wasco 
each of wliiolr is as large as several 
KaBtern states.  The ra ilroads are all 
along the northern ,  eas tern  and west­
ern borders.

Tiie Columbia  Soutliern.now pushing 
southward from Antelope to Prinev il le ,  
will reach tbe  iieart of one p a r t  of Ore­
gon. and witli a system of feeders con hi 
dra in a large area of country. There  
is also ta lk  of extending the  Corvall is 
& Pastern  east from Albuny into the  
heart  of the  state . Then there  is t h .  
proposer! road of W. T. Burney  and 
Charles H. Scott to build  throng) 
M ultnomah, Clackamas, Marion an 
Linn counties, witli a branch to Mount 
Hood.

Nor does th a t  oover all the  actual and 
proposed railroad im provem ent in Ore 
gon even. T he  Nehalem  road from 
Astoria m ust  not he lost s ight of, and 
the proposed road to Tillamook. Con- 
iderable a lready haB been said about 

the  act iv ity  of surveyors along the  
north side of tiro Columbia ,  b u t  the  
fact remains th a t  lines are being run 
r igh ts  of way secured and gra le stakes 
set, which looks like business.

One of her passengers, W il­
liam P. Allen,  of  Seatt le,  who arrived 
here ton igh t  on the  steaniner Al-Ki,  
reports the Yukon river opened for 
navigation a t  Dawson May 17, nine  
■lavs later  th an  la- t  year. T he  tr ip  
was made with difficulty until  Lake 
Marsh was reached, where tire ice bad 
to he cut  in order to get through- He 
repoits  42 loaded scows a t  Tagish. 
Between Tagish  and Bennett ,  50 more 
were passed, all  loaded and hound fur 
Dawson.

Since tiie big fire, Dawson has been 
the  scene of business activity .  Saw­
m ills  have been ru n n in g  day and n ight,  
but have been unable  to supplv tire de­
mand for lumber.  Every man who 
can dr ive  a nail  lias secured employ­
m ent.

T b e  season is som ewhat backward 
th is  year and as a result  tire clean-up 
(Ii<l not commence un t i l  a short  t im e 
before Allen started out. He says 
w h a t  l i t t le  was known of tiie results  of 
tbe  olean-up was most satisfactory and 
claim owners were jub ilan t .  Many 
predic t th a t  the  o u tp u t  rtf gold t ins year 
w il l  iar  exceed the expecta tions of the 
most sanguine.

Allen  says the reported exodus from 
Dawson for Cape Nom e is m yth ical ,  
as tile news of the s t r ike  a t  th a t  place 
bad not readied Dawson when lie left.

R E T F lATED T O  IM US.

F i l i p i n o s  D r i v e n  t o  t h e  F o r t i f i e d  I n l a n d  
T o w n .

M anila ,  Ju n e  16.— T he  F i l ip inos  re­
treated  several miles southward after  
yes te rday’s engagement,  to tbe strongly 
fortified town of Imus. Tire she l ling  
of th e  American warships drove the  
rebels from Bacoor. T be  Americans 
control several more miles of the  coast.

He found the  
town full of white  flags, but there  
were no soldiers there. The  women 
and ch ild ren ,w ho  bad fled to the woods 
du r ing  tire bom bardm ent,  were cam p­
ing in tiie ruins cf their  homes.

T he  shells  had almost knocked the  
town to pioces. The  hig church was 
wrecked, and m any  buildings were 
ruined. Even the trees and shrubbery  
were torn, as if by a bail  storm.

Several hundred women and children  
came in to  tiro Am erican lines for 
refuge, and tiie road Iroin Bacoor was 
covered all day with processions of them  
on foot and in carts,  driving an im als  
and carry ing  goods on their  heads.

The ap penrance of the  battle-field 
testified to tbe fierceness of yes te rday’s 
l ighting. The trees along the river, 
between tbe lines, are almost torn 
down by bullets.  T he  American offi­
cers es t im a te  th a t  100 insurgents were 
killed and tha t  300 were wounded d u r ­
ing the engagement.

Tbe  next ba tt le  will ptohubly be 
fought a t  Imus.

T h e  American troops will soon con 
trol tbe  coast to Cavite.

W ashington, Ju n o  16.— The follow­

" M an i la ,  Ju n e  16.— A d jn tan t -G en -  
ernl,  Washington: L aw to n ’s troops
under Wheaton and Ovensbine occupy 
tire country south to Bacoor. l h e y  
have scouted westward and some d is ­
tance southward on the line of tb e  
Zapote river and tbe  Bacoor road. T be  
enemy appears to have retired on tbe 
is thmus,  abandoning tire bay country. 
The  f ighting yesterday was severe. 
Our loss was 10 killed and 40 wound­
ed, a majori ty  at tire crossing of Z a ­
pote river. Tbe  enemy was driven 
from heavy and well-constrncted in- 
t renchm ents ,  to which they held ten- 
Hcioiislv. T heir  loss is several h u n ­
dred, of  whom 60 were buried th is  
morning. They will not probably 
make any determined future stand in 
tire sou thern  provinces.  O T IS .”
