Now, it 
is probable I hat the tin plate and tiie 
plate glass combinations could be de­
stroyed by putting these articles on the 
free list, but when they are destroyed 
the thousands of people employed by 
these Industries would lie without ein- 
ploymentand the tens of thousands de- 
liending on the workers without bread. 
Would not that method of trust killing 
be very costly?

If a plan could he devised to prohibit 
the stock-watering which has character* 
ized the organization of all trusts, which 
seems to be the chief incentive to their 
formation, the real evil would be de­
stroyed. If Congress would give the 
Interstate-commerce Commission au­
thority to prevent discrimination in the 
transportation of freights, the most 
powerful trusts, like the standard Oil 
Company, would not he able to crush 
out competion. Fictitious capitalization 
and railroad discriminations are the 
evils to'be cured. There must bo reme­
dies, and the practical statesmanship of 
the country should be able to discover 
and apply them.—Indianapolis Journal

Certain persona are charging blindly 
that all the trusts which have been 
formed in recent years are combinations 
IntpirtdMn.l fostered by the protective 
tariff. Tho United States Flour Milling 
Cornpjyiy, stocked and bonded for ft 15,- 
000,005; file American Agricultural Com­
pany, a fertilizing combination, is cap­
italized.at $40,000,000 j the American 
bicycle trust, capitalized at $80,000,000; 
the cottonseed oil trust, capitalized a! 
$35,000,000; the ice trust, of Maine, cap­
italized at $00,000,000; tho national bis­
cuit trust,capitalised at $25,000,000; the 
halting jKiwder trust, capitalised at $20,- 
000,000, are a few of the moat conspicu­
ous combinations which, like tho fathei 
of all trusts, the Standard Oil Company, 
have no connection w hatever with the 
protective features of tho tariff; yet 
they are as vigorous and as fictitiously 
capitalized as the iron industries which 
have entered trusts. Legislation putting 
the products of such trusts on tiie free 
list would have no effect.

One of the protected trusts most cried 
out against is the tin plate trust. This 
industry is not ten years old. Its plants 
are said to lie worth $10,000,000, hut it is 
capitalized at $50,000,000. In its infanry 
this industry was ridiculed uud de­
nounced by Mr. Ilryan and his friends 
in Congress. Yet, Indore it became a 
combination it supplied the country 
with $20,000.000 worth of tin plates a 
rear, which was so much money kept at 
home and paid for home labor and ma­
terial which was formerly expended in 
Great Britain. When the industry was 
well established here the price* of tin 
plates were much lower than when 
Great Uri'ain controlled our supply. 
Even now, when prices have advanced 
somewhat with the advance of iron, tin 
pistes were more than 25 per cent, high 
er in 1887 and 1838, when factories in 
Wales suppled our market, than they 
arc st the present time.
