S k in n e r* «  C h e r ry  P i t t e r .

In a visit to E. H. Skinner's fruit farm 
out on the side of Chehalem Mountain 
on Wednesday Mr. Skinner with a force 
of hands was found busily engaged tak­
ing care of bis cherry crop. Although 
the crop is light this season he will have 
several tons of cherries and a moderate 
crop of French prunes. Not at all dis­
couraged at the light crop,,Mr. Skinner 
is going right along with the cultivation 
of his largo orchard and it is now in 
fine condition—much better in fact than 
the average garden.

The harvesting and marketing of a 
largo crop of cherries in localities where 
there are no canneries has been some­
thing of a problem, for cherries to be 
marketed green must be handled in 
picking and packing with great care, 
and of course the market for green fruit 
will always be, when the crop is heavy, 
somewhat limited. Dried cherries to 
bring the best prices must be pitted and 
here has been the rub again, but Mr. 
Skinner has successfully solved this 
problem by inventing a pitter that not 
only does the work well but does it rap­
idly. The Graphic will not attempt a 
description of this ingenious machine 
for it must be seen at work in order to 
realize just wbat it will do. Some im­
provements have been made over the 
machine he used last year and it is now 
a great success. Heretofore Mr. Skinner 
has claimed that it would pit two tons of 
cherries in a day but now he finds that 
it will go a ton better than that and turn 
out three tons. He certainly has a most 
excellent thing in this invention which 
he has been years in bringing to its pres­
