Woodbury Lowery, of Washington, D. 
<;. A distinguished ancestor, Daniel 
Woodlmry of New England, once held 
the position of secretary of the treasury, 
umler Jackson, and was afterwards 
justice of the supreme oomt. Mont­
gomery Ulalr. a cabinet officer during 
the administration of Lincoln, was of 
tire same family.

Tlie romantic courtship of the duke 
and ducliess of Arcos began over 20 
years ago. At that time he was 
young Count Hrunetti, of the Spanish 
legation in Washington, an under secre­
tary, whose admiration for tire beauti­
ful Miss Lowery resulted in an engage­
ment, to which tire parents objected on 
aeoount of tlie youth of their daughter, 
and tlie fact that Count Hrunetti was 
apiHrinted to u remote South American 
post, where months were requited to 
•end a communication.

The engagement was of 20 years’ 
duration, and Count Hrunetti in that 
time inherited estates and a title in 
Spain. When lie returned to Wash­
ington lie found Miss Lowery even 
more beautiful in tier maturity than 
when he had left her. Mrs. Lowory, 
who was an invalid, died shortly before 
the wedding of her daughter, which 
occurred in August, 1805, at tlie sum­
mer home of tlie family in New Lon­
don, Conn., and was quietly celebrated.

W a sh in g to n  State F a ir .
Tlie Washington state fair commis- 

tiou at North Yakima, has completed 
the premium list, and the book is in 
the hands of the printer. It has been 
revised ami enlarged to o ver, as fur us 
possible, all the industries of this great 
state, ami Induce exhibits of products 
from the Pauifio Northwest. The list 
has been increased by adding many ar­
ticles of home production, and the 
prizes more than doubled, to insuie 
greater displays of native resources. 
The commission recognizes the neces­
sity of honest competition in farming 
and dairying, fruit and vegetable 
growing, ranch and range productions 
and all lines of progress in the field 
and factory. While the state fair has 
not yet reached perfection, the earnest 
oo-operation of all interested will make 
of the fourth annual exhibition, the 
best of its kind ever held in the state.

Many excellent exhibits are promised 
from the leading sections of tlie state, 
and Oregon and British Columbia, 
will be well represented. The race 
coiuse is in fine condition and several 
liorses are now training for tlie speed 
contests, for which laige purses will be 
offered. The commission offers «10.- 
000 in premiums for the various exhib­
its and races. Special rates have been 
obtained from the railroads, and excur­
sions will be ran from the cities of Se­
attle, Spokane, Tacoma and intermedi­
ate points. The merchants and manu­
facturers have contributed liberally in 
special premiums and with the pros­
pect of ernormous crops there is no 
reason why the fair should not be a 
complete success.
