F  L. Rice, ol South Bern), and J .  B. 
Nice, of Uuthlsm et,  who coin pone the 
W ashington a ta te  boundary oouiiniaaion 
appointed by Governor Rogers to inves- 
ti|{ate the  d ispu ted  boundary l ine  be­
tween Oregon and W ashington, have 
completed th e i r  work from th e  m outh 
of the  Columbia  r iver to Tongue Point .  
They find th a t  vaat and va luable  tracts 
of t ide  lands heaidea valuable  fishing 
and seining grounds, w h ich  are now 
cla imed and taxed by Oregon, are in 
W ashington according to the  law e s tab ­
lishing the  terr i tory  of W ashington and 
defining the boundary l ine  between it  
ami Oregon to be the  center  of the  
m ain  sh ip  channel  of th e  Columbia  
r iver.  T he  in i t ia l  point a t  the m outh 
of the  Colum bia  is two miles from F o r t  
Stevens and four miles from For t  Can- 
hy on a line across the r iver connecting 
these two points.  Thence the  line fol­
lows the  cen ter  of the m ain  sh ip  chan­
nel,  which has remained practically  
the  same since the  boundary was d e ­
fined first, un t i l  the oonfines of W ah­
kiakum  county  are reached, where the  
com mission lays claim to considerable 
terr i to ry  now held by Oregon.

Off W ahk iakum  county  th e  main 
channel  was formerly up  Wooddy’s 
channel  through the  Cordell  channel 
ami thermo into Wooddy’a channel.  
Th is  was buoyed by the government as 
early  as 180!) and ran close to the O re ­
gon shore These channe ls  are not 
now in use, as the construct ion  of the 
je t ty ,  which was expected, according 
to the United  States en g in eer’s report , 
to scour them  out, in real i ty  tilled 
them  up and throw the  m ain  channel 
ovor on the  W ashington shore. This 
sh if t ing  of th e  channel has formed val­
uable  tide lands, Including the  well- 
known Miller anil Oliver sands, which 
the  commission c la ims for W ashington 
on the ground th a t  the  old channel and 
not the new one should be taken  us the 
d iv id ing line. This construction ulso 
th rows into W ashington terr i to ry  the  
Desdemona and Middle sands which 
have never before beeu c la imed by th is  
stute.

The  commission has made a p re l im ­
inary  inspection of the  boundary line 
up  the  r iver to a poin t  above The 
Dalles and from all  the ir  information  
i t  would appear th a t  Oregon claims 
and taxes every th ing  in sight ,  inc lud ­
ing some lands which have as high as 
100 famil ies  living on them.

If the  contention of the  com mission 
proves to be coriect,  over 00 per cent 
of g i l ln e t t in g  ground and nearly  u 11 of 
the  seining grounds on the  Columbia 
belong to Washington, and Oregon has 
no foundation to its claim of ju r isd ic ­
tion over Hand island, which has been 
the  cause even of bloodshed in years 
past.

Mr. Nice,  the  member of the com ­
mission from C'athlamet, has lived on 
the  river for over SO years and his per 
annul knowledge of the  location of the 
old chunnuls and his wide acquaintance 
with the  o ld-tim ers  on the  river are 
proving of great value.
