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F . F .  Sm ith, who U connected with 
the Goodn"ii»h M ercantile <& Stock 
Uonijiaiiy at Kl)fin, was a rei-eut visitor 
at Ka Grande, lie  reports business 
brisk in his locality. One of the bin 
outputs of the Elgin country is lumlx'r. 
Mr. Sm ith states that all the seasoned 
m aterial as liten shipped out, ami set 
oral of the m ills are shipping green 
sawed lum ber direct from the saws, so 
great ia the demand. There are six 
sawmills in operation in the vicinity 
• f Elgin, and it is estimated that the 
total shipments of lumber from those 
m ills during the past three mouths 
amounts to 8,000,000 feet. Most of 
the m ills will be kept in operation t ill 
the latest date poaaible, in order to 
keep np with the demand, w hich comes 
largely from Utah aud other points 
eastward.

Articles of incorporation for the Cedar 
H irer Iloom it  Lock mu Coni|>any, wit 
a capital stock of $50,000, were till 
last week at New Whatcom, W ash. 
Tho ob ject of the corporation is to 
catch, !>oom, sort and hold lumber 
logs, piling, shingle bolts and any aud 
all other timber products. To erect 
lumber and shingle m ills aud oja-rate 
same, to own or acquire tugboats for 
towing or transportation, etc. The in­
corporators of this company are Daniel 
I I .  De Can, of New Whatcom, who 
owns several m ills on the Sound, and 
John F. Dufur, recently of Ashland, 
W is. The com ¡tiny w ill erect a large 
shingle m ill at South Bend, w ith a 
capacity of -50 ,000 shingles a day. 
The plant w ill be located on either the 
Siler m illsite or the Koye & MeCleary 
site, and work on the erection of the 
m ill will begin some time during the 
next month. The company ha# already 
bought several claims on Cedar river.

B o o t  S u g u r  P l a n t .

There is a strong probability that 
persons at the head of the Oxnard Beet I 
Sugar Company, m Nebraska, w ill es­
tablish a plant in the BoiS« valley. 
Idaho. Mr. Oxnard and associate- 
have secured an option on the stock ot 
the Ridenhaugh canal, the property j 
covering 12,000 acres of land owned by ; 
the canal company. The sugar com­
pany sent an expert into that region 
during the past s>am er, a gentleman 
named W einrich. He spent three 
months in investigating various loca­
tions in Idaho, Washington. Oregon 
aud Northern U tah, and reported to 
his principals that the Boise-Nampa 
valley was better adapted to th* pro­
duction of sugar lieets than any other 
section he visited. I t  seems likely 
that the people w ill endeavor to colon- 
ire  the lands owned by the canal com- 
j-any, as it is necessary to have great 
nu m ler of fanners growing beets in 
order to assure success for a large 
manufacturing plant. If the factory is 
built at Nampa it w ill be a great help 
to that place, but wherever it may be 
erected it w ill become a jiotential fac­
tor in the future development of the 
entire valley.

N o m e  C l a i m « .
In  view of the wealth of the Cape 

Nome claims, and the en rmotis num­
ber of would-be claim ants, it seems 
fair and equitable that the size of the 
claim s should tie reduced. This is the 
belief of the m ajority of Alaska pros­
pectors, and a number of them have j 
signed a petition to be sent to the i 
United States senat rs and congressmen 
of Washington asking that legislation j 
lie enacted making 500 feet square the ! 
legal size of a mining claim in Alaska, 
and forbidding locating claims by | 
power of attorney. This latter abuse 
the 1 petitioners affirm, is parti, ularly 
detrim ental to the prospectors, pre­
venting hundreds of men from getting 
locations, and enabling others armed 
w ith power of attorney, legal or other­
wise, to secure valuable ground often 
m iles in extent.
