President Felix Faure of France, Garret 
A. Hobart, Vice-President of the United 
States, and Robert G. Iugersoll; /rent 
street cur strike at Cleveland and labor 
riots at Puna aud Carterville, 111.

W a ll S treet Su ffered , H ot G en era l Busi­
ness W as G ood .

R. G. Dun & Co.'s weekly teview  of 
trade Nty*: The worst day iu W all
street in many year* was in part the 
legitimate result of the beat year in 
busines* ever known. Recause the 
country had prospered bo greatly and 
so expanded its business that it could 
no longer afford to have many m illion« 
locked up in currying stock* represent­
ing imaginary value«, the question 
was not one of monetary supply. When 
the country found ample use for it* 
capital in regular trade and productive 
industry, a contraction of loan« became 
necessary, which would have been 
more painful i f  the volume of stock* 
had been larger.

The business of the country close to 
the holiday« is necessarily «m ailer than 
it has been, and yet larger than at the 
same date in any other year. E x­
change* through principal clearing­
houses for the week have been 33.7 
larger than last year, and 50.4 percent 
larger thau in 1892, including 32.1 per 
cent gain in payments outside New 
York. There was not even a suspicion 
of unsouudness in any considerable 
branch of industry or trade, the ex 
traordinary expansion in some being us 
well warranted as the material gain 
in others.

Cotton suffered in speculation for a 
day with stocks, but the great decrease 
in receipts from farms since September 
— over 1,600,000 bale*— gives strong 
support to prices, as does the increase 
of 200,000 bales in takings by spinners

Wheat has fallen both in foreign de 
maud and in prices, in «pite of still 
larger loss in Western receipts, for the 
week only 3,806,286 bushels, against 
7,340,170 bushels last year.

Failures for the week have been 220 
in the United States, against 258 last 
year, and 26 in Canada, aguinst 31 last 
year. ___________________
