The fa te  of the assassin. John Wilkes 
Booth, is too well known for repetition— 
shot down like a dog. as be was, in 
burning barn.

Many have not followed the end of oth 
ers indirectly associated with the tragedy 
The stricken widow of the m artyred 
1‘resident passed the balance of her days 
in melancholia and madness. Of the 
guests who were with her in the box that 
night, one slew the other and ended bis 
own life a maniac.

By a curious coincidence, even Sergt 
Boston Corbett, who shot Booth in the 
barn, became insane and was afterward* 
routined in a K ansas asylum.

April 14 Juat th irty-three year« 
rill have passed since President 

Lincoln was shot down in Ford 's 
T hea .er, W ashington, by John Wilkes 
Booth. The excitem ent all over the L)lilt­
ed S ta tes to-day. caused by the w ar scare, 
brings to mind the thrill of horror und 
excitem ent th a t passed over the country 
th irty -th ree  years ago, when, ju st as the 
minds of the people had become settled 
a f te r  four years of war, the country was 
startled  by the  announcement of L in­
coln’s assassination.

Announcements had been made in 
W ashington pa|>ers that President L in­
coln and Gen. G ran t, accompanied by 
their wives, would visit Ford’s T heater 
(now a pension office) on the evening of 
April 14.

Gen. G rant found It necessary to visit 
Burlington. N. J .. on that memornble 
14th of April, and he accordingly sent to 
President Lincoln a note of regret at his 
inability to accompany him to the the­
a te r  that evening, leaving W ashington on 
the  0 p. m. train .

To Schuyler Colfax, then Speaker of 
the House, the President extended an in­
vitation to attend the theater as late as 
8:10 p. m„ for It was not until then that 
the President’« party left the W hite 
House. President Lincoln m anifested a

m istake or the exercise of an Imperti­
nent curiosity. Uukuown to the presi­
dential party, Booth bad, during the day, 
bored a bole through the door of the box 
for observation or perhaps to tire through.

At 10 p. m. Booth again entered the 
box, quietly holding a pistol in one hand 
and a knife, or dirk, in the other. MaJ. 
Itatbbone rose and asked this intruder 
bis business. Booth rushed past the 
M ajor without making n reply and, plac­
ing his pistol close to the P resident’s 
head, actually lit contact with it, bred, 
and instantly sprang upon the cushioned 
baluster of the box, when he made a 
backward plunge with his knife, aimed 
at the  face or breast of Mr. Lincoln. 
M aj. ltathbone, springing forward to pro­
tect the President, received the stab  in 
his arm .

I t  was tow ards the la tter part of the 
play. Perfect stillness reigned through­
out the house. The audience listened to 
the dialogue between Florence Trenchnril 
and May Meredith, when the pistol shot 
rang through the theater. It was appar­
ently fired behind the scenes on I he right 
of the stage, and it was accepted by the 
audience as an introduction to some new 
passage, several of which bad been in 
terpolated in the early part of the play.

Booth had been noted as a leaper, bav-

leaps iu his repertoire of characters. He 
leaped nine feet dowu on the stage, but 
his spur caught in the flag decorating the 
front of the presidential box and as he 
reached the stage he fell, recovering him­
self in a wonderful way, though his leg 
was broken. He bounded across the 
stage, pushing past Miss Laura Keene, 
who stood near the prom pter's desk, 
striking her on the hand with his own, 
still holding the dagger. As he crossed 
the stage Booth cried out, dram atically, 
“ Sic tem per tyrannis!’’ ami “ 1 have done 
it!" Once through the side scenes Booth 
quickly escaped by the rear door of the 
theater, where a horse aw aited him, its 
bridle held by an employe of the theater 
wt\oni Booth rewarded with a kick, his 
agony from his broken leg being intense.

Meanwhile the shrieks of Mrs. Lincoln 
made clear to the audience the nature of 
the horrible crime that had just been per­
petrated. Fandemonlum reigned. Worn 
en cried, men hollowed aud children 
screamed. Miss Laura Keene advanced 
to the footlights and called out: “ For 
God's sake, have presence of mind! Keep 
your places and all will be well!"

Miss H arris called to Miss Keene to 
bring some water, which the actress did, 
ta d  afterw ards accompanied Mrs. Lin 
coin to tflb house opposite, to which the 
unconscious President was at once re­
moved. It was found that he had been 
shot through the head, above the back of 
the temporal hone, aud that some of the 
brain was noting out and that death was 
Inevitable.

W ithin a comparatively short time the 
terrible news had spread all over W ash 
ington, and by midnight every member 
of the cabinet, except Reward, whose own 
life was attem pted, had gathered at the 
bedside of their dying chief. Mrs. Lin 
coin was present, prostrated with grief, 
and other member* of the family. Sens 
tor 8um ner. Speaker Colfax, military o f­
ficials of the W ar Departm ent, several 
generals and physicians, the la tter In 
eluding 8urgeon General Barnes, who 
had from the first assisted Dr. Stone, 
the P resident's family physician.

President Lincoln never recovered con 
tciousness. As day dawned his pulse 
failed and a look of perfect peace over­
spread his features. At ?:'«&! a. m. he 
cessed to breathe. Itcv. Dr. Gnrley knelt 
down and prayed and Bee ret ary Htantoa 
broke the silence which followed with the
