TUE DAIRY TYPE.

A Paper read before the Chehalem Dalry-
men's Association.

The dairy cow is a machine for con-
verting food into milk, In order for her
to do this successfully she must be al-
most the opposite [rom the beef breeds, |
as beel cattle convert thelr food into|
beel, In selecting a dairy cow we first
look at her from in front and seo that
#he has a nice horn, amall neck of good
length, head rather lean, and widlens
from shoulders back to hips. Next pass
around to the side, here we notice her
rise on back from shoulders to tail, and
descond on belly, making her wedge

shape. She should be by all means
large barreled with gool digestive or- |
gans, 8o that she can work up large |
quantities of rough feed and convert it |
into milk., The more she will eat if the I
right kind of a cow, the more profit
there is in keeping her,

It takes a certain amount of feed 1o
keep the animal alive, and all she will|
eat above that amount should be Cﬂl’l‘i
verted into milk. This explains why ai
cow should have a large stomach capae- |
ity. We are liable in selecting a wedge |
shaped cow to select one with a weak |

good lung capacity. The next point we
should notice is the udder, first It
should be large, extend well up behind, |
run lorward well, it should be broad and |
have four well placed teats, set wide
apart, of good sise and extend straight
down, We now approach the cow and
place our hand on her. The hair should
hide should feel like a
glove.

found in the breeds that have been bred |
that way for hundreds of years, Of

course there are exceptions to all rules.

We may find a good dairy cow among

the beel breeds but from that one, we

may have to ruise a dozen heifer calves

before we get another good cow.

Even though the all purpose cow is a
good dairy animal, it costs mmore to keep
a thirteen hundred pound eritter tl:an‘
one that weighs eight hundred and fifvy
pounds. Il it reqnires feed according to
weight it will cost two thirds as much to
keep the eight hundred and fifty pound
cow as it does the thirteen hundred
pound cow, 8o if the dual purpose cow
is equal to the dairy cow in making but-
ter it costs one third more to keep the
critter alive. We will say the cost is
one anid one-fourth cents per day more,
or $4.50 per year, for eight years or the
average time the cowa would be in their
prime, $36.48, You may say the calves
are worth more from the all purpose
cow and she is worth more for beef, The
heifer calves from the dairy cow will
most all make good dairy animale while
from the all purpose cow they will not.
The bull calves from the larger breeds
will be worth one third more for veal,
or about $3 each, and in eight years
there will be about four of them which
equale $12 more than for bull calves of
the dalry breed. The dairy cow is still
$24.48 ghead. You may get $24.48 more
for the beef from your dual purpose
