FARMING FOR ALASKA

O ra tn s , F la x ,  C lo v e r  and  V e g e ta b le s  
T h r iv e  S u r p r is in g ly —A ls o  G o a ts , 

S h ee p  an d  C a tt le .

One of the important repoita which 
has just been submitted to congress by 
the secretary of agriculture und ordered 
to be printed deals with the agricul­
tural investigations in Alaska. It is 
important because it brings out some 
facts in regard to the agricultural capa­
bilities of our vast Northern territory, 
which will astonish those who have re­
garded it as a useless ice box, which at 
most, was valuable only for the goid it 
might contain or for the fur and fish it 
yields.

These investigations, as far as they 
have gone, indicate that it has latent 
capabilities which, when developed, 
may sustain a large jiopulatiou and 
make it a prosperous state. And why 
not? The little country of Finland, 
which lies between Sweden ami Hussia 
in the same latitude and is less than 
one-fourth the size of Alaska, has a 
imputation of 2.500,000 and exports 
both grain and livestock, as well as 
vast quantities of dairy products. The 
author of the report, Professor C. C. 
Georgeson, who has charge of the in­
vestigations, brought to Washington II 
varieties of spring wheat, a dozen 
varieties each of barley and oates, and 
also rye, buckwheat and flax, all of 
which had matured at the experiment 
stations at Sitka and Kenai,. in the 
Kenai peninsula. The re|>ort states 
that red clover lived through the winter 
at Sitka, made a luxuriant growth 
und matured seed, ami that vetches 
aud other forage plants did equally as 
well. A ll of ttie common hardy veget­
ables were grown to perfection, some 
cauliflower at Kenai measuring 14 
inches across the head.

A statement by the superintendent 
of the Alaska Commercial Company in 
regard to his company’s experience 
with livestock at Kadiak is of more 
than passing interest, because it reveals 
possibilities in tbe stock industry 
which are bound to bo of much impor­
tance in the future development of the 
oountiy. The company has for many 
years kept cattle, sheep and Angora 
goats on some of the sniull islands near 
the town of Kadiak. On one of these 
islands it was not found necessary to 
feed or shelter the cuttle at all, winter 
or summer. Year iu and yoar out they 
lived iu the open and were maintained 
solely by the native grasses, which arc 
abundant in all of Southwestern 
Aluska. The herd increased yearly 
about 75 per cent of the breeding cows. 
A flock of Angora goats increased 00 
per cent annually and gave very good 
results iu mohair. A Hock of sheep 
has been kept for the past 10 years on 
pasture, the year around. 'J he in­
crease was something over 00 per cent, 
and the clip averaged about five 
pounds of wool per head yearly. There 
seems to be no doubt that animal hus­
bandry can be successfiilly prosecuted 
in different parts of Alaska.

Land for agricultural experiment sta­
tions Iihh been reserved Ht three places 
in the coast region; namely, at Sitka, 
Kadiak and Cook Inlet, and develop­
ment work was begun the past season 
at Sitka ami Kenai. A headquarters 
building was erected and partially com­
pleted at Sitka. It is to contain 
offices, laboratory, library aud quarters 
for the person iu charge. Most of the 
scientific work w ill ho done at Sitka.

The stations are equipped with work 
oxen and ull the tools necessary [or 
pioneer furming. The report enumer­
ates also the lines of experimentation 
which ure of chief interest to that 
country. They include those which 
relate to the improvement of tho soil, 
the selection aud improvement of small 
grains, experiments with vegetables, 
ttie introduction of fruits and experi­
ments relating to the various branches 
of livestock industry.

N o r th w e s t  N o tes .
An opera bouse to cost $12,500 and 

to have a seating capacity of 1,000, is 
to be erected at Albany, Or., this year.

Mrs. .lane Kees, who died near Leli- 
auou, Or., left an estate valued at ulxiut 
$120,000, mostly iu money. She left 
no children, and the money goes to her 
brothers aud sisteis.

