Soma 
say they will do so and so rather than 
see tlie thing fail and vet so far they 
have done nothing to assist in securing 
tlie acreage required. A few have been 
heard from who say they want to sell 
their land and consequent ly they don't 
want to obligate themselves to cultivate 
beets. 1’ity tlie mnn who is so short­
sighted that, w hile lie wants to sell, lie 
can't see tiiat it is to his own interest to 
go to work to help bring about con■ li 
lions that will create a market (or,his 
land.
