The beet sugar meeting held in Cra­
ter’s hall last Friday evening was a 
source of great encouragement to the 
directors of the Development Company 
and those most intensely interested in 
securing the enterprise. Although the 
weather was such that the farmers did 
not attend very generally, the attend­
ance from town and immediate vicinity 
was very good. It indicated that the 
interest had in no way abated and that 
no such thought as failure was enter­
tained.

F. A. Morris, secretary of the board of 
directors, read an interesting and care­
fully prepared report of the work done 
up to date, by the directors. They have 
held eighteen regular and several special 
meetings, and have sacrificed much 
time and labor in behalf of the work. 
Of the $500 capital stock of the company 
$386 has been subscribed of which 
$237.50 has been paid up. This leaves 
stock subscribed but unpaid to the 
amount of $148.50. It is desired that as 
soon as possible this will be paid, and 
the remaining stock be taken up, that 
the work of the directors may not be 
hampered financially. The total ex­
penses have been $115.48.

Hon. Clarence Butt, gave an extended 
talk on his trip to LaGrande. From his 
observations of the enterprise there he is 
confident that there is no doubt as to 
the success of the industry if secured for 
this locality. Several short speeches 
were made urging renewed and increas­
ed diligence in the canvass for acrenge. 
Before the meeting was over several of 
the business men present subscribed 
acreage, about 100 acres in all.
