abroad. Continued dryness in the 
Northwest hat given  the spring wheat 
situation a less satisfactory ap i«arance 
and there it  lit t le  improvement noted 
in the winter wheat sections o f the 
central west. I t  is doubtful, however, 
i f  the dry weather has as yet really 
affected the Spring wheat, the chief 
com plaint com ing from the lum ber in ­
terests, which re|iort low  streams in ter­
f e r in g  w ith  the forwarding o f supplies.

The industrial situation is, on the 
whole, rather much better than for 
some tim e past, in  that new disturb­
ances are few er and some old ones have 
been settled. But practical tie-ups i>

hurt by the strike o f street ra ilw ay 
employes, and uncertainty at other 
c ities, particu larly in the build ing 
trade, has had an unsettling effect 
upon lumber.
