Tlie beet sugar industry of the North­
west promises to flourish without tlie 
stimulus of a state bounty or other ar­
tificial support. This is gratifying be­
cause an important industry is thereby 
put on a safe and honest basis and be­
comes an element of strength to tlie 
community. I t  will work out its own 
destiny as u wholesome agent of prog- 
perity, developing the resources of tlie 
country, g iv in j diversity to its prod­
ucts and a better balance to its com­
merce. Tlie beet growers as well as tlie 
sugar manufacturers, will lio independ­
ent of public bounty. .They will not be 
a drag on the taxpayers. There will be 
no questions to vex tlie future ns to 
when tho industry sliall cease to be “ in­
fant” and sliall lie compelled to stand 
alone or fall.

Of course it takes effort to establish 
these new industries, and they should 
receive every proper encouragement. 
This will come, however, through pri­
vate channel* and not through tho pub­
lic treasury. Therefore tho new industry 
will he adjusted to the conditions and 
demands of the country, on laws not 
made by Legislatures nor annulled by 
politicians. The people interested in 
tho business, in every branch of It, will 
lie educated to make it succeed on Its 
merits. This will make it a soureeof in­
dustrial strength, and not of political 
weakness. The greater part of this edu­
cation comes to tlie producer of the 
beets, as a necessary part of bis equip­
ment for milking his end of the business 
pay. Indeed, most of the effort expend­
ed in establishing the industry has been 
to get the growers interested, to get 
them to till their Ined so that it would 
yield the profit it ought to yield. In too 
many cases tlie inertia ol the farmer, 
who clings to wheat raising and grass 
growing because they seem to require 
less effort, is overcome with difficulty, 
lint it is being overcome, and with the 
result that usually follows tho closer 
working of natural resources. The pro­
ducer lliids it a good thing to mix more 
brains in his work.

In the (¡rand Rondo Valley of Eastern 
Oregon the raising of sugar beets has 
liecii demonstrated a success. In the 
I’alouse country of Washington also suc­
cess lias attended the growing of sugar 
beets for the mill at Waverlv, but not to 
the same degree ns in the Grand Rondo, 
because the industry is newer in W ash­
ington. The crop is gradually extend­
ing to the Umatilla country and the 
Walla Walla Valley, with every prom­
ise of proving a welcome relief from the 
bond of the singlo crop, wheat. In the
