N ye olden time they cel
ebrated “independence
day” and npot the
“Fourth of July.," The
change of name came
with the change In the
manner of celebrating
the anniversary of the
signing of the declara-
tion of Iindependence.
Many people deplore the
present method of show
Ing appreciation of oa-
tional freedom and deplore as well the
fact that the rising generation speaks of
the coming “Fourth” rather than of “In
dependence day,” a name so pregnant
with meaning, Perhaps the people who
‘deplore’ are right.

One of the signers on that famous
Fourth of July, 1778, declared on his
deathbed that he would like to sleep n
century, then wake np to find out how
future generations were celebrating Inde-
pendence day.
wish were to be granted, when he heard
the fish horns, the multitudinous snap-
ping of John Chinaman red wrapped ln-
ventions, the reports of the dangerous
torpedoes and dynamite erackers he
might be willing enough to hurry back to
the tomb,

When some stald New Englander finds
fault with the present method of cele-
bruting the nation’s birthday the nolse
making small boy may with good grace
tell him that New England's patron
knint, John Adams, recommended that
the day be recognized hy just such a din
ns young Amerfea In making, It Is true,
howeves, that Presldent John suggested
that the early part of the day should be
glven over to solemn acta of devotion.
Then he sald the day should be commem-
orated “with pomp, parade, games,
sports, guns, bells, bonfires and llumina-
tious from one end of the continent to
the other for evermore.” Of the first
celebration of a Fourth of July by the
continental congress Adams in writing to
his daughter sald: “The people shouted
and huzeahed In a way to strike vtmost
terror to every lurking tory. There was
a splendid Hlumination and while a few
surly houses were dark the show wounld
huve given King George a heartache.”

Hesslan Hand Played.

On this first oMcial  celebration of
Fourth of July by Congress that body se-
cured music for the day and at the same
time afforded the people a great chance
for amusement and laughter by forcing
the Hesalan band, which was captured
by Washington at Trenton the December
previous, to play in the publie square all
duy long. There s on record a fairly full
necount of an Independence day celebra-
tion whieh George Washington attended
ns the guest of honor, The eclebration

Character of Celebration Changes,

It was just about this time that the
character of the celebration of the anni-
versary of the birthday of American in-
dependence began to change.

Two or three days after
New York had given vent to lts enthusi-
astic feelings Boston celebrated. A Brit-
ish army ofMcer who was a prisoner in
the hub at the time wrole an account of
the rejoicings of the “deluded people.”
He was escorted by a band of patriots
to see the “golngs on” and confesnes that
be enjoyed the occasion as a break In a
rather monotosous life of captivity. The
crowd of Bostonlans tore down the lion
and the unicorn from the old headquar
ters of the British Government, after

OIL IN CALIFORNIA,

lAl Interview With &« Well Knowa DIl
| Expert.

| A well-known oil expert bas the fol-
lowing to say about the California oil
industry:

| The oil prodoction of Calitornia is |

now about 4,500,000 barrels annually.
Thls output is being increased very
| materially each month by the product
| of the new wells drilled to oil in the
| different distrjcts.
’ The question most frequently asked
| me, especially by capitalists and those
| interested or likely to be interested in
| 0il investments is: ‘‘ls there not a
possibility of overproduction of oil in
California?"’
‘ There are two main belts extending
| through the state, located on the east-
[ern and western shores of ancient, pre-
| historic seas. One of these produces a
black and essentially fue] oil, and the
other & green or gas oil,

The black or heavy oil makes an

ideal fuel, as has been provem by 20
‘ vears of experience in Russia and in
this countiy,
‘ In using oil as & fuel it is necessary
to exercise considerable judgment, and
to know what kind of oil as well as
what kind of a burner to use.

The two oils, the black and the
green, lie almost in two parallel belta
in California extending on the west
side of the San Joaquin valley and run-
niog north and sonth into northern and
southern California. There is likewise
i #lmilar condition on the east side ot
the San Joaquin more or less in evi-
lence as is shown by the outeroppings
and geological formation. The east
side of the valley, however, has not yet
been prospected for oil as has the west
side, where developments have already
been, and where by far the largest
amount of the oil output of California
is at present obtained.

It is true that many far-seeing capi-
talists have entered into the oil busi-
ness and have reaped rich financial re-
turns already, others have been too
conservative and are losing opportuni-
ties which are fast being taken up by
Eastern capitalists, who arerapidly ap-
preciating the chance California gives
for investments,

Many wells are now under way, and
new derricks are going up on every side,
and | am satisfied that many of these
new oil enterprises will be wonderfully
successful and that the financial story
of Oil City, in Fresno county, with its
dazzling vistas of millions already
made and not under prospect, will be
told and retold again and again in new
fields in the near future.
