W ILL  HONOR HEROIC DEAD.

C on fed e ra te « W il l  K rec t u M e m o r ia l 
a t  K icb m on d , Va.

The recent convention of Confederata 
veterans held at Louisville voted to ac­
cept with thanks the offer of 1100.000 
made by Charles Broadway Rouse of 
Mew York, formerly a soldier of the 
Confederacy from Virginia, for the pur­
pose o f erecting a memorial to the Con­
federate dead at Itlchmoud, Va. The 
Memorial Committee reported that tt 
hud secured pledges o f 3124,137.35 In 
addition, and that the prospect o f tala- 
lug an amount sufficient to make the 
total, including Mr. House's donation. 
*300,(XX) was excellent. I'pou these rep­
resentations Mr. House has authorized 
the Confederate Veterans' Association 
to draw upon him for the amount 
pledged by him at any time It may be 
thought advisable to begin the work. 
The Confederate Memorili! Association, 
which has tlie enterprise In hand, has 
elected Judge Ceoige L. Christian of 
Richmond, Va., as Its treasurer, and 
the memorial is to lie built In Rich­
mond, the heart-city o f the Confed­
eracy and the place where, for four 
years, the policies and plana were 
evolved In consequence of which the 
South was enabled to make so memor­
able a struggle against Inevitable de­
feat.

The definite arrangements for the 
construction o f the memorial do not yet 
appear to have been completed by the 
association, but Cenemi J. C. Under­
wood, the Secretary and superinten­
dent o f the work o f raising funds, has 
prepared plans (witty the approval of 
some members o f the executive com-

mlttee), and these plans were presented 
at Louisville.

Cencrul Underwood says of his plans: 
" I  have designed u memorial rotunda 
with a mausoleum dome and rooms for 
each Htste, wherein relics, records and 
various other archives umy be safely 
kept for nil time to come, and I have 
further designed suitable banging 
qiuce for u portrait gallery o f renowned 
Houthern leaders, and I personally pur­
pose to bestow upon the people o f the 
South twenty or more magnificent por­
traits, full size, in oil, b f distinguished 
Confederate officers, both civil and mili­
tary, ns soon ns a suitable place shall 
have been made to receive them. And, 
besides, 1 also present to you for in­
spection statue models o f President 
Jcffersou Davis aud General Robert B. 
Lee, the civil and military beads of the 
historic Confederacy, for the manufac­
ture of which in bronze 1, individually, 
propose to raise tlm requisite money, 
und, ns In the case of the portraits, to 
donate the same to the nssoelntion, to 
tie placed on either sid e o f the grand 
Might o f steps tp the portico o f the said 
proposed memorial building, provided 
such meets with your approval.

"The maximum estimated round cost 
of tlie design 1 propose is $300,000, uot 
including statuary and portraits, and 
calculating upon tlie building site being 
donated With the amount raised, 
those due, others promised aud antici­
pations reasonably based upon the 
hacking I have demonstrated, I am con­
fident o f being able to secure at least 
$300,000, and If my designs are ap­
proved and authority given me to pro­
ceed in accordance therewith I'll obli­
gate myself to construct the memorial 
building ns designed, with such mod­
ifications ns may lie found necessary to 
suit tlie building site to be selected 
and other essential requirements o f tlie 
ease In every particular.

“ My general plan Includes the plac­
ing by each State of two statues, either 
In bronze or marble, as may hereafter 
lie determined, to suit inside llnish of 
nudltorlum rotunda, and that the sev­
eral States shall select their heroes to 
be Immortalized, eaeh State hearing 
the expense o f such statuary (from *10,- 
000 to $12,000) representing its own 
heroes, Imt tlie portico statues and two 
pqiiestrlnu statues o f UeueraU J. K. U. 
Stuart aud N. It. Forrest I proiHise to 
secure by money to lie raised from out­
side friendly sources and already Imve 
assurances o f material assistance foi 
that pulpóse."

Braristreet’ssays: Distributive trade
is ilnll, seasonably so iu most in­
stances, and pi ices of manufactured 
products are generally weak, but ex­
ceptions to the former are found wheie 
crop conditions are exceptionally prom­
ising and in the clase of prices where 
tlie readjusting movement bas been 
overdone on the down side.

The upward rush of wheat prices 
culminated at the close of last week 
aud the reactions and the irregularities 
since, mainly due to heavy realizing, 
would mainly point to the movement 
having been temporarily at least over­
done. Adv ices from the North are of 
little more than half a crop of wheat, 
but estimates as to the outturn in bush­
els vary accordingly as the government 
reports of 316.000,000 bushels, or the 
commercial estimate of 200,000,000 
bushels in yield last year in the three 
states are used as a basis.

Sugar is at the highest price reached 
at this time for 10 years past, owing to 
the active canning demand and the 
strengthened position of raw.

The war in China is chargeable with 
the advance in teas, not only from the 
former country, but from Japan, some 
interruption in transjiortation being 
apparently looked for if the Asiatic 
trouble increases.

Heavy rains are complained of in the 
entire cotton belt east of the Mississip 
pi river, and the crop is generally " in  
the grass.”

Reports from the iron and steel trade 
are as pessimistic as ever. Nominally 
quotations at Httsburg are nnchanged.

Wheat, including Hour, shipments 
for the week aggregate 3,184,144 bush 
els, against 4,845,180 bushels last 
week.

The planting of waste land to trees

The land for late potatoes should be 
plowed deep and harrowed fine. The 
land should never ho allowed to form 
a crust before the plants are up. Run 
a harrow over the field, both before 
and after the potatoes are up. The 
seed may be planted about five inches 
deep and given level culture instead of 
hilling. Clover sod land is excellent 
for potatoes, and to avoid disease it is 

I best uot to plant potatoes on the same 
land twice in suoceseion. Frequent 
and shallow cultivatiou rather than 

j deep should be given.

Broom corn is scarce and high. The 
main crop is grown in Illinois. The 
brash is the salable portion, but some 
farmers also value the seed as au im ­
portant crop. The labor required for 
broom com  is about the same as for 
corn.
