VANCOUVER IHON PROPERTY.

Pennsylvauia Men Sald to Be Buylog
for Development,

Seattle, July 16.—Tne FPost-Intelli-
gencer states that mapagers of the
MeKeesport iron works, in Pennsyl-
viania, have been visiting the Pacific
const, and have secured sites for new
iron works at Port Angeles, alter an
unsuccessful attempt to locate in Vie-
toria, B. C. The beliel is expressed
that the iron deposits of Vancouver
island have attracted the attention of
these iron men and that raw iron will
be taken from Barclay sound, and else-
where in the islund, down to Port An-
geles for working. It is known that
the McKeesport iron men have secured
options on three properties in the Barce-
luy sound country, namely the Ander-
son Company, another owned by Wil
son, Braden, Irving and others, and a
third the property of Thompson, Bra-
den, Logan and Kains. An optiom his
been secured on these claims until the
end of the year, and before the begin-
ning of next month between 400 and
500 men will be taken uop to Barclay
sound to exploit its mineral wealth.

If development proves that these
properties are at all equal their prom-
ige, it will mean muoeh for Vascouver
island and for Vietoria, The proper-
ties in question rum about 72 per cent
in pig iron, a very high per centage,
and one which envoked enthusiastic
expressions from the visiting magnates,
From these the raw material for the
Port Angeles foundries will be drawn.

The Galena, one of the promising
claims on the Gordon river, pussed re-
cently under bond to a numberof East- ;

THE DULL SEASON.

Hallway Earnings Are Giood, However,
and Business Fallures Few.

Bradtsreets’ says: Bosiness is unus- |

ually dull at this season, and this year
no exception to the general rule is re-
warked. A review of the past six
months, however, gives little comfors
to pessimsts. Bank clearings, it is
true, are smaller by about 11 per cent
thun they were in the first halfof 1896,
but railway earvings are aboot 10 per
cent larger, and business failures,as re-
ported to Bradstreet's, are the fewest
reported for 18 years back, with liabil-
ities of falling trades the same, with
one exception, und that last year, since
1892, Winter wheat has about all
been harvested in the Southwest and
the yield there has bLeen very large.
Coploos 1ains in the Northwest, too,
have apparently worked some improve-
ment, judging from the more cheerful
tone of advices received from thence
this week.

Wool is dull and manufacturers are
supplying only actoal wants,

In manufactoriog lines dullness and
weakness are most marked in products
of iron and steel,

The settlement of labor troubles is
eflected in the better dewand for build-
ing materials at affected centers, while
rafus in the Northwest have allowed
white pine manufacturers to open their
works, aod give employment to many
thousands of men,

Sugar has been marked np again this
week, coffee is bigher, while tea holds
the full advance scored on the outbreak
of the Cainese troubles. Wheat, in-
cluding flour, shipments for the aggre-
gate 3,018,882 bushels, aguinst 3,184,-
144 bushels last week,
