D e m o c ra t!«  C a n t A b o u t  L in co ln .
A generation after the deatli of Abra­

ham Lincoln tho managers and speakers 
of the Democratic party claim to have 
new light on his character and to have 
placed themselves in sympathy with his 
teachings. It is, of course, a fraudulent 
campaign pretense contrived to influ­
ence the younger class of voters. A 
Republican wtio passed through the 
Lincoln era and witnessed the infamous 
treatment of the war President by the 
Democratic party dismisses with scorn 
tho sham encomiums rigged up to catch 
votes. There never was a man in this 
country who received such a deluge of 
foul Democratic abuse as Abraham Lin­
coln. From tho moment lie became a 
figure in national politics until he was 
struck down by tho bullet of a Demo­
cratic assassin lie heard from the Demo­
cratic paity only tho language of hatred, 
contempt and derision. Tie never an­
nounced a purpose or a policy that tho 
Democratic party did not antagonize 
with a ribaldry of epithet never equaled 
before or since. Tho Democratic press 
habitually referred to him ns an “ ape,” 
“gorilla,” “ tho apostle of miscegena­
tion,” “violator of tho constitution,” 
"Caesar,” “Nero,” “ ignoramus” and 
“ imperialist.” Lincoln never heard 
from flie Democratic party or its leaders 
during the war a single word not marked 
by bitter, uncompromising enmity.

As nn example, the year 1804, tho one 
preceding the end of tho war, may well 
be cited. Tho Democratic party held a 
national convention that year. It had 
hud a full opportunity to become ac­
quainted with Lincoln’s good points, if 
ready to admit that any existed. That 
convention met on August 29. The bat­
tle of Gettysburg hail boon won. Vicks­
burg had surrendered. Atlanta and 
Richmond were besieged. Presidont 
Lincoln was within less than eight 
months of his tragic end. It was the 
last chance of the Democratic party to 
offer him any token of respect. What 
it did was to declare that there had been 
“ four years of failure to restoro the 
Union by tho experiment of war, during 
which, under tho pretense of a military, 
or war power higher than the constitu­
tion, the constitution itself had been 
disregarded in every part, and public 
liberty and private right alike trodden 
down and tho material prosperity of the 
country essentially impaired.” The 
sumo platform denounced tho Presi­
dent’s action in the border states as 
revolutionary ; his war policy es an “ ad­
ministrative usurpation of extraordinary 
and dangerous powers” and tho treat­
ment of prisoners as a “shameful disre­
gard of duty.” Not ono syllablo of any­
thing except denunciation was offered 
President Lincoln by that Democratic 
National Convention though ho had 
been bearing the collossal cares of tho 
war to preserve tho Union for nearly 
four years.

Such were tho bouquots tho Democ­
ratic party threw to Abraham Lincoln 
in the last year of his life. He was 
murdered in tho following April by a 
group of conspirators all of whom were 
Democrats, and ono of tho assassin hand 
tried to kill (Secretary of State Howard 
at tho same time for the crime of serving 
in Lincoln's Cabinet. It takes unbound­
ed impudence for n Democrat to attempt 
to play the monitor with Republicans in 
regard to Lincoln.

“The first wedding at the White 
House was that of Miss Maria Monroe 
the President’s daughter, in 1820 
Hhe married Samuel L. Gouverneur, 
writes Rene Iiaclie, in the September 
Ladies’ Home Journal. “During the 
Huyes regime Miss Lucy Platt, a niece 
of Mrs. Hayes, was married at the 
Executive Mansion to General Russell 
Hastings. The most notable wedding 
celebrated at the White House was that 
of Nellie Grant, who was married May 
21, 1874, to a vouug Englishman 
Algernon Charles Frederic Hartorls. 
The only White House wedding In 
which the Chief Executive has taken 
the bridegroom’s part was celebrated 
Juno 2, 1880, when President Grover 
Cleveland married Frances Folsom,the 
daughter of his former law partner 
President Tyler married during his 
incumbency, but in New York.
