H ie sky is nut cloudless; but there 
has oeeu no backward movement of 
business this week. The chief draw­
back of the week has been the inteuse 
heat in tome sections of the West, 
which w as41.ore elhcient in retarding 
business than the lower temperature 
Lust, which is stimulating it.

Crop » (r ic e s  contiuue as cheerful as 
at any time lately, and the lalior situ­
ation shows no iiii|*iri*nt changes iu 
working iorces.

Prices are steady, hnt there ia talk 
of a decline, iierhaps $ 1 0  per tod, its 
steel rails shortly, to a basis at which 
it ia believed the railroads w ill he 1 
w illing to place orders for the ensuing 1 
years’ supplies. More good news comes 1 
"from the great iron centers, where 
bridge and boathuilders and makers of 
agricultural implements, stove» and 
cast iron pipe are all eager to secuni 
finished or partially finished material. 
Prices are auslaiued, and ill a few 
cases move upvtHrd. Iristi, generally, 
is already a aolid and better balanced 
market than for two months past.

Another sharp decline ha» taken 
place in the price of tin, but coppet is 
firm.

Wheat declined still further, touch 
iug the lowest price since early id 
J line.

Corn is steady, hut a drop last week 
makes the pr ¡sent price only four cents 
above that of 1899.

Factories are still working only part 
time in the Eastern hoot and shoe rtis- 
tricts, and it is evident that eHriler es­
timate» of accumnlated »took» were 
much to small.

There is more activity in the hide 
market and prices are sustained liv 
stri ng foreign quotations, activity iu 
Chicago by California tanners, and fa 
vurabie purchases of harness.

Pa ris  E xp os ition .

’ Paris, August 29.— The McCormick 
Harvesting Muchine Company, of Chi­
cago, has been awarded the grand prize 
on harvesting machines at the Paris ex­
position. This is the highest award.

The McCormick Company also re­
ceived the highest award, a gold med­
al, on binder twine, for the superior 

| quality of its product. Special twine 
: machinery from the celebrated McCor- 
| mick twine m ill was exhibited to the 
I jury and awarded a medal.

The McCormicks have received the 
 ̂ largest number of awards, as w ell as 
the highest awards made lo any Amer­
ican exhibitor. In addition to the 
grand prize on machines and gold med­
al on twine they have received two 
medals in the department of metallurgy 
for superiority in forming metals into 
special parts for machines; in the de­
partment of machinery a medal for fac­
tory machinery, and also silver aud 
bronze medals in other classes, six 
medals in all, besides the grand prize.

The international juries of the expo­
sition have recognized tiie great revolu­
tion wrought by McCormick machines 
and this large number of awards is a 
great triumph for America.

In addition to winning these awards, 
the gold medal and 200 francs, the 
single highest award for hinders was 
won easily by the McCotmick Binder 
at the field trial at Coulommiers on 
July 19, against a ll comers. This is 
the greatest and most important trial 
held in France during the exposition 
year.

An odd excuse for burglary was g iv ­
en by a one-legged boy, aged 14.

The most curious street pavement in 
the wolrd is that which hag recently 
been put down in Lyons, France.

As a pave­
ment glass is said to have greater re­
sistance than stone.
