tin 11 given the general industrial situa­
tion by the strike of anthracite coal 
miners and the possibility of wage dis­
pats in the iiou trails, with rather less 
actm ty in the latter industry, aud 
some increase of weakness in the prices 
of cruder forint, have given an apjiear- 
anee of ii regularity to the general trade 
and business situation.

the strength of cotton goods, though 
apparently in excess of that shown bv 
tiie raw material, has been regarded as 
indicative of confidence on tiie part uf 
manufacturers.

The premature ripening due to the 
hot dry weather is responsible for part 
of tiie heavy movements of cotton to 
market, but back of this, of course, is 
the desire to profit by the exceedingly 
good prices ruling. The rush of re­
ceipts has been too much for the hull 
movement, however, and the prices 
are materially lower on the week.

|{e|xirts of damage of grain in shock 
in tiie Northwest aud reinforced by 
Northwestern Inlying at Chicago, 
furnished the key to the advance of 
nearly 2 cents in wheat this weak.

Wheat, including Hour shipments, 
for the week aggregate 3,586,857 bush­
els, against 4,655,982 bushels last 
week.

It is probable that the metric system 

will be introduced before long in Rus­
sia; the hill which has been prepared 
to this effeot by the minister of finance 
has received the approbation of the 
state council, with the understanding 
that the university and the various 
scientific societies will give their 
assistance in the verification of 
the weights and measutes necessary for 
commercial use.
