His wealth, instead of flow­
ing into the maelstrom of some univer­
sity, goes where it is most needed, and 
best used—to the small colleges all over 
the country. Ten thousand dollars to a 
small, but deserving college is product­
ive of as much good as a million to some 
universities, and is appreciated far more. 
A gift to the big university enables a 
few to become specialists In certain di­
rections, while a gift to the small col­
leges enables the many to awake to a 
better realization of life—to breathe in a 
wider atmosphere. As a result, while 
the name of Rockefeller will be honored, 
tho name of Dr. Pearson will be revered.

The following editorial which appear, 
ed in the Oregonian a few years ago Is 
especially applicable just now, though 
we fail to notice anything like it appear­
ing at present in the columns of the big 
daily. "The proceedings of the legisla­
ture fully demonstrate the power of one 
man—that man is Joe Bliuon. Tho re­
publican party is Joe Situon and Joe 
Simon is the republican party. The 
time will come that there will bo such a 
revolution among the people of Oregon 
that the republican party in Oregon will 
be buried out of sight, If this one-man 
power contlues,” The peoplo would 
like to know when Harvey will reoelvo 
his second sight.

Always interesting, though often scan­
dalous, the senatorial lights which occur 
these weeks all over the country, give 
promise of uuusual interest and excite- j 
inent. One third of the U. 8. senate 
goes out evety two years, which leaves 
thirty vacancies to l>e filled by state ] 
legislatures. 8ome of these vacancies 
have already been filled this year, most­
ly in the Southern states, but eome of t 
the closest contests are now on In full 
heat. One of the notable struggles ia 
taking place in Illinois where eight or 
ten candidates are out against the pres­
ent incumbent, Shelby M. Cullotn. An-! 
othor is in Nebraska where there are 
two vacancies to fill and plenty of 
“ ready" material with which to fill| 
tlieni. In Tennsylvania, Quay ia mak- 
ing the fight of hia life, with chances 
slightly In hia favor. Other warm con­
tests are on in Colorado, Montana, Dela­
ware, Minnesota, Kansas, and—Oregon. 
Before these are all aeltled, some w ill! 
probably end in hold-ups nnd dead locks, 
with the result that the clamor for a 
direct vote of United States senators 
will increase in volume.

Cardinal Gibbons of the Roman catho­
lic church, gave an address at Balti­
more a few days ago in which he elo­
quently reviewed the past century. In 
the course of it he gaye utterance to the 
following words, which could hardly be 
improved upon, from a Quaker stand­
point: "May God so guide our legis­
lators and statesmen that they may 
never be betrayed Into intimating Euro­
pean governments by the establishment 
of formidable standing armies. God 
forbid that we, ourselves, flushed with 
recent victories, should ever become in­
toxicated with the wine of imperialism, 
but may we always follow the traditions 
of the fathers of the republic. Hitherto 
we exhibit to the world a beautiful 
spectacle. Europeans, accustomed at 
home to meet a soldier or gen d’arme at 
every corner, on arriving in this coun­
try have been filled with surprise and 
admiration that a nation of so vast an 
extent and with such an immense popu­
lation contains an army of only 2o,000 
men. They have been forcibly Impress­
ed that they can travel from Maine to 
California without meeting a single sol­
dier. They see that every citizen of the 
United States is a soldier without uni­
form, engaged in the active pursuits of 
life and ready at a moment’s notice to 
defend his country. They would feel 
that we are a strong nation, because wo 
cheerfully bow to the majesty of the 
luw and are not confronted and intimi­
dated by military straps. May this fair 
picture never be defaced.”

M R. I l l IT T 'S  V O T E  V O R  S E N A T O R .

The first vote for United States Sen­
ator which will be taken on next Tues­
day will be watched with a goad deal of 
interest and especially the vote of Hon. 
Clarence Butt.

Previous to the time tho county con­
vention was held last June Mr. Butt 
stated in very positive terms to a repre­
sentative of the Graphic that he consid­
ered Mr. Corbett to be too old a man for 
tho place, that he was friendly to Mc­
Bride and that between the two he 
would vote for the latter if he should lie 
returned to the legislature. Others say 
ho made similar statements to them.

The Corbett men throughout the 
country did all they could to prevent 
Mr. Butt’s nomination and on the day 
of the convention when he felt sure of 
Ills nomination he defied tho Corbett 
men to defeat him. He was easily nom­
inated and it was considered through­
out the country and stale as a McBride 
victory. IBs election followed, although 
some of the Corbett men throwed off on 
him at the polls.

The Corbett men are now claiming 
that Mr. Butt will vote for their man. 
Just what they huso their claims on 
they have not given out.

Butt as a conservative man anil one who 
would be so guarded in any statement 
lie might make to bis friends previous 
to an election that be would cheerfully 
and manfully stand by it afterward. 
The Corbett men are certainly mistaken 
on counting on Mr. Butt to help them 
out but his vote will be watched with a 
good deal of interest.

T H E  S f i n i r  «IV P E A C E .

It wuh discouraging before the out- 
| break of our war with Spain, and aiso 
> proceeding the British attack on the 
Transvaal, that so many clerical voices 
were raised for war and so many church­
es were made to ring with excited and 
exciting appeals to the war spirit. In 
both countries it was noticed as a re­
markable condition that ministers of the 
gospel and women were prominent I d 
urging war. No one has ever accounted 
for the enthusiasm for war that has 
been frequently shown by women. They 
cannot feel the rapture of the fight. 
They cannot take part in camp and 
march, and feel the shock of battle. 
They are liable to lose their protectors, 
their sons, their friends. The hard 
consequences of war fall heavily upon 
them. Yet on occasion they nro fore­
most in urging carnage. It will be re­
membered that when President Mc­
Kinley seemed about to get foi Cuba by 
diplomacy all that war finally secured 
the students of a young ladies’ seminary 
in New York wired him that course and 
savage telegram, “To bell with diplo­
macy.”

