On tbe morning before tbe election of 
senator tbe Portlaod Chronicle chirped 
oat, “ I t  is a rare genius that can play a 
lone hand in Oregon politics and win 
oat.”  Bo rare a genius it proved to take 
that though that lone band was also 
“ fa ir’ band, it found Itself clean out of 
tbe game in tbe show down.

A* a sort of afterthought we suppose, 
be Statesman says there is no function 
' our gpvePnment so corrupting to the 

^«ople af an election q{ a United States 
senator by the present method. No one 
is better situated to speak thus from ex­
perience than tbe Statesman, so we feel 
Inclined to take its word for it.

Tbe anti-cigarette bill failed of pas­
sage before the legislature, the members 
balding that it might be held unconsti­
tutional, being an “ infringement upon 
tbe right» of others I”  If they had been 
a little leu skeptical, passed tbe bill 
and given tbe measure a fair trial, there 
would have been no barm done and peo­
ple In general would else up that legis­
lative body more «heritably.

' Jostioe David Brewer of tbe supreme 
court of the United States rigidly tells 
tba people uya an exchange, that the 
hatchet-destroying women of Kansas are 
the logical reanlt of potting laws on the 
statute books, then failing in a reason­
able enforcement thereof. The officers 
would not perform tbe duties which 
they took oath to execate. Under such 
circumstances who will say that the 
private citisen has not the right to move 
against open violation oi tbe law?

Tba long drawn out senatorial fight at 
Salem resulted in the election of Hon. 
John H. Mitchell which took place at a 
lata boar on Saturday night. The partic­
ular* regarding the vote will be found on 
tbe first page. Since MoBride could not 
be elected the Graphic is well plensed 
with the result. Senator Mitchell lias 
seen long service in the senate and even 
bis enemies concede that be Is always 
on the lookout for the best interests of 
Oregon. For two weeks sentiment had 
baen changing very rapidly in his favor 
and many people who had before been 
opposing Mitchell were earnestly hoping 
that be would be elected. The final end­
ing of the forty day'« struggle was very 
fortunate for Oregon.

Last year's prune crop was considered 
a rather poor one in Oregon, and still 
that crop is far from being disposed ol 
yet. The question arisos, what would 
gipweis have done with a good yield on 
their bands. A California paper puts it 
rather dlsconragingly that, “ The prune 
growers can do one of four things. They 
can borrow money to pay the ro9t of 
pushing the sale of prunes, or 
they can advance it themselves, or they 
ean fritter away valuable time waiting 
for it to come in, or they can sell their 
prunes at ent rates and ruin tho market 
for several years to come, or they can 
do nothing at all, which would have 
about tbe name effeot.”  Now that we 
can raiae tbe prunes and very success­
fully evaporate them tbe problem is to 
gat people to eat them. What Is needed 
is a “ campaign of education," in which 
people will be taught that it is a condi­
tion of health and satisfaction rather 
than of reproach, to be “ full of prunes" 
—especially when Oregon grown.

L K a D B R a a i r  i n  a  d e m o c r a c y .

For some reason or other adissenssion 
has baen started in the English papers 
over the clause In the English church 
catechisms defining as s part ol tho 
duty laid oo each child to ordor myself 
lowly and reverently to all my “ betters." 
Whatever of truth there may be wrapped 
up in these words—and there is a great 
deal mors thau.modern Demos Is will­
ing to admit—the phraseology is un­
doubtedly archaic, and suggests condi­
tions of eooial surbordination that arc

any emperor, king or president. On 
the whole, thus far he lias displayed an 
admirable reserve and even conserva­
tism in tbe existence of his power. The 
real danger to modern civilization lies 
in the possibility of Ids listening to 
tboee who tell him that he is inherently 
an allwise and god-like being, whose 
passing whims and impressions are to 
be tho final word on every question 
which Is discussed. We are all familiar 
with ihe demagogues' fulsome llaltery 
of the “ Peepul,”  and we know by sad 
experience that they are occasionally 
thus able to climb into places of influ­
ence and power. But though, as Lin­
coln, said, they can fool some of the peo- 
pie all of the time, and all the people 
sometimes, the rapid growth of intelli­
gence and education effectually prevente 
them from fooling all of the people all of 
the time. The heart and conscience of 
tbe people are always right. They in- 
atinctively know, moreover, their own 
limitations and deficiencies, and were 
they left to themselves they would only 
act in important matters through the 
counsel of those competent by wisdom 
and character to do what ought to bo 
done for them. The words of the cate­
chism, “ To order myself lowly and rev­
erently to all my betters," may seem at 
Amt only imperfectly to descrilie this 
attitude of the people in democratic 
America, (or instance, toward their true 
leaders and spokesmen. But though in 
form the words euggeat an outworn rela­
tionship that fortunately no longer ex­
ists, in spirit they do describo the 
trustful reverence that the pluin people 
always manifest toward those who 
prove their right to leadership. Indeed, 
it is both pitiful and pa'lietic to see 
how the masses sometimes “ order them­
selves lowly and roverently," not to 
their “ betters," but to those whom they 
have been wheedled into regarding as 
such, while all the time they aro plum­
ing themselves on their refusal to recog­
nize the superiority of any man.

