The amount in cash and 
subscriptions foots up considerably 
more than $12,000 and the committee 
stated that tbe list was an unusually 
good one. As soon as it was ascertained 
that the amount had been subscribed 
the flag was run up the flag stafT on the 
college building, the bell was rung and 
there was general rejoicing in town. It 
has taken hard, persistent work to 
raise this money but since it is an ac­
complished fact, all who have had any­
thing to do with pushing the work look 
back over the field with a degree of 
pleasure and forward to years of more 
successful work on the part of Pacific 
College. Next week the Graphic will 
give an extended account of the 
work of the college in the past 
which it is hoped will be of interest to 
the public. Iu the meantime tell the 
public that the money is raised to pay 
the debt of Pacific College.
