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In locking over the county republi­
can ticket, voters in (bis vicinity will 
find that Newberg is well represented 
by men of unquestioned integrity, in 
the renomination of J. L. Hoskins for 
recorder, and tho nominations of B. C. 
Miles and T. I). Cummings, the toriner 
for representative and the latter for 
coroner.

Kurmers’ wives will find something of 
special interest here. A self-reliant 
New York woman lately brought suit 
against her husband to prevent bis up 
propriatlon of the “egg money” as his 
own. The court decided that us eggs 
are more a product of woman's care of 
bens Ilian a direct, farm product, the 
woman lias a right to regard them and 
the proceeds derived from their sale as 
her especial pro|>erty. This decision 
doubtless marks ono mote fur reaching 
step ip the march toward tho tinul and 
triumphal emancipation of woman.

At a public meeting in Houth Carolina 
a few days ago, Henntor Tillman said: 
“The new constitution adopted in 18U3 
has eliminated for the present the ne­
gro majority, hut the number eligible 
to vote ia constantly increasing.” A very 
significant admission from the most 
pronounced of negro haters that the col­
ored race is rapidly advancing in educa­
tional qualifications of citizenship. As 
much could not be said for the “ poor 
white” following of the pitch fork sena­
tor.

President Roosevelt, having silenced 
the loquacious and meddlesome General 
Mile's, may have been justified ill call­
ing down the gallant Kunston for talk­
ing too much. The fact remains how­
ever, that the latter, exasperated by the 
taunts and vllliflcation on the part of 
criticising congressmen, had cause for 
fils plain talk, and the people sympa­
thize with him generally. It may be 
all right to prohibit soldiers from criti­
cising dignified senators, but the Ameri­
can people like fair play, and us bus been 
suggested, there ought to bo some rule 
or regulation to prevent the latter from 
stubbing soldiers In the buck. If a sol­
diers' mouth is to tie closed, representa­
tives and senators should not he allowed 
become wholesale calum i dors of men 
at the front.

In the lutter part of this month there 
will take place at Washington, nit event 
of national und even inter-nntioiml ini 
portance, in the unveiling of a monu­
ment in honor of the French Count 
Rochainlienu, who with n French Heel 
greatly assisted General Washington in 
tho capture of Cornwallis at Yurktown. 
Twelve distinguished representatives 
from Frauce will be present on tho oc­
casion, who, it is said will constitute 
the most distinguished body of French­
men that has ever visited this country. 
The unveiling of the monument is u 
just and tartly recognition ol the valu­
able services of our friends beyond the 
sea, and will doubtless tend to cement 
the friendship of tho two nations. A 
reception, equal in its enthusiasm, to 
that accorded Prince Henry, should be 
given the distinguished visitors. In fact 
there is much more sufficient ground 
for an ovation in tho latter case.

It is said by Hon. Bellamy Storror, 
United States minister to Spain, now 
borne on n visit that Admiral Cervera Is 
living In obsurity and comparative want, 
and that Admiral Monlojo, w ho fought 
Dewey is never heard of. A Nemesis 
seems to have pursued the leaders of 
both big naval engagements of the late 
war with Fpnin. Admiral Dewey, the 
popular idol for a few short monthe, was 
fated to make n couple of had blunders, 
and enthusiastic eulogy was turned to 
scathing criticism. Admiral Schley, 
the hero of Santiago, found himself tho 
target of censure nnd abuse, which result­
ed in a high court of inquiry and nn 
adverse decision. The two old Spanish | 
admirals, able and courageous, fought 
in a lost cause for a losing country, and j 
in the evening ol life are passing their i 
days in obscurity, tha objects of ingrati* 
tude on the part of tho country they I 
bravely served. Verily the pathway 
w hich leads to fame and honor is treach­
erous and uncertain.

