Diamonds that Explode.

It has long been known that Ula-,
monds, especially the class known as
“rose diamonds,” are likely to explode
if subjected only to what would seem
a very ordinary degree of heat
it Is now believed that the explosions
are the result of the rapid expansion
of certain volatile liquids inclosed In
cavities near the center of these pre-
clous stones. A great many dlamonds,
even though eut, mounted and worn as
gems of perfection, are still in an unfin.
ished condition-—that s, the liquid
drop from which the stone Is being
formed has not as/yet deposited all of
its “pure crystals of carbon.” These
mevable drops may oceaslonally be seen
with the naked eye.

When this is the ease, a strong ml-
ecroscope will give the drop the appear-
ance of a bubble In the fluld In a car-
penter's level. It s also highly prob-
able that besides the liguid mentloned
these cavities may contaln gases nnder
great tension, This Being the case, one
wmay readily comprebend bhow a very
small amount of beat would catse the
llquid and the gas to expand to such
a degree thal the dlamond would give