The hoisting engine at the govern­
ment woiks at Bandon, Or., was crush­
ed to smithereens. A big blast was 
set off. und a rock weighing 35 tons 
fell on the engine, fairly pulverizing it.

Fairhaveu, Wash., claims to have 
not only the largest salmon cannery in 
tile world, but also tbe largest sinugie 
mill, and the daily capacity of the lat­
ter is now being iucreased from 600,- 
ooo to TOO,000.

A. C. Petty*, ex county assessor of 
Morrow county. Or., who has a line 
farm and orchard three miles east of 
kme, is of the opinion that tho late 
frost Injured the peach crop. Ills 
trees were nearly iu bloom when tiie 
frost came. lie also states that the 
eodlin moth was doing a great ileal of 
injury to his orchard.

Pendleton, Or., w ill have a Chinese 
voter at the June election by tho name 
of F.ug Chung, who was born in San 
Fraueisco. He is well educated and 
reads aud writes the F.iiglish language 
as well as the average American, and 
to hear him talk without seeing him it 
would lie impossible to say that he was 
not an American.

A Hl-year old Itoy has been anvsted 
in Spokane charged with bicycle steal­
ing. lie confessed that he hail stolen 
nine of the ten wheels reported stolen 
in February.

The average wages paid in the lumlier 
and shingle mills of Washington is 
a I suit $2.78 per day. Tho lowest 
wages paid is for firemen, who receive 
$1.75 per day. The highest are re­
ceived by head sawyer and lock- 
keepers, their compensation being $i 
l>er day.

The Northern Pacific taxes in Walla 
Walla county weir $3,254.90, aud the 
money has beeu paid.

The Daniels creek railroad, to be 
built by the North Bend Mill Com­
pany, to tap a t«ody of over 5,000 acres 
of timlier land which the compauy 
recently came into |sissession of, is 
now an assumed fact, says tho Marsh­
field, Or., Sun. All of the important 
right of way has l>een secured, and th* 
first length of road to tie built will )<• 
six miles. The road is to be broad 
gauge, ami the engines and tolling 
•lock have been ordered from tbe Eaet

Bradstreet’i says: Stormy weather
has retarded the development of spring 
trade at many markets, interrupting 
telegraph and railway communication 
and nearly checking the movement of 
merchandise. in prices, aggressive 
strength is still the feature of the cot­
ton and cotton goods market, while re­
tail lines remain steady. Food prod­
ucts, however, have weakened, and 
some raw materials, like wool and hide 
are quotable lower. Railway returns 
continue to reflect large gains over a 
year ago, though, as pointed oat last 
week, comparisons from nowon will be 
with better conditions in transportation 
matters than a year ago, and phenom­
enal gains are less likely of attainment'

That underlying business conditions 
are in a high degree healthful w ill be 
gathered from the fact that business 
failures for February are at a minimum 
as regards the number for that month, 
and liabilities, only slightly exceeding 
those of the same month a year ago, 
have shrunk to a phenomenally low 
jorcentage.

Wheut (including floor) shipments 
for the week aggregate 3,863,387 bush­
els, against 8,660,850 bushels last 
week, 5,815,585 bushels in the corre­
sponding week of 1899, 8,252,008 bush­
els in 1898, 2,075,435 bushels in 1897, 
aud 1,407,379 bushels in 1896.

Failures in the United States for the 
month of February number 745, with 
nggregute liabilities of $9,995.464, a 
decrease of 3.5 per cent in number from 
February a year ago. Liabilities are 3 
per ceut heavier, but assets are consid­
erably smaller than in the same period 
a year ago. Failures for the week 
number 178, against 168 last week, 170 
in the week a year ago, 232 in 1898, 
.’02 in 1897, and 270 in 1896.

The 
turn of another handscrew breaks tbe 
glass Uittle, allowing tlie caustic soda 
to (low out aud lie absorbed by a kuitteil 
network iu tbe bag to absorb the car- 
Umic acid exhaled, allowing the oxygen 
to be rebreathed, the apparatus being 
capable of furnishing oxygen enough to 
last from thirty to ninety minutes, as 
has beeu attested by numerous experi­
ments.