Perhaps this tendency, which seems 
unnatural in women, i$ natural after all. 
Women admire strength, courage and 
adventure in men, and fear that in long 
maintained peace these qualities tuay- 
deeline and get stale. Bo they are im­
pelled by the constitution of tbeir sex to 
urge a revival in the hard school of war.

We have never seen any explanation, 
psychological or otherwise, of the ex­
istence of a war spirit among the clergy. 
But |i t  is among them. It flashed up 
vividly before our Civil War, North and 
South, and when the struggle came 
Bishops put by tbeir shepherd’s crook 
and took up the sword to fight.

We are glad to read in the many ser­
mons that have been preached in this 
country on the meeting and the parting 
of the nineteenth and twentieth centur­
ies a reappearance of the spirit of peace 
on earth and good will toward men.

The pulpits of all the Christian sects 
have spoken for peace. Cardinal Gib­
bons has spoken for his church in very 
impressive language and has suggested 
much that may well bo studied by bis 
countrymen. His picture of a nation so 
devoted to order and law that the mail- 
ed hand is unseen in its affairs, and a 
large army is not needed in its admin­
istration, is one tiiat must impress the 
hopeful and thoughtful American.

Indeed the country may well begin 
now to encourage the dove of peace to 
return and nest among us.

Civilization should have better work 
to do than training men to kill each 
other. I'erliaps in a few years the world 
may advance so far that a peace confer­
ence may meet, deliberate and not be as 
barren of results as the last.

The Cardinal is too optimistic and 
kind to his own times in one respect. 
There is not much evidence to support 
his claim that war is more human than 
of old. It is true armies care better for 
tbeir wounded, und enemies in battle 
are equally served m the same hospital 
and by the same surgeon. But in Egypt, 
in South Africa, in our own stormy pos­
sessions nnd in China, the armies of 
Christian nations have charged against 
them offenses against humanity that 
rank with any which are recorded in 
history. Let the stain be removed by 
return to the ways of peace.

There are indications that this repub­
lic is ready to set the example. Our 
high-mil.ded policy in China, contrasted 
with the high-handed policy of others, is 
a cheerful sign. On that fur field spark 
and tinder have been dangerously asso­
ciated for months. I t has sometimes 
seemed sure that they would ignite a 
world wurfarer, involving Europe and 
Asia in a more sanguinary struggle than 
the world lias seen. But, thanks to the 
sense of humanity and equity at Wash­
ington, the crisis seems to lie passing, 
nnd the interests of jieace will be much 
advanced when it. finally disappears.— 
Bun Francisco Call.

I N D U S T R I A L  C O N S O L I D A T I O N S .

The consolidation of capital Into so- 
called trusts reached its highest devel­
opment in 1899, in which year the ag­
gregate capitalization of industrial com­
binations amounted to $2,500,000,001). 
Last year there was a marked decline in 
such consolidations, the aggregate cap­
italization being about $9-15,000,000. 
The chief cause of this decline was the 
enormous mass of industrial securities 
created the previous year, which so 
glutted the market that promoters found 
It almost impossible lo  induce under­
writers to finance tbeir projects, so that 
many attempted consolidations had to 
bo abandoned. The appearance of new 
competition also had something to do 
with it, though how potent an influ­
ence this exerted cannot easily be de­
termined. It is the judgement, how­
ever, of some careful observer* of the 
new competitive movement that while 
It has not yet attained its full propor­
tions, enough has already been accom­
plished to demonstrate that any fenr 
that American industry was to be dom­
inated by monopoly is with few excep­
tions needless.

The New York Journal of Commerce j 
says the history of combinations shows 
that the suppression of com potion Is al- 
most Impossible and where it seems to 
be effected it Is of brief duration. “Cap­
ital," remarks that pap«r, "is accumu­
lating with unprecedented rapidity; it 
must find Investment; it gin's into the 
fields where the trusts are reaping large 
harvests and where most of them are 
e s per ienoi n g some com pet I tion from con­
cerns not taken into the original com­
bination. The new concerns have two 
advantages; they are not over capital- 
ixed and overcapitalisation Is an advan- . 
tage only where the main purpose is 
stock speculation. The new concerns 
have the further advantage of having 
entirely new machinery. Tho new 
combinations have absorbed plants 
much of whore machinery is old. The 
competitors have the latest machinery 
there ia." The opiuiou of the Journal

of Commerce ia that the combination as 
a manufacturer of common stock9 for 
purposes of speculation has had its day, 
that combinations will hereafter be 
formed primarily for economic reasons, 
but of these it has been proved that 
competition is almost impossible of sup­
pression and the economies of central­
ized control have been overestimated.

It may be a sound view that most of 
the industrial combinations are doom­
ed to eventful failure, under the oper­
ation of natural economic laws which 
they appear to violate and from the 
force of competitiop, but it would seem 
to be unwise and unsafe to leave 
wholly to these agencies the solution of 
the trust problem. Something may 
certainly lie done through legislation to 
regulate the combinations aud to at 
least lesson the power for oppression 
and exaction they now possess. Nat­
ural economic laws will assuredly assert 
themselves in time. Doubtless it is not 
possible, in most cases, to entirely sup­
press competition. Yet much can be 
done to protect the public against the 
rapacity of the monopolistic combina­
tions by judicious legislation and the 
demand for this should be heeded by 
congress and by the state legislatures.