“ Never explain, never retract, and let 
them howl,”  was the sardonic way in 
which Professor Jowett said that all 
popular outcries should be treated. It 
is, of course neither wise nor possible 
always lo meet public criticism in this 
high-handed manner, for, to speak of 
nothing else, a man thus criticised Is 
not usually so absolutely right as to 
justify such a conrse. There are times, 
however, when the advice ot Professor 
Jowett ought to be followed, pud per- 
hape the greatest delect in a democracy 
lies in the fact that many public men in 
every walk of life are either unuhle or 
unwilling thus to treat popular clamor 
or condemnation. Tho true represen­
tative of the people is not necessarily he 
who slavishly oboys every popular man­
date, hut rallier he who, even in spite 
of the people themselves, stands up for 
what he knows to be for their real inter­
est, und who is willing, if need he, to go 
down in temporary defeat on such an 
issue rather than aid In consummating 
an injustice or a wrong. Men who are 
thus ready on occasion to snvo the peo­
ple from tho consequences of their own 
folly arc tho only safe leaders in a demo­
cracy. Usually they may count on fin-

in moral training may be tbe teaching 
of reverence and toleration. That can 
be taught everywhere and to all.

This closed tho interesting discussion 
on this subject, and Mrs. Douglas gave 
a spicy, energetic talk on "History in 
the relation to tbe development of tbe 
child mind." She wanted her attentive 
audience to know that she talked from 
experience rather than theory, having 
made a practical study of the child mind 
in two private “ laboratories" which she 
bad at home. 8be emphasized the fas-j 
cination of the study of bnman nature, 
and strongly recommended it to all 
teauhers as a great help, yes as a neces­
sity to their work. No student should 
be called stupid, for be has ability in 
some line and tbe teacher is the stupid 
one if he cannot discover it. A diagram | 
was drawn showing tbe close relation of 
the Imagination to tbe reason, the bal­
ancing of which two faculties la the 
teacher’s office. He should continually 
endeavor to cultivate the reason mem­
ory in opposition to the parrot memory, j 
and as a means of this the use of the i 
real, living history was strongly advo­
cated.

On being called upon to open tbe dis 
cussion Dr. Hutchinson said i "The 
child is no longer considered a fraction 
of an adult as formerly. The new meth­
od is, to look upon him rather as an 
epitome of the race. In short tbe child 
is a cave dweller, and passes on up 
through the various stages of race pro 
gress. The child must thus be studied 
and sympathized with from this stand­
point. The different epochs through 
which the child passes in their order 
are, the root and grub, hunting, pas­
toral, agricultural and commercial."

Tbe afternoon session was opened by 
Prof. Daggett of Dundee, on “ How to 
secure attention." His three principal 
means were to excite Intorest in the 
subject at hand, to give all the teacher’s 
attention, and to make a wise choice of 
supplementary work.

Superintendent Littlefield took occa 
aion to explain to tbe teachers some of 
the provisions of the new school law 
just passed.

Prof. Morrison was to have given a 
talk on the metrio system but was "un­
avoidably called to McMinnville" that 
morning and got back in time only to 
read a paper already prepared on “ A 
National Standardizing Bureau," which 
related closely to tbe subject. He spoke 
of the necessity of fixed standards in all 
civilized countries, recognized by gover- 
mental act, and regretted the fact that 
our country is so far behind in this mat­
ter. In our finer calculations, mechan­
ical and scientific we are forced to use 
foreign standards. He urged the teach­
ers to assist in awaxening public senti­
ment on this subject iu favor of a stand­
ardizing bureau of our own.