Kditor Graphic:—A sh oit time ago 
I noticed a contributed article in your 
paper in which the writer made some j 
comparisons between the appearance of I 
Southern California towns ami those cl ! 
lire Willamette Valley, and offered some j 
suggestions to the people ol Newberg 
which appeared to he timely and his 
points well taken, but so far I have 
seen very little changes being made 
along the lines he Hilggeated. Oregon­
ians have a reputation for being a »low- 
going people ami in many respects the , 
appellation is well earned, for it conies 
without any effort, and we are all too 
much inclined to look for things that j 
come easy.

It is a common remark ol paasenger. 
wild cross over tho mountains from ' 
California into Oregon that the change 
in the appearance of farms and farm im­
provements is so marked that no one ran 
fail to note the difference. As a ru'.e 
lionm« and harm in California are up in 
good eliape and well painted, while nn 
our side of the line neglected fences and 
nnpvnbd buildings, show a lack of 
ibrifl that is not at all commendable. 
Long years ol unprofitable grain farm­

ing is no doubt largely responsible for 
this condition of affaire among our 
farmers, but this furnishes liitle excuse 

1 for the thriftless appearance of many of 
the towns throughout the valley. The 
rapid change that is being made from 
the old style grain farm to fruit growing 

1 and dallying will certainly bring Ore­
gon’s farming interests up and cause a 
rapid change for the better, and it be- 

1 hooves our townspeople to move up sev­
eral pegs and join the procession, w hich 
being augmented by tiie flood of emi­
gration that is coming our way is going 
to march forward with greater strides 
along all lines of progress,

Newberg bus all the natural advan­
tages for making a beautiful and up-to- 
date town und it only remains for our 
people to exhibit a commendable degree 
of pride in borne making and nature 
will do her part, as she always does in 
this favored land. A good deal has 
been said from time to time In public 
piint along these same lines but it 
seems difficult to get people to wake up 
and do the little tilings that cost but 
little except a moderate amount of el­
bow grease and a proper exhibit of local 
pride, as well as borne pride. As the 
leaves of tho trees are now showing 
good growth, take a walk about our 
streets and note the difference in the ap­
pearance of homes where beautiful 
shade trues are spreading their branches 
of bright green foliage, and those where 
tho setting of trees I,us been neglected 
and the glare of old Sol has full sway at 
high noon. A stroll along a well shad­
ed wulk with twittering hirJs overhead 
is an Inspiration, hut note the shrug of 
tho shoulders of the barefoot boy as he 
limps over the burning plank walks 
w here no green spreading branches of 
the muple east their inviting shadows. 
A tin cun dangling at the end of the tail 
of a homeless dog, caused a runaway In 
town recently und a consequent stir 
among the excited populace, and yet u 
bushel of old rusty cans thrown by u 
careless housekeeper Into our streets 
will be passed timo afier time by our 
town marshal nnd every body else with­
out a passing glance of disapproval, ex ­
cept by those who are considered 
"cranky” on the subject of well kept 
streets. liroken timbers from a cast off 
street crossing make pretty (air firewood 
when dry, but such a pile left on the 
street corners don’t add anything to the 
beauty of tho streets. Waste paper 
iiiukes very convenient kindling if car- I 
ried home instead of being tossed care- | 
lessly aside, but when laying here and j 
there und everywhere about the streets, 
It gives the town the appearance of a ! 
small boy with a dirty face und Ills shirt 
tail sticking out of the seat of his trous­
ers, a subject for un artist, as well as 
for the care of un indulgent mother.

The first annual meeting of the West 

Willamette Daptist Association con­
vened in this city Tuesday evening. Fol­
lowing a devotional service led by Rev. 
L. \V. Riley of McMinnville, Die annual 
sermon Was preached by Rev. Murk 
Noble of Corvallis, a former pastor of 
the Baptist church of this place.

This association consists of eleven 
Daptist churches which formerly were 
members of either the Willamette or 
Central associations. It lias been form­
ed to conserve the ends of better and 
more compact organization. It is ex­
pected that other churches will slfiliate 
with it in the near future.

The session ol Wednesday morning 
was occupied by the transaction of busi­
ness and the hearing of the letters of 
the churches in w hich the work of the 
past year was summarized and the pres­
ent condition, financial and spiritual de­
fined. Most of the churches reporied 
net gains In membership, increase of 
equipment and deepened spiritual life.

In the afternoon the missionary ac­
tivities of the denomination at large, re­
ceived special attention. Of peculiar, 
because of local interest, was the discus­
sion of the missionary work of the 
American Kuptist Publication .Society, 
This organization employs over one 
hundred und twenty-flve missionaries. 
•Some are equipped with chapel cars, 
which, entering into churclilcss com 
munities, bring church, parsonage, pas­
tor and wife, and a complete equipment 
for every phase of religious work 
Again and again such visits result in a 
revival, a church organization, a church 
building and a settled pastor, in the 
course of a few weeks or months. Many 
others of these missionaries ure equip­
ped with colportage wagons, which are 
to the towns and hamlets remote from 
the railroads, what the chapel car is to 
the railroad town.

These wagons are so built as to carry 
an abundance of bibles, books, tracts 
and other religious literature, to ufford 
the missionary u comfortable bed and 
Die means of progress from place to 
place; being equipped with organ, black- 
boaid and hymn books, they enable the 
missionary to do an unhampered and 
agressive work. One of these wagons is 
now being built at Corvallis at a «ost of 
$200, for service in this section of the 
valley, and following the discussion of 
the work, |50 was pledged by the dele 
gates present toward paying for the 
wagon. Rev. L . W. Whirry of Ktayton 
has been appointed ns the missionary.

Following the adjournment of the af­
ternoon session the yourg people met 
ami organized un associated Daptist 
Young Peoples Union, with Ilev. F . C. 
Stanard as president.

The evening session was one ol great 
inspiration. President Boardtnan of 
Mc.Vliunville college in a masterful ar­
gument confuted the idea advanced by 
some that the small college is no longer 
neede 1 in the Completeness of our edu­
cational system and that its day is pass­
ing. Some of the arguments in support 
of his position are ns follows:

1. Some positive advantages are offer­
ed by the small college, such ns more 
immediate and personal contact between 
student and instructor, and greater 
thoroughness and efficiency of work,

2. The small college is intrenched in 
the loyulty nnd self-sacrificing support 
of its alumni, who are to he reckoned 
with when the interests of their alma 
mater are threatened.

3. Wealth tins territorial limitations. 
The man with the moderate amount of 
means for philanthropic purposes, pre­
fers to use it for the support of local in­
stitutions. Let a college once prove 
that it deserves to exist, and it will re­
ceive support.

4. The small college is the discoverer 
of the hidden intellectual wealth of the 
rural communities, otheiwise inaccess­
ible.

5. Geographical limitations In attend­
ance is an important factor of the ques­
tion, as ninety per cent of the students 
of the average college come from within 
a radius of one hundred miles.

ti. All our educational tradition fa- 
vors the small institution.

7. The denominational school furnishes 
a positive c oral nnd religions environ­
ment, lacking in state institutions.

8. The small college is peculiarly an 
American institution and is the Ameri­
can Ideal In our educational scheme. 
In educational system, Germany is 
imperialistic, England is aristocratic, 
but so long as democracy Is permanent 
in America, her system will be demo­
cratic, and in that system the small col-1 
lege is the important factor.

The nfternoon was occupied 
by a discussion of Die problems that a  n- 
ter in religious work in the rural vil­
lages and district*. Miss Millspaugh 
addressed the women of the convention 
on missionary work. A sermon by Rev. 
L. lY. Rilev of McMinnville in the ev­
ening brought to a clone a moet aus­
picious meeting, prophetic of larger con­
quests during the years to conic.
